Any objection or protest filed in this docket before the 
issuance date of this order is considered abandoned unless it 
s a tisfies the foregoing conditions and is r e newed within the 
s pecified protest period. 

If this order becomes final and effective o n June 23, 
1989, any party adversely affec ted may reque st judicial review 
by the Florida Supreme Court in the case of an e lectric, gas or 
telephone utility or by the First District Court of Appeal in 
the case of a water o r sewe r utility by filing a notice of 
appeal with the Director, Division of Records and Reporting and 
filing a copy of the notice of appeal and t he filing fee with 
the appropriate cou1t. This fi ling must be completed within 
thirty (30) days of the effective date of this order, pursuant 
to Rule 9.110, Florida Rul es o f Appellate Procedure. The 
notice of appeal must be in the form specified in Rule 
9.900(a), Florida Rules o f Appe llate Procedure. 
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
