ORDER :rtlDICATIIfG NON-JYRISDICTIONAL STATUS 
OF 000. INC. DIB/A FANTASY CAFE AND CLOSING DOCKET 

BY THE cm!MISSION: 

On February 9, 1993 , 000, INC .. d/b/a Fantasy Cafe (Fantasy 
Cafe)• filed an application r,dth t his Commission for recognition of 
its non-jur isdictiona 1 status, pursuant to Secti on 36 7 . 021112) , 
Florida Statutes . Fantasy Cafe is located at 17035 South East c.R. 
234, Micanopy, F l orida. Mr .. A.J. Brown, of Eng, Denman & 
Associates, Inc. in Gainesville, Florida, who was authorized by 
000, Inc . to be the designated contact person , filed the 
application on b€.hal·f of· :Fantasy Cafe. 

Section 367 .. 021(12), Florida Statutes , states that a "u.tility 
means a water or waste•«ater ·utility and except as provided i n 
Section 367 . 022, .includes every person, lessee , t rustee,, or 
r ·eceiver owning , operating, managing or controlling a system, or 
proposing construction of a system, who is providing or proposes to 
provide ·water or wastewate.r service to the public for 
cotnpensation ." 

Upon request and sufficient proof , t.he Commission wil l issue 
an order indi c a ting the nonjurisdicti onal or exempt status of water 
or wastewater systems if they qual ify under the appropriate 
p r ovision ,of Chapter 367, Florida Statutes . The application was 
filed in accordance with Section 367. 021( 12), Florida Statutes, and 
Rules 25-30.060 (1), (2) and (3 )(jo) , Florida Ad'mini strative Code . 
According to the application, water service only is provided to the 
applicant by means of a well on site, there is no charge for 
:providing the service, and all costs of providing se.rvice are. 
·treated or recovered as operational expenses . Wastewater service 
is provided by a septic tank. 

In addition, the application form states that pursuant to 
Section 837.06, Florida Statutes, anyone knowingly making a false 
statement in writing with t he intent to mislead is guilty of a 
:misdemeanor. By s igning the appl ication,, Mr .. A... J. Bro10n 
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acknowledged that he. is aware of Section 837 .. 06 , Florida Statu.tes, 
and the penalties for making false statements i n t he application. 

Based on the facts as represented, we find that Fantasy Cafe 
i ·s not a utili ty pursuant ·to the provi sions of Section 367 .021(12), 
Fl.orida Statutes . Should there be any change, however, J.n 
ch:cumstances or method! of operation, the O'io'Iler of Fantasy Cafe or 
any successors in interest, must inform the Commission within JO 
days of .s uch change so ·that we may· review the matter to determine 
whether nonjurisdictional status .is stiJll appropriate . 

It is, therefore, 

ORDERED by the Florida Public Service Collllllission that, :based 
upon the facts as represented, 000,. rnc. d/bfa Fantasy Cafe, P. o. 
Box 140295, Gainesvill.e, Florida 32614, is not a l~ater utility 
subject ·to thi s Commission ' s jurisdiction , pursuant to the 
provisions of Section .367 .021(12)· , Florida StatUJtes. It is further 

ORDERED> tha·t should there be any change in circumstances or 
method of operation, the owner of Fantasy Cafe or any succ-essors in 
interest,. shall inform this Commission ••ithin 30 days of such a 
change so that we may reevaluat·e the applicant's nonjurisdictional 
status. It is f u r ther 

ORDERED that this Docket is hereby closed.

This notice 
should not: be construed. to mean al l requests for an administrative 
hearing or judicial review wil.l be granted or result i n the reli ef 
sought. 

Any party adverse l y affected by the Comnission•s final action 
in t his ma.tter may request: 1 ) reconsideration o f the decision by 
filing a mot ion for reconsideration with the Director, Division of 
Records and Reporting within fifteen (15) days of the issuanc·e of 
this order in the form prescribed by Rule 25-22.060, Florida 
Administrative Code; or 2) judicia.l review by the Florida Supreme 
Cour t in the case of an electric, gas or telephone utility or the 
First District Cou.rt: of Appea.l in the case of a water or sewer 
utility by f i ling a n.otice of appeal with the Director, Divisi on of 
Records and Reporti ng· and filing a copy of the notice of appeal and 
the filing fe·e with the appropriate court . This filing must be 
completed ·within thirty (30) days after the issuance of this order, 
p u rsuant to Rule 9.11.0, Florida Ru.les of Civil Pr::ocedure. The 
notice. of appeal &lust be in the f orm specified in Rul e 9.900 (a), 
Florida Rules of Appellate Procedure .
