Sprint-Fiorldil, lncorporilted (Sprint), by and through its unders•gned attorneys, 
submits lis objections to the Attorney General's First Set of Interrogatories (1-
4 7 and Third Bequest for Production of Documents (6-2g), served on Splint by 
hand delivery on Friday August 7, 1998, stating iiS follow~: 

INRODUCTORY STATEMENT 

The ')rder Establishing Procedure In this study requires th ~t all objections to 
drscovery be made within ten dilyS of service of the discovery request . In the 
context of a legislatively requested study proceedmg where discovery Is limited 
to verification or the submitted cost data and analySIS, thi s accelerated frllng 
lime Is burdensome and provides Inadequate time to carefully analyze and 
drges t the r~ature and scope of discovery reques ts especially when the discovery 
consisting of approximately I 30 Interrogatories (mcludlng subparts) Is hand 
deltvered on a Friday afternoon. 

Consequently, In order to avoid Inadvertent waiver of tiS objecllon rights, Spnnt 
must tnuJally object to ;all discovery requests . II is not Sprint's Intention by 
domg so to unduly delay responses to leglllmate discovery re,uests. Should 
additional grounds for objection arise as Sprint prepares Its resvtnsf' to this 
d•scovery, Sprint reserve~ th~ right to revhe or supplement II$ objcttlon • 

Sprrnt will lodge these objections by selling ou t several general objections th<lil 
wtll be identtfied by number. These numbers will then be listed next to the 
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number of the discovery request to which an objection Is directed. Addlllonal 
objections or bases for objections may be rndrcated rn addtllon to the number­
coded objections.
