This letter is a follow-up to a prior data request regarding tax implications for certain tax 
credits of NextEra. Commission staff requests that Florida Power & Light Company (FPL) 
provide responses to the following data requests. 

1. For the years 2007, 2008, and 2009, provide a detailed description of FPL’s 
accounting treatment for the excess tax benefits received by FPL Group. By excess tax benefits staff 
means the dollar difference between actual tax payments made on behalf of FPL by FPL Group and 
the tax amounts for which the ratepayers would have been charged under the “stand-alone” method. 

2. For the years 2007, 2008, and 2009, provide a detailed description of the accounting 
treatment for the excess tax benefits that were derived from filing a consolidated tax return by FPL 
Group versus each subsidiiuy filing a separate tax return. 

3 .  For the years 2007,2008,2009, and 2010, provide a copy of FPL Group’s tax-sharing.. 
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agreement with its subsidiaries. 
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4. For years 2007, 2008, and 2009, would FPL Group have been able to take full\: : 
advantage (each year without regard to tax carryforward or carryback) of the wind related production’::: 
tax credits without the benefit of FPL regulated utility taxable income?
