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PURPOSE

The purpose of this meeting is to give customers and other interested persons an
opportunity to offer comments to the Public Service Commission Staff regarding the quality of
service the Utility provides, the proposed rate increase, and to ask questions and comment on
staff’s preliminary rates included in this notice as well as other issues. Staff members will
summarize Lake Placid’s proposed filing, the preliminary work accomplished, and answer
questions to the extent possible. A representative from the Utility has also been invited to
respond to questions.

At the beginning of the meeting, procedures will be established for the order of
comments.

BACKGROUND

Lake Placid Utilities, Inc. (Lake Placid or utility), is a Class B utility providing water and
wastewater service to approximately 122 water and 192 wastewater customers in Highlands
County. Lake Placid is located in the Southwest Florida Water Management District
(SWFWMD), a critical use area. According to its 2008 annual report, Lake Placid reported
revenues of $52,212 and $82,100 for water and wastewater, respectively. Lake Placid reported a
net operating income loss of $60,639 for water and a net operating loss of $75,021 for
wastewater. The test period for setting rates is the historical twelve-month period ended
December 31, 2008.

Lake Placid was granted Certificate Nos. 414-W and 347-S in 1993." The Utility last
established rates for Lake Placid in 2006.>

On December 8, 2009 Lake Placid filed an application for a for a staff-assisted rate case
(SARC) and paid the appropriate filing fee on January 19, 2010. Staff will conducted a field
investigation of the Utility’s plant and service area on June 10, 2010.

PROCEDURES AFTER CUSTOMER MEETINGS

After the meetings, Public Service Commission Staff will prepare a recommendation
which is scheduled to be submitted to the Public Service Commission on July 22, 2010. The
Public Service Commission will then vote on staff’s recommendation at its August 3, 2010
agenda conference. The Commission will thereafter issue a proposed agency action (PAA) order
containing rates which may be different from those contained in staff’s final recommendation.
Substantially affected persons have 21 days from the date the PAA order is issued to protest the
Commission’s proposed agency action order. Five to ten customers or persons who attend the
meeting and who wish to receive a copy of the recommendation and the order should so indicate
at the meeting. Those individuals are expected to distribute the information in the
recommendation and the order to other customers. Anyone who is unable to attend and who
wishes to obtain a copy of the recommendation or the order may do so in writing to the
Commission at the address at the end of this notice.
