PURPOSE OF PREHEARING: To consider ( I )  the simplification of the issues; (2) the identification of the 
positions of the parties on the issues; (3) the possibility of obtaining admissions of fact and of documents which will 
avoid unnecessary proof; (4) the identification of the exhibits; (5) the establishment of an order of witnesses; and, 
(6) such other matters as may aid in the disposition of the action.

3. Determination of the Final Fuel Adjustment True-Up Amounts for FPL for the period January 2009 
through December 2009, which are to be based on actual data for that period; 
4. Determination of Generating Performance lncentive Factor Targets and Ranges for FPL for the period 
January 201 1 through December 201 1; 
5. Determination of Generating Performance lncentive Factor Rewards and Penalties for FPL for the period 
January 2009 through December 2009. 
6. Determination of the Projected Capacity Cost Recovery Factors for FPL for the period January 201 1 
through December 201 1, including nuclear costs. 
7. Determination of the Estimated Capacity Cost Recovery True-Up Amounts for FPL for the period January 
2010 through December 2010, including nuclear costs. 
8. Determination of the Final Capacity Cost Recovery True-Up Amounts for FPL for the period January 2009 
through December 2009, which are to be based on actual data for that period, including nuclear costs. 
9. Determination of the Projected Conservation Cost Recovery Factors for FPL for the period January 201 1 
through December 20 I 1. 
IO. Determination of Conservation ActuaYEstimated Amounts for FPL for the period January 2010 through 
December 20 10. 
11. Determination of the Final Conservation True-up Amounts for FPL for the period January 2009 through 
December 2009, which are to be based on actual data for that period. 
12. Determination of the Projected Environmental Cost Recovery Factors for FPL for the period January 201 I 
through December 201 1. 
13. Determination of the Estimated Environmental Cost Recovery True-Up Amounts for FPL for the period 
January 2010 through December 2010. 
14. Determination of the Final Environmental Cost Recovery True-Up Amounts for FPL for the period January 
2009 through December 2009, which are to be based on actual data for that period. 
All witnesses shall be subject to cross-examination at the conclusion of their testimony. The proceedings will be 
governed by the provisions of Chapter 120, F.S., and Chapter 28-106, F.A.C., and 25-22, F.A.C.
