Good afternoon Jared, 

As a follow up to your telephone call, I've attached a listing of the Florida IT projects allocated to 
Florida. This will show, (a) the original budget where the pro forma adjustment originally was derived 
from; (b) the revised budget through December 31, 2010; and (c) the ACTUAL amount allocated to 
Florida through the end of December 31,2010. 

The Actual amount is the amount closed to the Florida books through December 31,2010. 

We've highlighted the projects over $1 million as requested. 

I do want to point out the first project, which is approximately $93,967. This was to set up the computer 
system in the new Florida Corporate office in Lady Lake. This was a project that was not in the original 
budget, and was not included in the original pro forma adjustment amount. However, this has been 
completed and is booked into the Florida books. 

Finally a t  the bottom of the spreadsheet, you can see where the allocation for the jurisdictional AUF 
systems was derived.
