On January 17, 2012, pursuant to Section 366.093, Florida Statutes (F.S.), and Rule 25-22.006, 
Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.), Florida Power & Light (FPL) filed a request for 
confidential classification for certain material contained in Document No. 00308-12. The 
document is FPL's Witness Rosemary Morley response to Staffs First Request for Production 
on Documents Request Nos. 2 and 5. 

FPL asserts that this document includes information that is proprietary confidential business 
information and has been treated by FPL as private, and its confidentiality has been maintained. 
According to FPL, the information provided contains information related to forecast data 
provided pursuant to FPL's contract with a third party vendor, Global Insight (USA), Inc. 
(Global Insight) that expressly prohibits FPL from disclosing the subject data. FPL asserts that 
disclosure of this information would impair FPL's efforts to contract for these goods or services 
on favorable terms in the futures. The documents and materials also contain or constitute Global 
Insight proprietary forecast information, which would impair its competitive business. 

Staff has reviewed the document and concurs with FPL that the nature of the information meets 
the requirements set forth in Section 366.093(3)(e), F.S., for classification as proprietary 
confidential business information. Therefore, staff recommends that FCG's request for 
confidential classification of Docket No. 00308-12 be approved.
