Today I write this letter in regards to the Public Service Commission hearing to take place 
tomorrow to determine whether or not Duke Energy ratepayers will be responsible for paying the 
Nuclear Cost Recovery Fee for the Levy County nuclear power plant which was proposed for 
construction but never built.

Tomorrow the Commission has the power to protect its ratepayers from 
the Nuclear Cost Recovery Fee, and I implore they use this power to show that the interests of 
the ratepayers take precedence over the utility providers.    
 
One goal of the Public Service Commission is to “Provide appropriate regulatory oversight to 
protect consumers.” I stand with my constituents and urge the Commission to stand with the 
consumers they are tasked with protecting by providing the needed regulatory oversight. 
Ratepayers should not be stuck with a bill for a power plant that will never be built.

I am writing to express my deep concerns over the Public Service Commission (the 
"Commission") staff's recent recommendation to side with Duke Energy to withhold $54 
million in credits rightfully due to its customers. Tomorrow's meeting of the Commission 
presents an opportunity to do what is in the best interest of those customers who have been 
shouldering the burden of the $54 million for a nuclear plant project that will never come to 
fruition. They deserve a refund now, rather than awaiting the resolution of Duke's litigation 
with Westinghouse Electric Company. 

The Commission staff's recent recommendation fails to consider the reality that these 
customers have been left on the hook for a failed project through no fault of their own. Duke 
needs to do the right thing and credit its rate payers now. As the Office of Public Counsel and 
others have argued in the Commission proceedings an "order directing the credit is both 
necessary under the nuclear cost recovery rule and appropriately signals to Duke that it is the 
utility's responsibility to retrieve these funds for its customers." 

I strongly urge the Commission to rule in favor of Duke customers. In the meantime, my office 
will be meeting with legislators to determine whether new legislation is necessary to ensure 
that situations like this do not arise again.

Florida Power & Light Company (FPL) has identified a need to construct a 230 kilovolt (kV) 
transmission line connection between the Miami substation and the Davis substation, both in 
Miami-Dade County. A significant portion of this line is proposed to be constructed as an 
overhead facility along the Metrorail/Busway Corridor paralleling US 1, within the FPL East 
Preferred Corridor. One end of the line will terminate in the Miami substation at SW 2nd Avenue 
north of the Miami River.
