On April I, 20 14, Duke Energy Florida, Inc. (DEF) fil ed a petition fo r Commiss ion 
approval of revisions to its Underground Residential Distribution (URD) Tariffs and thei r 
associated charges. The URD tari ffs apply to new residential developments and represent the 
additional costs DEF incurs to provide underground distribution service in place of overhead 
service. The current tari ffs were approved in Order No. PSC-12-0348-TRF-EI. 1 The fol lowing 
is staffs recommendation to suspend the proposed tariff rev isions.
