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Case Background 

On April 2, 20 14, Florida Power & Light Company (FPL) filed a petition requesting 
Commission approval of a new three-year vo luntary solar partnership (VS P) pilot program and 
its associated VSP experimental rider tari ff. The new program would offe r all FPL customers an 
opportunity to participate voluntari ly in a program designed to contri bute to the construction and 
operation of solar (photovoltaic) generation facilities located in communities throughout FPL' s 
service territory. The renewable energy generated from these so lar facilities would help power 
all FPL customers and displace energy that would otherw ise be produced from non-renewab le 
fossi l fuels. The Commission has jurisdiction over thi s matter pursuant to Sections 366.05, 
366.06, and 366.075, Florida Statutes (F.S .).

Issue I
