Re: Docket No. 140038-SU - Application for transfer of majority organizational control of
Crooked Lake Park Sewerage Co. in Polk County, and for name change on Certificate No. 517-
S to Glenbrook Properties, LLC, a Florida limited liability company.

Dear Mr. Hill:

On April 8, 2014, Commission staff advised the applicant in the above-referenced proceeding,
Glenbrook Properties, LLC, that the application for transfer of majority organizational control of
Crooked Lake Park Sewerage Co. in Polk County, and for name change on Certificate No. 517-S.
contained certain identified deficiencies. The applicant was further advised that the correction of the
deficiencies was necessary before the docket could progress.

In response to the notice of deficiency, on May 9, 2014, the applicant provided a responsive
letter and attachments which effectively corrected many of the deficiencies identified. However,
staff’s review of this response and the original application identified additional deficiencies that
remain to be corrected before this docket may proceed. These deficiencies are described in more
detail below.

1. Rule 25-30.037(3)(g), Florida Administrative Code (*“F.A.C.”), requires a “list of all entities,
including affiliates, that have provided, or will provide, funding to the buyer, and an
explanation of the manner and amount of such funding, which shall include their financial
statements and copies of any financial agreements with the utility.” (emphasis added). In
the applicant’s May 9, 2014, response to the notice of deficiencies it provided an explanation
of the funding to the buyer and an explanation of the manner and amount of the funding.
However, to date the applicant has not provided the required financial statements associated
with the transfer of majority organizational control and copies of any financial agreements
with the utility. As such. please provide the necessary financial statements and copies of any
financial agreements with the utility.

Rule 25-30.037(3)(1). F.A.C., requires that the applicant provide evidence that the utility owns
the land upon which the utility treatment facilities are located, or a copy of an agreement
which provides for the continued use of the land, such as a 99-vear lease. In the applicant’s
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May 9, 2014, response to the notice of deficiencies it provided a title insurance policy which
had been included as Exhibit “I” to the original application. Although staff believes that the
title insurance policy is indicia that Crooked Lake Sewerage Company owns the land upon
which the treatment facilities are located, staff requests that the utility provide a copy of the
deed maintained by the utility which confirms that the utility owns the land upon which the
utility treatment facilities are located.

Rule 25-30.037(3)(h), F.A.C., requires that if the system is in need of repair or improvement,
has any outstanding Notice of Violation of any standard set by the Department of
Environmental Protection (“DEP”) or any outstanding consent orders with the DEP, the buyer
shall provide a list of the improvements and repairs needed and the approximate cost to make
them, a list of the action taken by the utility with regard to the violation, a copy of the Notice
of Violation(s), a copy of the consent order and a list of the improvements and repairs
consented to and the approximate cost to make them.

In the applicant’s May 9, 2014, response to the notice of deficiencies it provided an
explanation of the status of the ongoing negotiations between the utility and DEP to resolve
the outstanding Consent Order, an explanation of the status of the settlement negotiations with
DEP, as well as an explanation regarding the steps taken by the utility to improve the system.
However, to date the utility has not provided staff with either a copy of the outstanding
Consent Order or a copy of the Settlement Agreement reached between the utility and DEP to
resolve the Consent Order. Thus, please provide us with either a copy of the Consent Order
and/or a signed copy of the Settlement Agreement resolving the Consent Order.

As discussed during our conversation on May 22, 2014, staff has included herewith a revised

copy of the Notice of Transfer of Majority Organizational Control and Name Change as required by
Rule 25-30.030, F.A.C. For your ease of reference we have also included a copy of this Rule 25-
30.030, F.A.C., herewith. Finally, we have included a list of the names and addresses of the entities to
be noticed in accordance with Rule 25-30.030(2), F.A.C.

With respect to the enumerated additional deficiencies identified above, please provide the

above-referenced documents and statements on or before June 16, 2014. When filing the response,
please be sure to refer to Docket Number 140038-SU and that the response is mailed to directly to:

25-30.030 Notice of Application.

