ORDER GRANTING UNOPPOSED MOTION FOR THE SETTING OF FILING DATES  
 

On August 18, 2014, the Petitioner, the Board of County Commissioners, Indian River 
County, Florida (Board), filed an unopposed motion for an order setting the following filing due 
dates: 
 

1.  Due date for the Florida Municipal Electric Association, Inc., Florida Power & Light 
Company, and the Orlando Utilities Commission to file their substantive responses to the 
Petition:  5:00 p.m., Friday, August 22, 2014. 
 

2. Due date for the Board to file its single reply to all substantive responses to the Petition 
filed by all intervenors and amici curiae, including the City of Vero Beach’s Motion to 
Dismiss:  5:00 p.m., Friday, August 29, 2014.    

 
There are three intervenors and four amici curiae in this docket.  The Motion states that in 

view of the number and variety of the filings that have been or will be made, the Board believes 
that the requested filing schedule will provide all involved a fair opportunity to present their 
positions and arguments to the Commission in a timely fashion.  The Motion further states that 
with this schedule, the Board will be able to respond to all of the filings, including the City of 
Vero Beach’s Motion to Dismiss, in a single comprehensive filing.  The Board states that the 
filing due date schedule will best promote the Commission’s efficient processing of the Board’s 
Petition for Declaratory Statement.  The Motion states that counsel for intervenors and amici 
curiae each either agree with the filing schedule proposed or has no objection to it being granted. 
 
Analysis and Ruling 
 
 I find the unopposed motion reasonable, and it is hereby granted.  The Florida Municipal 
Electric Association, Inc., Florida Power & Light Company, and the Orlando Utilities 
Commission shall file their substantive responses to the Petition by 5:00 p.m., Friday, August 22, 
2014.  The Board shall file its reply to all substantive responses, including the City of Vero 
Beach’s Motion to Dismiss, by 5:00 p.m., Friday, August 29, 2014. 
 

Based on the foregoing, it is

appropriate court, as described above, pursuant to Rule 9.100, Florida Rules of Appellate 
Procedure.
