Issue 1: What are the appropriate initial customer deposits for Country Club? 
Recommendation: Staff recommends that the initial customer deposits shown on Schedule No. 1 of staff's 
memorandum dated September 22, 2014 be approved. The Utility should file revised tariff sheets consistent 
with the Commission's vote. The in itial customer deposits should become effective for connections made on or 
after the stamped approval date of the revised tariff sheets. 
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Issue 2: Should this docket be closed? 
Recommendation: No. If no protest is filed by a person whose interest are substantially affected within 21 
days of the issuance of the Order, the Tariff Order will become final upon the issuance of a Consummating 
Order and the docket should be closed. If a protest is filed within 21 days of the issuance of the Order, the tariff 
should remain in effect subject to refund pending the resolution of the protest, and the docket should remain 
open.
