is what if a utility does have a complaint, how do

we analyze -- how will we proceed to analyze that, or is

staff going to make a preliminary determination?

MR. BROWN:  Typically I think the utility only
has to tell us whether there are -- there is a complaint

or not or if there's any active, I think, pending action

with the local Department of Health.  We typically do

not do anything beyond just look at that statement, that

it has been filed and that they have made some

acknowledgment that there's either a problem or not a

problem.
