o If the tank is to remain in service, the interior should be abrasive blast cleaned and
recoated within one to two years with an NSF-approved interior coating system for
potable water. Typical coating systems are detailed in AWWA D102.

o Pressure relief valves should be set at 92 psi.

o Replace or repair the cradles in the next two and one half years.
