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PROCEZEDTINGS

MR ROVE: 1Item No. 20 is a joint petition by
four Florida gas utilities owned by parent company
Chesapeake Utilities Corporation to consolidate the
intrastate pipeline costs of the four utilities and
allocate those costs across all customers in the
purchased gas adjustment and transitional transportation
service pools. This would enable the companies to
better balance the costs of individual system projects
over the entire Chesapeake Florida system. Staff
recommends approval.

MR, ROME: From what we understand, the filing
for the second phase potentially could come within the
next six months approximately. And then at that time,
from what we understand, there would be a delayed
implementation date of perhaps as long as 18 months to
allow the shippers to work with the customers with whom
they have contracts to make any necessary adjustments
that may need to be made at that time.
