Item 12 is TECO's petition for approval of
depreciation rates for solar photovoltaic generating
units. Staff recommends the Commission approve a
30-year life and a whole life depreciation rate of
3.3 percent effective on December 31st, 2012, for TECO's
solar photovoltaic generating units and associated
equipment for the related subaccounts shown on page 2 of
the staff recommendation.

Staff has oral modifications. On page —-- on
top of page 1, Issue 1 should read, "Should the
Commission approve TECO's proposed depreciation rate for
solar photovoltaic generating units and associated
equipment?" Strike "establish the subaccounts."

The recommendation should read, "Yes. Staff
recommends the Commission approve a 30-year life and
whole life depreciation rate of 3.3 percent for TECO's
solar photovoltaic generating units and associated
equipment applied to each of the related subaccounts

shown in the staff analysis." Strike "establish the
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subaccounts shown in the staff analysis with."

On top of page 4 it should read, "Staff
believes a 30-year life and whole life depreciation rate
of 3.3 percent is appropriate for TECO's solar
photovoltaic generating units and associated equipment.
This rate should be applied to each of the related
subaccounts shown in the staff analysis." Deleting "it
would be appropriate for the Commission to establish the
subaccounts."

Staff makes this change to precisely reflect
the language of Rule 25-6.0436(3) (b). Staff is
available for any questions you may have.
