goods or services on favorable terms,” and Subsection (e) “[i]nformation relating to competitive
interests, the disclosure of which would impair the competitive business of the provider of the
information.”

The information provided in response to Staff Interrogatory No. 16 for which confidential
treatment is being sought can be described as the Company’s transmission planning findings
used in evaluating resource plans. This information is confidential under Subsection (e) and
partially confidential under Subsection (¢).
