My property 1s within the service area
contained in the application from Environmental Utilities, LLC [EU] for central sewer.

I am writing specifically to object to EU’s request to bifurcate the certificate and rate-making proceedings. I
also object to the granting of a temporary waiver of Rules 25-30.033(1)(p) and (q).

Property owners in the proposed service area have a deadline of January 16, 2021 to present their objections. In
bifurcating the application, no information regarding estimated rates and connection fees for this project will be
available until the Spring of 2022.
