Please be advised |, as well a large number of “silent residents” on Palm Island, am very concerned
about the quality of the water including the current red tide outbreak. (Palm Island Estates Association,
Inc represents less than 1/3 of the owners on the island) We know that septic tanks are a contributor
and MUST be converted to central sewer is not a matter of “if” but “when”

We encourage you to approve this application now for the following reason:

Time is of the essence and a lengthy legal battle will only delay the inevitable — sewer lines
must replace the septic tanks some of which are very old and are being used by a very large
number of rental units that rent up to 18 people at a time.
