Importance: High

One important feature of the settlement requires residential customers 
to subsidize a $1 billion decrease in costs for the state’s largest 
commercial and industrial businesses and also subsidize customers 
who sign up for FPL’s solar expansion. 

FPL witnesses admitted before regulators that the agreement will cost 
residential customers disproportionately more than the rate increase 
imposed on the state’s largest businesses. Those businesses will pay 
20% less than what FPL originally proposed when it filed its rate case 
in March, while residential customers see a decrease of only 2%. 

That wasn’t discussed by the commission. 

Witnesses for the group of consumer advocates demonstrated that 
residential customers would have been better off if the commission 
had approved FPL’s original proposal instead of the settlement that 
was offered.
