Attached are revised tariff pages canceling Section A.20, “Interconnection of Mobile Services”
currently located in the Verizon Florida Inc. General Services Tariff. Section A.20 is being
canceled in order to avoid any confusion regarding its applicability in light of the new FCC rules
requiring contractual arrangements to govern termination of wireless originated traffic that is not
subject to access charges®.

Verizon noted in its September 6, 2005 letter that it has not billed any Commercial Mobile Radio
Service providers under this tariff since the new FCC regulations became effective. In the event
a request for interconnection is made under the new FCC regulation, Verizon will implement
interim transport and termination pricing as described in 47CFR 851.715.

Verizon is filing this letter to withdraw Section A.202.
