Present Tariff

Current language governing the provision of BellSouth Directory Assistance Database
Service (DADS) is detailed in A38.1 of the General Subscriber Services Tariff (GSST).

Proposed Tariff and Rationale for Change

BellSouth is revising its Tariff to allow DADS data to be used for purposes other than to
provide Directory Assistance type services and to make DADS available for resale,
pursuant to direction provided by the Federal Communications Commission in their First
Report and Order (FCC 01-27, Released January 23, 2001) addressing CC-Docket No
99-273 and upheld in their Order for Reconsideration (FCC 03-93, Released May 3,
2005).

Revenue Impact

There is no revenue impact associated with this change.

Impact on Existing Customers

When the proposed Tariff changes become effective, DADS customers may use DADS
data for purposes other than to provide Directory Assistance type services and may
resell DADS to others.
