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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY
Introduction

This tariff filing introduces a new DS3 Network Interface Unit (NIU) that has loop back
testing capabilities.

Special Access customers have a need for new testing capabilities associated with their
DS3 service arrangements. Approval of this filing will allow BellSouth to expand
Special Access service capabilities to meet those needs.

Service Description

Presently, DS3 Special Access service arrangements are terminated via an arrangement
that does not have capabilities that would allow customers to perform trouble isolation
testing on their service.

This tariff filing introduces a new DS3 NIU that has loop back testing capability. This
loop back capability will allow customer’s to perform trouble isolation on their
SMARTRInNg service (a.k.a. BellSouth SPA Dedicated Ring) or SMARTGate service
(a.k.a. BellSouth SPA Managed Shared Ring Network) DS3s. The DS3 Network
Interface Unit (NIU) loop back function is accessible only by the customer of the DS3
service.

BellSouth will recover its cost for this service.
