EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 
 
 

Description of Proposed Tariff 
 
The purpose of this General Subscriber Services Tariff filing is to update and 
revise the tariff pertaining to Equipment for Disabled Customers.  These tariff 
revisions eliminate outdated options and provide updated prices for the basic 
equipment available for outright sale as required.  
 
The customer “Month-to-Month” option is eliminated with this filing.  As of May, 
2006, there were less than 250 customers taking advantage of this option.  
BellSouth will no longer bill subscribers for this equipment as of July 1, 2006.  
These customers will be noticed and advised that the equipment in their 
possession will become their property on July 1, 2006 and that BellSouth will not 
be responsible for repair or exchange of this equipment after that date. 
 
As of July 1, 2006, the following Equipment for Disabled Customers will be 
available via tariff.  This equipment will be available on an outright sale basis and 
billed directly by the vendor.  This equipment will be available at cost which for 
purpose of this tariff will be the current retail price as specified in the tariff.
