Reading the Tampa Bay Times this morning, | am very grateful that you stood your ground against Duke and promoted
the renewable energy. It is astonishing that Duke doesn’t think for the future. Thank you very much.

We have 13.2 KW nominal solar capacity on our roof (55 panels) and we are almost completely independent. Our
monthly power bill is $10.49 for 11 months (= the connection fee). In the month of January, Duke pays me a paltry $.04
per KW for the overage and since this is a “dark” month | do not produce sufficient reserve to get back to $10.49.
Instead | am being charged $0.14 or $0.15 for power usage. The most honorable Duke could do is trade me KW for KW.
But | could do this investment because of the tax credit and the $2.00 per KW subsidy from then Progress Energy.

| think furthermore that the time has come to stop the premium consumers have to pay for future investments that are
never going to take place. Any reasonable company plans and pays for its own investments, but this being a public utility
| understand they need help from time to time. But let the expenses be reimbursed as they occur, though there does not
seem to be a need: Duke makes for plenty of happy shareholders.

Florida Refrigeration and Air Conditioning Contractors Association (Florida
RACCA) is a statewide professional association representing approximately 325
contractor and associate members. On behalf of our members, we oppose the request of
various utility companies and the PSC staff recommendations to eliminate rebates for air
conditioning systems that are more energy efficient.

It is our position that rebates for air conditioning systems with greater efficiency
meet the PSC rules requirement to be cost-effective by directly and proportionately (or
greater) reducing the utility costs for the customer. We understand this reduces revenue
for any utility company.

We disagree with the point made by utility companies and the PSC staff that
improved building codes make rebates unnecessary as these improved codes apply only
to new construction - which is only a fraction of the overall residential energy use. The
existing building stock still constitutes the largest portion, for which energy efficiency is
still very much needed. It is reasonable to estimate that it will take at least another ten
years for Florida's residents and businesses to transition from existing inefficient air
conditioning systems to new ones. Until then, it only makes sense to continue with this
part of the rebate program.

In addition to simply improving energy efficiency for air conditioning systems, the
rebate program also provides a very important impact for Florida in that it increases

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permitted installations by licensed contractors because the rebate makes the perceived
savings in hiring unlicensed contractors who will install substandard or illegal equipment
without a permit much less attractive for the consumer.

Complete elimination of rebates benefits only the utility companies and hurts the
consumer, the State of Florida, and businesses that participate in this worthwhile program. It
hurts the consumer by virtually mandating higher utility expenditures by encouraging higher
use of energy that results in what the utility companies really want — a reason to impose
higher rates on consumers in order to build (or plan to build) additional power plants. It hurts
the State of Florida by leaving it alone to try to meet upcoming federal goals while utility
companies pull Florida in the wrong direction. It hurts participating businesses by requiring a
sudden and costly shift in business structure to account for elimination of the rebates, which
cost cannot be passed on to ratepayers as it can be by and for utility companies.

In the best interests of most involved, it would be prudent to modify, rather than
eliminate, the rebates and to delay the deadline to end the program. We understand that falls
short of what the utility companies want, but this should not be driven by what the utility
companies want. This should be about what is best for the consumers and the State of
Florida.

We respectfully request that the Public Service Commission deny complete elimination
of the rebates in favor of a modification of the program to allow continued rebates for a
minimum of ten years for air conditioning systems with greater efficiency.

Subject: King delivers blow to Senate Keystone passage

The outlook for passage of a bill to
approve the Keystone XL oil sands
pipeline from Canada dimmed in advance
of a planned vote Tuesday, when a key
undecided senator announced his opposition.

The decision to vote no on the bill by Sen. Angus King, an independent from Maine
who caucuses with Democrats, left Sen. Mary Landrieu one vote short of the 60 she
needs to pass her bill. She has the backing of all 45 Republicans and 13 other
Democrats.

Landrieu, D-La., avoided comment when asked in the Capitol about King's decision.
Her top Democratic ally on the bill, Sen. Joe Manchin of West Virginia,
acknowledged that they had run out of potential backers and had to hope that one
senator would reverse course to vote for the $8 billion project.

"Maybe someone else will see it like | do and surprise us," Manchin told reporters.

King, who was previously leaning against the bill, said in a statement that while he
1



was "frustrated” by Obama administration delays in making a decision on the
project, he was also opposed to Congress giving the green light to individual
pipelines.

"Congress is not, nor should it be, in the business of legislating the approval or
disapproval of a construction project,"” he said.

Sen. Harry Reid, D-Nev., the outgoing majority leader, told reporters that Landrieu
brought up the vote in the Democrats' weekly closed-door luncheon on Tuesday. He
declared himself uncertain about how the bill would fare and would not confirm that
the bill would come up short.

"l don't expect it to fail -- I don't know what's going to happen,"” he told reporters in
response to a question about whether the bill would be defeated.

Landrieu secured a vote on her bill last Tuesday in a bid to show her influence on
Capitol Hill ahead of her Dec. 6 runoff election against Rep. Bill Cassidy, R-La.

