NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN by the Florida Public Service 
Commission that the action discussed herein is preliminary in 
nature and will become final unless a person whose interests are 
substantially affected files a petition for a formal proceeding, 
pursuant to Rule 25-22 . 029, Florida Administrative Code . 

By Order No. PSC-93-0786-FOF-TI , issue d May 24, 1993 , Midwest 
Fibernet Inc . (MFI), was authorized to provide intrastate 
interexchange telecommunications service as a nondominant resale 
carrier. MFI is a wholly-owned subsidiary of Consol idated Network 
Inc. (CNI) . CNI is a wholly-owned subsidiary of Consolidated 
Communications Inc. (CCI). CCI is a holding company for several 
corporations engaged in the provision of telecommunications 
services and relate9 products and services. 

On October 20, 1995, MFI and CNI filed a request for approval 
of a merger, whereby, MFI would be merged into its parent company, 
CNI . MFI and CNI s t ated that Commission approval of the 
i ntracorporate merger would simplify the internal corporate 
structure of the Parties. MFI and CNI argue that ultimate control 
of MFI would not change as a result of this transaction, and 
neither will the operation of the company or the terms and 
conditions of service provided to subscribers . 
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Upon consideration of the above, it appears that it is in the 
public interest to approve the proposed merger. 

Based on the foregoing, it is 

ORDERED by the Florida Public Service Commission that the 
merger of Midwest Fibernet Inc. into Consolidated Network, Inc., is 
approved. It is further 

ORDERED that, unless a person whose interests are 
substantially affected fi l es a petit'ion in the form and by the date 
specified in the Notice of Further Proceedings or Judicial Review, 
this docket shall be closed .

This filing must be completed 
within thirty (30) days of the effective date of this order, 
pursuant to Rule 9.110, Florida Rules of Appellate Procedure. The 
notice of appeal must be in the form specified in Rule 9.900(a), 
Florida Rules of Appellate Procedure. 
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
