ORDER ACKNOWLEDGIN3 WITHDRAWAL OF PROTEST 
AND REINSTATING ORDER NO . PSC-96-1063-FOF-TC 

BY THE COMMISSION : 

On May 6 , 1996, AmeriTel Pay Phones, Inc . (AmeriTel) filed 
a petition for waiver of our rules and policies t o permit provision 
of 0+ local and 0+ intraLATA calls utilizing store-and-forward 
technology at pay telephones located in correctional facilities and 
other confinement facilities. On August 20 , 1996 , we issued Order 
No . PSC-96-1063-FOF-TC (Order) granting AmeriTel ' s waiver petition . 

On September 6 , 1996, ALLTEL Florida , Inc . (ALLTEL) filed a 
protest of our Order , and the matter wa s set for hearing . 
Subsequently, on February 27 , 1997, ALLTEL filed a withdrawal of 
its protest . 

With ALLTEL's protest withdrawn, there are no further issues 
for us to address . Accordingly, we acknowledge that ALLTEL has 
wi thdrawn its protest of Order No . PSC-96-1063-FOF-TC , reinstate 
the Order , and declare the Order final and effective on May b , 
1997 , the date of our decision herein. 

Based on the foregoing, it is 
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ORDERED by the Florida Public Service Corrunission that we 
acknowledge that ALLTEL Florida, Inc. has withdrawn its protest . 
It is further 

ORDERED that Order No . PSC-96-1063-FOF-TC shall be reinstated 
as a Final Order, effective May 6, 1997 . It is further 

ORDERED that thi ~ docket be closed.

57 o r 120 .68 , Flo r ida Statutes , a s 
we l l a s the procedures and time limits t hat apply . This notice 
should not b e c onstrued t o mean all r e q uests fo r an a dministrative 
hearing or judicial review will be g r a nted o r result in the relief 
sought . 

Any party adversel y affected by the Commission ' s final action 
in this matter may request judicial r e vi e w by the Flor ida Supreme 
Court in t he cas e o f an e lect r ic , gas or telephone utility or the 
First Di stric t Court of Appeal in t he case of a water and/or 
wastewater utility by f iling a notice of appeal wi t h the Director , 
Division of Records and r epo r ting and filing a cop y of the notice 
of appeal and the fi ling fee with the appropriate court . This 
filing must be c ompleted within t h irty (30) days after the issuance 
of this order , pursuan t t o Rule 9 . 110 , Flor~da Rule s of Appellate 
Procedure. The no tic e of a ppeal must b e in the fo r m specified in 
Rule 9 . 900( a) , Flo rida Ru l es of Appellate Procedure . 
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
