ORDER APPROVI NG AMENDMENT TO INTERCONNECTION , 
RESALE AND UNBUNDLING AGREEMENT 

BY THE COMMISSION: 

On February 24 , 1997 , Be l 1South Telecommunications , I nc . (BST) 
and Intermedia Commu n icat ions, Inc . (Intermedia) executed an 
amendment to the i r ex i sting ag reement concerning interconnection , 
resale and unbundling o f telecommunications services . The 
amendme nt was filed with t he Commission on March 13 , 1997 , for 
approval under 47 U.S . C. § 252(e) of the Telecommunications Act of 
1 996 , (the Act) . The Commiss i o n approved the i n itial agreement 
b etween the companies in Order No . PSC- 96- 1236- FOF- TP , issued 
October 7 , 1996. The amendment to the a g r eement is a ttached to 
this Order a s Attachment A and incor po r ated by r efe r ence herein . 

Both the Act and Chapter 3 64, Fl orid a Statutes , encourage 
parties to enter into negotiate d agreements to bring about local 
exchange compet itio n as q uickl y a s possible . Under the r equirements 
of 47 U. S . C. § 252(e), negot iate d agreements must be submitted to 
the state commission f o r approval . Section 252(e) (4 ) requi r es the 
state commission t o rej ect o r approve the agreement with i n 90 days 
after submission or it shall be deemed approved . 
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This amendment t o the existing agreement governs the 
relationship between the parties pur suant to 47 U. S . C. § 251 of the 
Act. Under 47 U. S . C. § 252(a) (1) , " the agreement shall include a 
detailed schedule of itemized charges fo r interconnection and each 
service or network eleme nt i ncluded in the agreement . " The 
amendment includes provision s cove r ing te r ms and conditions for 
unbundled loops , loo p cro s s - connectio ns , dedicated transport , and 
unbundled pac ket switc hing . The companies agree that the prices 
shall be " trued- up" based o n fi nal prices either determined by 
further agreeme nt o r by f i nal o r de r of the Commission , or other 
body having j u r isdiction over the subject matter of this amendment . 

Upon r e vie w of the p r oposed amendment to the agreement , we 
find that it comp l ies with Florida law and the Telecommunications 
Act of 1 996 and we approve i t . BST and Intermedia must file any 
supplements o r modifications to their agreement with the Commission 
for review under the provisions of 47 U. S . C. § 252(e) . We note 
that approva l of this amendment to the existing agreement does not 
constitute a det e rmination that SST has met the requirements of 
Section 27 1 o f the Telecommunication s Act . 

Based on the f o r e going , it is 

ORDERED by the Florida Publ i c Service Commission that the 
amendme nt to the exis t i ng a g r eement concerning interconnection , 
resale and unbundling of tele communications services between 
BellSouth Telecommunic at ions , I nc . and Intermedia Communications , 
Inc. i s incorpo r a ted by reference into this Order , and hereby 
approved. It is fur ther 

ORDERED that any supplements or modifications to their 
agreement must be filed wi th t he Commission for r eview under the 
provisions of 47 U.S. C. Section 252 (e) . It is further 

ORDERED that this docket shal l be closed .

Pursuant to this Agreement (the .. Amendment"), 1ntennedia Communications, Inc., ("ICI") and BeUSouth Telecommunications, Inc. (''BeUSouth") hereinafter referred to coUeaively u the .. Panies" hereby agree to amend that certain IntercoMeaion Agreement between the Parties dated July 1, 1996 ('1ntercoMection Aifeement"). 

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual provisions contained herein and other good and valuable consideration. the receipt ind sufficiency of which are hereby acknowledged, ICI and BeUSouth hereby covenant and agree u follows: 

Eliminations ind Insertions 

1. The Panies agree to e~te and strike out of the IntercoMection Agreement all of paragraphs IV(C) and IV(D) on pa.ae 4, and insenina in place thereof the foUowina parac;raphs: 

C. Left Blanlc IntmtionaUy 

D. Each pa.rty will repon to the other I Percentaae Local u~ge ( .. PLU") and the application of the PLU will determine the amount of local minutes to be billed to the other pa.rty. Until such time u the actu~ u~ge data is available or ll the expiration of the first year after the execution of this Agreement, the parties agree to utilize a mutually acceptable surroaate for the PLU W:tor. For purposes of developina the PLU, each pa.rty shall consider eveey toea! call and "very lona distance call Eft'ectivt on the first of January, April. July and October of each year, the partia shall update their PLU. 

