Non-local exc hange compa ny pa y t e l ephone service providers a r e 
subject to Chapter 25-24, Flo rida Admi nist r ative Code , Part XI, 
Rules Governing Pay Telephone Servic e Pr o v i ded b y Other Than Local 
Exchange Telephone Companies . They are also requi r ed to compl y 
with all applicable provisions of Cha p t er 364, Flor i d a Statutes , 
and Chapter 25-4, Florida Admi n i strat ive Code .
