ORDER IMPOSING FINE AN D REQUIR I NG PAYMENT OF 

REGULATORY ASSESSMENT FEES OR CANCELING 
INTEREXCHANGE TELECOMMUNICAT ION CERT IFICATE 

AN D DI RECTING CERTI FICATED INTEREXCHANGE 
TELECOMMUN I CATIONS PROVI DERS 

TO DISCONTINUE SERVI CE 

BY THE COMMISSION: 

NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN by t he Fl o rida Publ i c Se r vice 
Commissio n that the action discussed herein is p reliminary i n 
nature and will become fina l u n less a pers on whose i nte rests are 
substantially affec ted files a petition f or a f o rma l proc eeding , 
pursuant to Rule 25-22.02 9, Florida Administrat ive Co d e . 

Capital Trade Gro up, Inc. d/b/ a CTG Te lecommunications, I nc . 
(Capital Trade Group or the c ompany) , an interexchang e 
telecommunications carrier (IXC), currently h olds c e r tificate of 
public convenience and necessity n umbe r 2693 , issued b y t he 
Commission on November 22, 1991, author izing the p r o v i s ion of 
interexchange telecommu nications service . Capital Trade Gro up has 
not paid the regulato ry a s sessme nt fee s r equired by Sec t ion 
364.336, Florida Statut e s , and Rule 25-4. 0161, Fl orid a 
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Administrati ve Code, for the year 1 996. The regulato ry a ssessment 
fee f o rm was mailed to Capital Trade Group in December , 1996 , for 
the period o f January 1, 1996 , through December 31 , 1996. Pursuant 
to Rule 25-4.0161 {2) , Flo rida Administ ra tive Code , the form and 
applicable fees are due to the Florida Public Service Commission b y 

January 30 of the subsequent year. Capital Trade Group was 
notified of its delinquency on June 3 , 1997. The company has been 
given adequate opportunity to pay. To date, the Commi ssion's 
correspondence regarding the regulatory assessment fees has been 
r eturned b y the post office , and Capital Trade Group has not paid 
the required fees. 

For the reason described above, pursuant to Rule 25-
24 .474 {1 ) {b) and {c) , Florida Adminis t ra tive Code , we find it 
a ppropriate to cancel Capital Trade Group's certificate, unless t he 
company pays a $500 fine f o r failure t o comply with Section 
364. 336, Florida Statutes , and Rule 25- 4.0161 , Florida 
Administrative Code , a nd remits all past due regulatory assessment 
fees, along with s t atutory penalties and interest charges , to the 
Florida Public Service Commiss ion . Capital Trade Group must comply 
with these requirements within 5 business days from the date t11- s 
Order becomes final. The fine wi ll be remitted to the Comptroller 
f or deposit in the State of Florida General Revenue Fund , pursuant 
to Section 364.516, Florida Statutes. 

When the appropriate fees, statutory penalties , interest 
charges , a nd fine is received, this docket shall be closed. Should 
Capital Trade Group fail to comply with t hi s Order within 5 
business days from the date this Order becomes final , Capital Trade 
Group shall have its certificate canceled and the docket will be 
closed . The cancella tion of the certificate and the c l osing of the 
docket in no way diminishes Capital Trade Group's obligation t o pay 
applicable delinquent regulatory assessment fees , statutory 
penalties, and interest charges. 

Should Capital Trade Group's certificate be canceled , all 
certificated interexchange carriers in the State of Florida are 
instructed t o discontinue service to Capital Trade Group, pursuant 
to Rule 25-24.4701{3), Florida Administ r ative Code , Provision of 
Regulated Telecommunications Service to Uncertificated Resellers 
Prohibited. .Any certificated interexchange carriers providing 

service t o Capital Trade Group must contact the Commission at the 
conclusion of the response period indicated herein in order to 
determine if Capital Trade Group 's certificate has be~n canceled . 
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Based on the foregoing, it is 

ORDERED by the Florida Public Service Commission that Capital 
Trade Group, Inc. d / b /a CTG Telecommunications , Inc. must pay the 
past due regulatory assessment fees, statutory penalties , interest 
charges, and a $500 fine to the Florida Public Service Commission 
for failure to comply with Section 364.336, Florida Statutes, and 
Rule 25-4.0161, Florida Administra tive Code, within 5 busi ness 
days from the date this Order becomes final. The fine will be 
transmitted to the Comptroller for deposit in the State of Florida 
General Revenue Fund . It is further 

ORDERED that should Capital Trade Group , Inc. d/b/a CTG 
Telecommunications, Inc. fail to comply with this Order , Capital 
Trade Group, Inc. d/b/a CTG Teleco mmunications , Inc .' s certif icate 
shall be canceled, and the docket shall be closed. It is further 

ORDERED that the cancellation of the certificate and the 
closing of the docket i n no way dimini shes Capital Trade Group, 
Inc. d/b/a CTG Telecommunications, Inc.'s obligation t o pay 
applicable delinquent regulatory assessment fees , statutory 
penalties, and interest charges . It is further 

ORDERED that all certificated interexchange telecommunication 
prov iders shall discontinue service to Capital Trade Group, Inc . 
d /b/a CTG Telecommunications , Inc. upon verif ication of the 
cancellation of the certificate at the conclusio n of the response 

period set forth in this Order. It is further 

ORDERED t hat the provisions of this Order, issued a s proposed 
agency action, shall b ecome final and effective unless an 
appropriate petition, in the form provided by Rule 25- 22. 036 , 
Florida Administrative Code, is received by the Director , Division 
of Records and Reporting, 2540 Shumard Oak Boulevard , Tallahassee, 
Florida 32399-0850, by the close of business on the dat e set forth 
in the "Notice of Further Proceedings or Judicial Review " attached 
hereto. It is further 

ORDERED that in the event this Order becomes final, this 
Docket shall be closed upon payment of the fines , and fees or upon 
cancellation of the certificate.

The action proposed herein is preliminary in nature and wi ll 
not become e ffective or final , except as provided by Rule 25-
22.029, Florida Administrative Code . Any person whose substantial 
interests are affected by the action proposed by this order may 
f i le a petition for a formal proceeding, as provided by Rule 25-
22. 029 ( 4) , Florida Administrat ive Code, in the form provided by 
Ru l e 25-22. 036(7) (a) and (f ) , Florida Administrative Code. This 
petition must be received by the Director, Division of Records and 
Reporting, 2540 Shumard Oak Boulevard, Tallahassee, Florida 3239 9-
0850 , by the close of business on September 11 , 1997. 

In the absence of such a petition , this o rder shall become 
effective on t he day subsequent to the above date as provided by 
Rule 25-22.029(6), Florida Admi nistrative Code . 

Any objection or protest filed in this d ocket before the 
issuance date of this o rde r is considered aba ndoned unless it 
satisfies the f o regoing conditions a nd is r enewed within the 
speci fied protest period . 

If this order becomes final and effective on the d ate 
described above, any party substantially affected may request 
judicial review by the Florida Supreme Court in the case of an 
electric, gas or telephone utility or by the First District Court 
of Appeal in the case of a water or wastewater utility by filing a 
notice of appeal with the Director , Division of Records and 
Reporting and filing a copy of the notice of appeal a nd the filing 
fee with the appropriate court . This filing must be completed 
with in thirty (30) days of the effective da te of this order , 
pursuant to Rule 9.110 , Florida Rules of Appellate Procedure. The 
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notice of appeal must be in the f orm spec ified in Rule 9 . 900( a ) , 
Florida Rules of Appellate Procedu r e . 
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
