NOTICE OF PROPOSED AGENCY ACTION 
ORDER APPROVING TRANSFER OF CONTROL OF STOCK 

BY THE COMMISSION : 

NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN by the Flo r ida Public Service 
Commission that the action discussed herein is preliminary in 
nature and will become final unless a person whose interests are 
substantially affected files a petition for a formal proceeding, 
pursuant to Rule 25- 22 . 029 , Florida Administrative Code . 

Pursuant to Section 364.33 , Florida Statutes, a person may not 
acquire ownership or control of any telecommunications facil it y, o r 
any extension thereof for the purpose of providing 
telecommunications services to the publ ic , including the 
acquisition , transfer, or assignment of majority organizational 
control or controlling stock ownership, without prior approval from 
this Commission. 

By l etter dated July 10, 1997 , Comcast Telephony 
Communications , Inc. (Comcast) and Globa lCom Telecommunications, 
Inc. (GlobalCom) filed with this Commission a joint petition f or 
approval of transfer of control of stock from GlobalCom to 
Comcast . 
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GlobalCom has stated tha t it wil l continue to furnish 
telephone service pursuant t o authority granted by the Commission 
and under tariffs on fi l e with and approved by the Commission . The 
transfer of control will be transparent to, and will have no 
adverse impact upon, Gl obalCom's customers. GlobalCom has also 
stated that as a wholly- owned subsidiary of Comcast, it will have 
access to the financial resourc e s it needs to introduce new 
products and serv ices and to respond t o competition in the 
c ompetitive telecommunicat ions environment in Florida. Thus , 
consumers in Florida will benefit from a greater number of product 
and service options , as well as lower prices. 

We determine that t he transfer of control of stock from 
GlobalCom to Comcast is in the public i nterest and, accordingly, 
we hereby appro ve the transfer. 

Based on the foregoing , it i s , 

ORDERED by the Florida Public Service Commission that the 
transfer of control of stock fr om GlobalCom Telecommunications , 
Inc. to Comcast Telephony Communications , Inc . is hereby approved. 
It is further 

ORDERED that the provisions of this Order, issued as proposed 
agency action, shall become final and effective unless an 
appropriate petition, in the form provided by Rule 25 - 22 . 036 , 
Florida Administrat ive Code , is received by the Director , Division 
of Records and Reporting, 2540 Shumard Oak Boulevard , Ta llahassee , 
Florida 32399-0850, by the c lose of business on the date set forth 
in the "Notice of Further Proceedings o r Judicial Review" attached 
hereto . It is further 

ORDERED that in the event this Order becomes final , this 
Docket shall be closed.

In the absence of such a petition , this order shall become 

effective on the day subsequent to the above date as provided by 

Rule 25- 22.029(6), Florida Administrative Code . 

Any objection or protest filed in this doc ket before the 
issuance date of this order is considered abandoned unless it 

satisfies the foregoing conditions and is renewed within the 
specified protest period . 

If this order becomes final and effective on the da te 
described above , any party substantially affected may request 

judicial review by the Florida Supreme Court in the case of an 
electric, gas or telephone utility or by the First District Court 

of Appeal in the case of a water or wastewater utility by filing a 
notice of appeal with the Director , Division of Records and 

Reporting and filing a copy of the notice of appeal and the filing 
fee with the appropriate court. This filing must be completed 

within thirty (30) days of the effective date of this order , 
pursuant to Rule 9 . 110 , Florida Rules of Appellate Procedure. The 

notice of appeal must be in the form specified in Rule 9.900(a) , 
Florida Rules of Appellate Procedure. 
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
