029 (4) , Florida Administrative Code , in the form provided by 
Rule 2 5-22 . 036 ( 7) (a) and (f) , Florida Administrative Code . This 
petition must be received by the Director , Division of Records and 
Reporting, 2540 Shumard Oak Boulevard, Tallahassee , Florida 32399-
0850, by the close of business on October 7 , 1997 . 

In the absence of such a petition, this o rder shall become 
effective on the day subsequent to the above date as provided by 
Rule 25-22.029(6) , Florida Administrative Code . 

Any objection or protest filed in this docket before the 
issuance date of this order is considered abandoned unless it 
satisfies the foregoing conditions and is renewed within the 
specified protest period . 

If this order becomes final and effect ive on the date 
described above , any party substantially affected may request 
judicial review by the Florida Supreme Court in the case of an 
electric , gas or telephone utility or by the First District Court 
of Appeal in the case of a water or wastewater utility by filing a 
notice of appeal with the Director, Division of Records and 
Reporting and filing a copy of the notice of appeal and the filing 
fee with the appropriate court . 
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This filing must be completed withi n thirty (30) da ys of t he 
effective date of this order, pursuant to Rule 9 . 110 , Flor ida Rules 
of Appellate Procedure. The notice o f appeal mus t be in t he fo rm 
specified in Rule 9 . 900(a), Florida Rules o f Appella te Procedure . 
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