(1) When a utility applies for a certificate of authorization, an extension or deletion of its service area, or a sale, assignment or
transfer of its certificate of authorization, facilities or any portion thereof or majority organizational control, it shall provide notice of
its application in the manner and to the entities described in this section.

(2) Before providing notice in accordance with this section, a utility shall obtain from the Commission a list of the names and
addresses of the municipalities, the county or counties, the regional planning council, the Office of Public Counsel, the
Commission’s Office of Commission Clerk, the appropriate regional office of the Department of Environmental Protection, the
appropriate water management district, and privately-owned water and wastewater utilities that hold a certificate granted by the
Public Service Commission and that are located within the county in which the utility or the territory proposed to be served is
located. In addition, if any portion of the proposed territory is within one mile of a county boundary, the utility shall obtain from the
Commission a list of the names and addresses of the privately-owned utilities located in the bordering counties and holding a
certificate granted by the Commission. The utility’s request for the list shall include a complete legal description of the territory to
be requested in the application that includes:

(a) A reference to township(s), range(s), land section(s) and county; and

(b) A complete and accurate description of the territory served or proposed to be served in one of the following formats. The
description may reference interstates, state roads, and major bodies of water. The description shall not rely on references to
government lots, local streets, recorded plats or lots, tracts, or other recorded instruments.

I. Sections: If the territory includes complete sections, the description shall only inciude the township, range, and section
reference. If the territory includes partial sections, the description shall either identify the subsections included or excluded.

2. Metes and bounds: A point of beginning which is referenced from either a section corner or a subsection corner, such as a
quarter corner. The perimeter shall be described by traversing the proposed territory and closing at the point of beginning. The
description shall include all bearings and distances necessary to provide a continuous description.

(3) The notice shall be appropriately styled:

(a) Notice of Application for an Initial Certificate of Authorization for Water, Wastewater, or Water and Wastewater Certificate;

(b) Notice of Application for an Extension of Service Area;

(c) Notice of Application for Deletion of Service Area;

(d) Notice of Application for a Transfer of Water, Wastewater, or Water and Wastewater Certificate(s); or

(e) Notice of Application for a Transfer of Majority Organizational Control.

(4) The notice shall include the following:

(a) The date the notice is given;

(b) The name and address of the applicant;

(c) A description, using township, range and section references, of the territory proposed to be either served, added, deleted, or
transferred; and

(d) A statement that any objections to the application must be filed with the Director, Office of Commission Clerk, 2540
Shumard Oak Boulevard, Tallahassee, Fiorida 32399-0850, no later than 30 days after the last date that the notice was mailed or
published, whichever is later.

(5) Within 7 days of filing its application, the utility shall provide a copy of the notice by regular mail to:

(a) The governing body of the county in which the utility system or the territory proposed to be served is located:

(b) The governing body of any municipality contained on the list obtained pursuant to subsection (2) above,

(c) The regional planning council designated by the Clean Water Act, 33 U.S.C. 1288(2);

(d) All water or wastewater utilities contained on the list(s) obtained pursuant to subsection (2) above;

(e) The office of Public Counsel;

(f) The Commission’s Officeof Commission Clerk;

(g) The appropriate regional office of the Department of Environmental Protection; and

(h) The appropriate Water Management District. :

(6) No sooner than 21 days before the application is filed and no later than 7 days after the application is filed, the utility shall
also provide a copy of the Notice, by regular mail or personal service, to each customer, of the system to be certificated, transferred,
acquired, or deleted.

(7) The Notice shall be published once in a newspaper of general circulation in the territory proposed to be served, added,



deleted, or transferred. The publication shall be within 7 days of filing the application.
(8) A copy of the notice(s) and list of the entities receiving notice pursuant to this rule shall accompany the affidavit required by
Sections 367.045(1)(e) and (2)(f), F.S. The affidavit shall be filed no later than 15 days after filing the application.

(9) This rule does not apply to applications for grandfather certificates filed under Section 367.171, F.S., or to applications for
transfers to governmental authorities filed under Section 367.071, F.S., or to name changes.