Responding to questions about the impact of the vote on Landrieu's re-election
prospects, Reid said only, "the race is not over in Louisiana. She has not given up and
we have not given up."

The last publicly undeclared vote, Sen. Dick Durbin, D-Ill., Reid's top deputy,
declined Tuesday to say definitively that he would oppose the bill.

But he told CNN on Sunday that he backs President Barack Obama'’s stance that
Congress should not intervene in the ongoing State Department permit review.

The Keystone vote was capping a multi-hour debate on the Senate floor over the
project, which would transport oil sands crude from Canada to Nebraska for
shipment to refineries on the Texas Gulf Coast.

The debate was marked by partisan jabs and references to the race between Landrieu
and Cassidy, who sponsored identical approval legislation that passed the House on
Friday.

Under a deal between Landrieu and Republicans to bring the bill to a vote in the
Senate, the final bill sent to Obama after Senate passage would be the House version,
giving Cassidy a victory to tout in Louisiana.

Incoming majority leader Sen. Mitch McConnell, R-Ky., opened debate by referring

to the bill as "Congressman Cassidy's Keystone bill," and said that if it fails on
Tuesday, he will bring it back up when the GOP takes over the Senate in January.
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Berkeley to vote on climate change labels at gas
pumps

BERKELEY, Calif. (AP) — The San Francisco Bay Area city of Berkeley will decide
whether to slap stickers on gas pumps warning that burning fuel contributes to
global warming in a plan that's a first of its kind in the country.

The Berkeley City Council is expected to vote Tuesday night on whether to move
forward with the proposal to put climate-change warning labels on gas pumps
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citywide. San Francisco is drafting a similar ordinance that officials could vote on by
next spring.

A spokeswoman for the Western States Petroleum Association, an oil-industry
lobbying group, has said the labels reflect the state's and Berkeley's opinions and
would force "unwanted speech in violation of the First Amendment."

The labels are part of a voter-approved city plan to reduce emissions by 33 percent
between 2000 and 2020.

Heating costs heading up as cold grips nation

NEW YORK (AP) — The cold is back, and with it, rising heating bills.

This winter was expected to bring much lower bills than last year because it wasn't
supposed to be so darn cold. Homeowners could go a little easier on the thermostat,
and less fuel use would offset rising prices for natural gas and electricity, which
generates heat for 88 percent of U.S. households.

Then, descending from the Arctic, came a block of cold air nearly the size of the
entire Lower 48. This month is now on track to be the coldest November since 1996.

"It came in hard and strong, pretty impressive stuff,” says Matt Rogers, a
meteorologist at the Commodity Weather Group, which forecasts weather and
heating demand for energy companies. He notes that a cold November doesn't
necessarily lead to a colder winter. But it depletes fuel supplies and pushes prices up.

And it just so happens most forecasters think January and February will also be
colder than normal across most of the U.S.

Toxic plume spreading at defense plant in NY,
tests show

BETHPAGE, N.Y. (AP) — A decades-long toxic cleanup around the former aerospace
plant that helped land a man on the moon is getting renewed scrutiny after
groundwater tests showed a potential carcinogen spreading deeper and toward
nearby Long Island communities.

Officials revealed this month that the 4.5 mile by 3.5 mile plume of underground
contamination in Bethpage is moving deeper than ever. High concentrations of the
industrial solvent trichloroethylene, or TCE, were found more than 60 stories below
ground.



Readings show the plume is moving further south toward untainted public wells,
officials said.

"Unless they figure a way to reach it, locate it and extract it, you're looking at a much
longer range of a high contamination area that they will have to contend with,"
warned Sarah Meyland, associate professor of environmental technology at New
York Institute of Technology.

The contamination is emanating from a 600-acre property that was once home to
Grumman Aerospace Corp., the U.S. Navy and other associated defense industries.
Grumman built an armada of aircraft used during the Cold War, as well as the lunar
module that landed astronauts on the moon.

NTSB: Gov't aircraft regulations apply to drones

WASHINGTON (AP) — The government has the power to hold drone operators
accountable when they operate the remote-control aircraft recklessly, a federal safety
board ruled Tuesday in a setback to small drone operators chafing under Federal
Aviation Administration restrictions.

The National Transportation safety Board, which hears appeals of Federal Aviation
Administration enforcement actions, ruled that small drones are a type of aircraft
and fall under existing FAA rules.

The FAA had fined Raphael Pirker, an aerial photographer, $10,000 for operating
his Ritewing Zephyr in a reckless manner on the University of Virginia campus in
2011. Pirker allegedly flew the drone, which weighed less than 5 pounds, at
"extremely low" altitudes, including under a pedestrian bridge and directly at a
person, causing the individual to duck out of the way. He had been hired to make
photos and videos of the campus.

Pirker appealed the fine, saying his aircraft was effectively no different than a model
aircraft and therefore not subject to regulations that apply to manned aircraft. An
NTSB administrative law judge sided with him in March, saying the FAA hasn't
issued any regulations specifically for drones and therefore can't determine their use.