2. The Partia fbrther aaree to eliminate and strike 0\rt or the Intm:oMection Agre-ement aD of' the lansuaae of Artadunem A. leavina Attachment A blank intentionally. 
. 3. '"" Putia aaree that aD of tbe other provisioJU of the IntercoMection Asreemmt, dated Ju.Jy 1, 1996, shaD remain in fWI fore. and eft'ect. 

4. The Patti a t\uther aaree that either or both of the Patties is authorized to submit this Amendment to dle appropriate swe public service commission or other resulatory body havina jurisdiction over the subject maner of this Amendment, for approval subject to Section 252(e) of the federal Telecommunications Act of 1996.

INTERCONNECTION AGREEMENT BETWEEN INTERMEDlA COMMUNICATIONS INC. AND . BELLSOUI"H TELECOMMUNICATIONS. INC. DATED JULY 1, 1996 

Pursuant to this Agreement (the "Amendment"}, Intennedia Communications Inc. ("ICI"} and BeUSouth Telecommunications, Inc. ("BeUSouth"} hereinafter referred to coUectively u the "Parties" hereby agree to amend that certain IntercoMection Aareement between the Parties dated July 1, 1996 ("IntercoMection Agreement"}. 

NOW lHEREFORE, in consideration ofthe mutual provisions contained herein and other sood and valuable consideration. the receipt and sufficiency of which are hereby acknowledged. ICI and BeUSouth hereby covenant and agree u foUows: 

1. The Parties agree that BeUSouth will. upon request, provide and ICI wiD icupt and pay for (1} loops, (2} loop crosi-coMections (3} dedicated transport and (4) unbundled packet switchi.ns in accordance with the schedule of prices set forth in Attachment C·2 to thiJ Amendment whir~ is incorporated herein by reference. in and for the sutes reflected on Attachment C·2. 

2. The Parties aaree that the prices reflected herein shall be "trued.up" (up or down) based on tinaJ prices either determined by fUtther aareemeru or by tinaJ order (including any appeals) of the relevant public service conunission or other body havins jurisdiction over the subject matter of this Amendment, which final order meets the criteria contained in pansnpb 4 hereof. The "tNe·up" will consist of comparina the actual volumes and denw1d for each item. together with the price usociated with such item by this Amendment. with th~ final prices determined for each item Each patty shaD keep iu own records upon which a "true-up" can be based and any 6naJ payment ftom one patty to the other shall bt in an amount agreed upon ~ the Parties based on such recorda. ID the lYaii of any disagreement u between the records or the Parties reprdina the amount of such "'true-up," the Parties a;ree tJw the body havins jurisdiction over the matter for the dfected states shaD be calJed upon to resolve such differences or that they will submit the matter to commercial arbitration in ~rd.ance with the tenns contained in Article XXIII of the IntercoMoc:tion Aar~ 

4. Arry fttW order that forms the basis of I '"true-up" under this Amendment shall meet the foUowina criteria: 

(a) It shall be in a proceedina to which ICI and BeUSouth are entitled to be fW1 parties to the proceedina.

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(b) It shall apply the provisions of the Telecommunications Act of 1996 
including, but not limited to, Section 2S2(d)(l) and all effective implementing rules and 
regulations; provided that said Act and such regulations ue in effect at the time of the final order. 

(c) It shaD include u an issue the geograpruc deaveraging of unbundled 
element rates, which deaveraae<f rates. if any ue required by said final orde:-, shall form the basis 
of any "true-up." 

5. The Parties ajree that· all of the other provisions or the InterCOM~ion 
Aareement, dated July 1, 1996, shall remain in fUU force and effect. Nothing in this Amendment 
shall in any way limit ICI's ability to select substitute rates for lou.! loops. loop cross coMects, or 
dedicated transport pursuant to the terms of Aricle XXI of the IntercoMection Agreement 
relating to "most favorable" treatment. 

6. The Parties further agree that either or both of the Parties is authorized to submit 
this Amendment to the approptriate state public service commission or other regulatory body 
havina jurisdiction over the subject matter of this Amendment, for approval subject to Section 
2S2(e) of the federal Telecommurucations Act of 1996.