The FAA appealed the decision to the four-member safety board, which said Tuesday
that the definition of an aircraft is very broad.

NRC chair: Work needed to finish Fukushima
changes

ATLANTA (AP) — The outgoing chair of the U.S. Nuclear Regulatory Commission
said Tuesday the industry must finish making the safety changes required after a
nuclear disaster in Japan, and it faces unresolved questions over how to store
nuclear waste as existing plants close.

Allison Macfarlane became the agency's leader in July 2012 after the stormy tenure
of former chair Gregory Jaczko, whose management style was described as bullying
by fellow commissioners and staffers. A geologist, Macfarlane will start teaching Jan.
1 at George Washington University.

Macfarlane said the agency must follow through on changes required after the March
2011 crisis at the Fukushima Dai-ichi nuclear plant in Japan. Tsunami waves
disabled the plant's electrical and cooling systems, causing a meltdown and
explosions that flung debris and radiation into the environment.

"We as regulators need to do what we think is right,” Macfarlane said in an interview
during a nuclear industry conference in Atlanta. "And if we think something is
required, and this is something we've learned as a result of the Fukushima accident,
we need to tell the industry to do it."

Among the changes, the nuclear industry has set up centers in Memphis and Phoenix
that can quickly send emergency gear to a stricken plant. Some plants will install
vents meant to prevent explosions during extreme accidents. Regulators are
reviewing updated earthquake and flooding hazard assessments for plants across the
country.

Stevie Wonder headlining fundraiser for
Landrieu

BATON ROUGE, La. (AP) — Stevie Wonder is lending a hand to endangered
Democratic U.S. Sen. Mary Landrieu.

The legendary musician is performing at a $1,000-per-person fundraiser Dec. 1 in
New Orleans to drum up campaign cash for the Big Easy Committee, a joint
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committee that supports Landrieu and the Democratic State Central Committee of
Louisiana.

The event is being advertised as an "Intimate Evening with Stevie Wonder." For
$5,000, a couple also can attend a smaller "patron reception” with the musician.

Landrieu, who is seeking a fourth term, faces an uphill fight to re-election in the Dec.
6 runoff against Republican challenger U.S. Rep. Bill Cassidy.

The fundraiser with Wonder could give Landrieu's campaign a jolt of cash in the final
days, as she struggles to combat attack ads from outside groups supporting Cassidy.

Google buys up Dutch wind energy for data
center

AMSTERDAM (AP) — Google says it will buy the entire output of an 18-turbine, 62-
megawatt Dutch wind energy project in the Netherlands to supply power to a major
data center it is building.

Company officials said Tuesday that Google wants both price certainty and to ensure
that the 600 million euro ($750 million) data center in Eemshaven, Netherlands —
due to be completed in 2017 — will be supplied by renewable energy from the start.

The wind project is also still under construction at nearby Delfzijl, with turbines both
onshore and off the coast in the North Sea.

Google did not disclose terms but said it has signed a 10-year contract. The U.S.
internet giant has inked similar deals in Finland and Sweden in the past two years.

Shell Nigeria denies it lied to Dutch court

LONDON (AP) — Shell Nigeria denies it lied to a Dutch court in The Hague about oil
pollution in the Niger Delta.

The multinational company, half owned by Nigeria's government and with
significant Dutch shareholding, says sabotage, not negligence, caused spills in 2004
along the Trans-Niger Pipeline that destroyed several hectares of mangrove forests
and the livelihoods of residents of Goi village.

"We dismiss any suggestion that SPDC has knowingly continued to use a pipeline
that is not safe to operate,"” a spokesperson for the Shell Petroleum Development
Company of Nigeria Ltd told The Associated Press on Tuesday. Shell is preparing for
the appeal hearing.

In a press statement released Monday, Friends of the Earth Netherlands alleged that
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documents revealed this year in a British court show that Shell continued to pump
oil through a corroded pipeline despite being warned in 2002 that it had exceeded its
lifespan and needed to be replaced.

Brazil ex-billionaire on trial for insider trading

RI1O DE JANEIRO (AP) — Eike Batista, the flamboyant Brazilian tycoon once named
No. 7 on Forbes' list of the world's richest people, went on trial Tuesday in an insider
trading case that could make him the first person in the country to go to prison on
such charges.

The 58-year-old former billionaire who once reveled in the limelight made a now-
rare public appearance with his arrival Tuesday at a federal criminal court in Rio de
Janeiro.

It's the latest chapter in a vertiginous fall that saw Batista's estimated $30 billion
fortune evaporate over the past two years as his oil, mining, logistics and
shipbuilding empire crumbled. Batista often used to say he hoped to dethrone
Mexico's Carlos Slim to become the world's richest person, but now says he's $1
billion in debt.

Batista faces market manipulation charges in the sales of shares in two of his
companies, including the OGX oil exploration and production unit that filed for
bankruptcy protection last year. If convicted, Batista faces fines and up to 13 years in
prison, but experts say he could get a lighter sentence as a first-time defendant.
