The agreement is atta che d t o 

this Or der as ~ttachment A and incorporated by refere~c e here:~ . 

Both t he Act and Chapter 364, Florida Sta tu tes , encourage 

parties t o enter into negotiated agreements to br i ng about l oca l 

exchange competition as quickly as possible. Under the 

requ i rements of 47 U. S.C . § 252(e), negotiated agreements must be 

submitted to the state commission f or approval. Section 257 (e ) (4 ) 

requi res the state to re j ect or approve the agreement within 90 

days after submission or it shall be deemed approved . 

This agreement governs the relat ionship between the compa n1es 

regarding local interconnection and the exchange of t raf fic 

pursuant to 47 U.S . C. § 251. Under 47 U.S.C. § 252 (a ) (1 ) , .. he 

agreement shall include a detailed s chedule of itemi zed charges for 
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interconnection and each service or network element inc l uded in the 

agreement . The agreement includes provisions c overi ng local and 

toll interconnection , methods of interconnection , ra t e s , provision 

of unbundled elements , access to 911/E911 servi ; e, operator 

services , directory listings , a ccess to phone numbe r s , collocation 

and performance measures , access to databases , and interim number 

portability. 

Upon review of the proposed agreement , we find that it 

complies with the Telecommunications Act of 1996; thus , we hereby 

approve it. GTEFL a nd Dial Call must file any supplements o r 

modi fications to their agreement with the Commission for review 

under the provisions of 47 U.S . C. § 252 (e ) .

WHEREAS, the Panies wish to enter into an agreement to intercoMect their respective 
telecommunications networks on tenns that are fair and equitable to both Parties, and 

WHEREAS, Section 2S 1 of the Telecommunications Act of 1996 (the "Act"') imposes specific 
obligations on LECs with respect to the intercoMection of their networlc.s, access to their poles, 
ducts, conduits and right5-of-way and, in cenain cases, physical collocation of equipment in LEC 
premises; 

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration ofthe mutual prov;sions contained herein and other good 
and valuable consideration. the receipt and sufficiency ofwhich are hereby acknowledged, GTE 
and NEXTEL hereby covenant and agree as follows: 

ARTICLE I 
SCOPE AND INTENT OF AGREEMENT 

Pursuant to this Agreement, the Put.ies wiD extend certain arrangements to one another within 
each area in which they both operate within the State for purposes ofintercoMection and the 
exchange of traffic between their respective end user customers, and reciprocal access to their 
poles, ducts, conduits and riJhts-of-way.

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entrance into this Agreement is without prejudice to any positions they may have taken 
previously, or may take in the future, in any legislative, regulatory, judicial or other public forum 
addressing any matters, including matters related to the same types of arrangements covered in 
this Agreement.

2. Term and Termination.

Party at least sixty {60) calendar days' wrinen notice of termination. which termination 
shall be effective at the end of the then-current term. 

2.2 Post-Termination Amnaements. Except in the case of termination 15 a result of either 
Party's default or a termination upon sale, for service IITI.l1gements made available under 
this Agreement and existing at the time of termination. those IITI.l1gements may continue

Provider and provides to Provider approprille documentation that Customer qualifies for 
1 full or panial exemption. 

7. Bindina Effect. This Agreement shall be binding on and inure to the benefit of the 
respective successors and permitted a.ssigns of the Panics. 

8. Compliance with Laws and ReiUiatjons. Each Party shall comply with all federal, state. 
and local statutes, regulations, rules, ordinances, judicial decisions, and administrative rulings 
applicable to its performance under this Agreement. 

9. Confidentiallnformatjon 

9.1 Identification. Either Party may disclose to the other proprietary or confidential customer. 
technical, or business information in written, graphic, oral or other tangible or intangible 
forms (•Confidential Information•). In order for information to be considered Confidential 
Wormation under this Agreement. it must be marked "Confidential• or •Proprietary, • or 
bear a marlcing of similar import. Orally disclosed information shall be deemed 
Confidential Information only if contemporaneously identified as such and reduced to 
writing and delivered to the other Party with a statement or marlcing of confidentiality 
within twenty (20) calendar days after oral disclosure. 

9.2 Handlina. In order to protect such Confidential Wormation from improper disclosure, 
each Party agrees:

10. Consent. Where consent, approval, or mutual agreement is required of a Party, it shall not 
be unreasonably withheld or delayed. 

11. Cooperation on Fraud Minimization, The Parties shall cooperate with one another to 
investigate, minimize and take corrective action in cases of fraud. The Panics' fraud minimiz.ation 
procedures are to be cost effective and implemented 10 u not to unreasonably burden or harm 
one Party u compared to the other. At a minimum. such cooperation shall include, when 
permitted by law or reaulation, providina the other Party, upon reasonable request, information 
concerning end usen who terminate services to that Party without paying all outstanding charges, 
when that Party is notified that such end user seeb service from the other Party. If required. it 
shaJJ be the responsibility of the Party seelcina the information to secure the end user's pennis.sion 
(in the format required by law) to obtain the information. AJthoush in most circumstances the enci 
user' 1 current telephone number may be retained by the end user when switching local servi~ 
providers, if an end user hu past due charJes associated with the account, for which payment 
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arrangements have not been made with GTE, the end user's previous telephone number will not 
be made available to NEXTEL until the end user's out.standing balance has been paid. 

12. Dispute Resolution. 

12.1 Alternative to Litiaation. Except u provided under the Communications Act of 1934, as 
amended, and tlh. rdevant final and effective FCC Rules. the Parties desire to resolve 
disputes arising out ofthi~ A.areement without litigation. Ac<:ordingly, eo- cept for actions 
permitted under the Communications Ad of 1934, u amended, and the relevant FCC 
Rules and actions seeking a temporary restrainina order or an injunction related to the 
purposes of this Agreement, or suit to compel compliance with this dispute resolution 
prvuss, the Panics agree to use the following alternative dispute resolution procedure as 
their sole remedy with respect to any controversy or claim arising out of or relat ing to this 
Agreement or its breach. 

12.2 Neaotjatjons. At the written request of a Party, each Party will appoint a knowledgeable, 
responsible representative to meet and negotiate in good faith to resolve any dispute 
arising under this Agreement. The Panies intend that these negotiations be conducted by 
non·lawyer, business representatives. The location, format, frequency, duration, and 
conclusion of these discussions shall be left to the discretion ofthe representatives. Upon 
aareement. the representatives may utilize other alternative dispute resolution procedures 
such as mediation to assist in the negotiations. Discussions and correspondence among 
the representatives for purposes of these negotiations shall be treated as confidential 
information developed for purposes of settlement, exempt from discovery and production, 
which shall not be admissible in the arbitration described below or in any lawsuit without 
the concurrence of all Parties. Documents identified in or provided with such 
communications, which are not prepared for purposes of the negotiations, are not so 
exempted and 'T\Iy, if otherwise admissible, be admitted in evidence in the arbitration or 
lawsuit.

Each Party iJ also entitled to take the oral 
deposition of one individual of another Pany. Additional discovery may be permitted 
upon mutual agreement of the Parties. The arbitration hearing shall be conunenced w•hin 
sixty (60) days of the demand for arbitration. The arbitration shall be held in Dallas 
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County, Texas or other location agreed upon by the Parties. The arbitrator shall control 
the Kheduling so as to process the matter expeditiously. The Parties may submit wrinen 
briefs. The arbitrator shall rule on the dispute by issuing a written opinion within thirty 
(30) days after the dose ofhearinp. The times specified in this section may be ex1ended 
upon mutual agreement of the Parties or by the arbitrator upon a showing of good cause 
Judgment upon tiK award rendered by the arbitrator may be entered in any coun having 
jurisdiction. 

12.4 t2m. Each Party shall bW its own costs orthese procedures. A Party seek.ing discovery 
shall reimburse the responding Party the costs or production or documents (including 
tu.rch time and reproduction cost.s). The Parties shall equally split the fees of the 
arbitration and the arbitrator. 

13. Entire Ai[eement. This Agreement constitutes the entire agreement of the Panies 
pertaining to the subject matter ofthis Agreement and supersedes all prior agreements, 
negotiations, proposals, and representations. whether wrinen or oral, and all contemporaneous 
oral agreements, negotiations, proposals, and representatiol!' concerning such subject maner No 
representations, understandings, agreements, or warranties, expressed or implied, have been made 
or relied upon in the malcing or this Agreement other than those specifically set fonh herein 

14. Expenses Ex~t as specifically set out in this Aareement, each Party shall be solely 
responsible for its own expenses involved in all activities related to the subject of this Agreement 

15. force Majeure. In the event perfonnance of this Agreement, or any obligation hereunder. 
is either directly or indirectly prevented.. restricted, or interfered with by reason of fire, flood . 
earthquake or like acts or God. wars, revolution. civil commotion, explosion, acts of public 
enemy, embargo, acts 'lfthe government in its sovereign capacity, labor difficulties, including 
without limitation, strikes, slowdowns, picketing, or boycotts, unavailability of equipment from 
vendor, changes requested by Customer, or any other circumstances beyond the reasonable 
control and without the fault or negligence or the Party affected, the Party affected.. upon giving 
prompt notice to the other party, shall be excused from such performance on a day-to-day basis to

In coMection with this limitation of liability, the Panies 
recognize that Provider may, from time to time, provide advice, make recommendations, 
or supply other analysis related to the Services, unbundled network elements or facilities 
described in this Agreement. and. while Provider shall use diligent efforts in this regard, 
Customer acknowledges and agrees that this limitation of liability shall apply to provision 
of such advice, recommendations, and analysis.

If the rate adjustment 
and true-up.is effectuated but the Commission Approved Rate is later modified IS the 
result of appeal or judicial review, then the true-up shall ~ reversed and the Parties will 
true--up to the rate resultina &om appeal or judicial review. The Parties undentand that 
their respective rijhU and responsibilities under this AJreement may be modified by any 
subsequent order issued by the Commisa.ion or COW1 of competent jurisdiction including. 
but not limited to, imposition ofmechanisma in addition to the final Transport and 
Termination files for the purpose ofNUy compensating GTE for its actual costs 
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(includina historic and subsidy cosu) associated with the services GTE is providing 
pursuant to this aareement.

1. Services Covered by This Article. 

1.1 Imes ofSmices. This Article aovems the provision of internetwork facilities (i.e., 
physical interconnection services and f'acilitjes), meet point billina by GTE to NEXTEL or 
by NEXTEL to GTE and .the transpon and termination of Local Traffi; between GTE and 
NEXTEL. The services and &cilit.ies described in this Article shall be referred to in this 
Article IV u the •services. • 

1.2 .Service Locations for lntercorwction Services and facilities. Appendix A Smice 
Matrix, attached to this Agreement and made a part hereo( sets fonh the Services and 
each location in the State where a ServiC:e shall be provided (the •service Locations•) and 
the Point oflntercoMection \POr') for such Services. The Parties shall update Appendix 
A (including the accompanying Service Attachment • Appendix B) whenever a new 
Service or a new Service Location is added to dus Agreement in acrordance with Section 
1.3. 

1.3 Additional Services or Service Locations. U: during the term ofth.is Agreement, GTE 
desires to provide to NEXTEl and NEXTEL desires to purchase from GTE. or NEXTEL . 
desires to provide to GTE and GTE desires to purchase from NEXTEL, additional 
services in the State, or existina Services in new locations in the State, GTE shall 
complete a new Appendbc A Service Matrix and Appendix B Service Attachment(s) and 
provide to NEXTEL. The Appendix A shall be signed by GTE's authorized Account 
Manager and an authorized representative ofNEXTEL, applied to th.is agreement, and 
thereby made whoUy a pan of and subject to th.is Agreement. Upon the date indicated on 
the Service Attachment acrompanying the Service Matrix and continuing through the 
remaining term of th.is Agreement, the new Services shall be deemed pan of the Services 
provided pursu1nt to this Article and/or the new locations shall be deemed part of the 
Service Locations. 

2. Billina and Bates. 

2.1 llates and ctwaes. Customer aarea to pay to Provider the rates and charges for the 
Services set forth in the applicable appendices to this Aareement. GTE's rates and 
charges are Jet forth in Appendix C attached to th.is Agreement and made a part hereof 

2.2 lillina. Provider shall render to Customer a bill for interconnection services on a current 
basis. Charges for physical facilities and other nonusage sensitive charges lhall be billed in 
advance, except for charges and credits associated with the initial or final bills. Usage 
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sensitive charges, such u charses for termination ofLoc.al Traffic, shall be billed in 
mears. Other information related to billing is contained in Appendix C. 

3. Iran~pon and Termination ofTraffic. 

3.1 Types ofTraffic. The Panies shalJ reciprocally terminate Local Traffic originating on each 
others networks utilizing either direct or indirect network interconnections as provided in 
this Article IV. Only traffic orijinated by the Parties' end user customers is to be 
exchanged. This aareement is limited to traffic of GTE end user customers for which 
GTE has tariff authority to carry and to traffic ofNEXTEL end user customen to which 
NEXTEL provides service on a two. way wireless, mobile basis. This agreement does not 
L;dui!t traffic ofNEXTEL end user customers to which NEXTEL may provide service on 
a fixed or landline basis. 

3.2 &uliu Either Party may conduct an audit of the other Party's books and records, no 
more frequently than once per twelve (12) month period, to verify the other Party's 
compliance with provisions of this Article IV. Ally audit shall be performed a.s follows 
(i) following at least thirty (30) days' prior wrinen notice to the audited Party, (u) subject 
to the reasonable scheduling requirements and limitations of the audited Party: (iii) at the 
auditing Party's sole cost and expense; (iv) of a reasonable scope and duration; (v) in a 
manner so as not to interfere with the audited Party's business operations; and (vi) in 
compliance with the audited Party's security rules. Audit findings may be applied 
retroactively for no more than 12 months from the date the audit began, such date being 
the earlier of the date of an audit opening meeting or the date on which the first request 
for information is received by the audited Party. 

3.3 Compensation for Exchange Of Traffic. The Panies shall compensate each other for the 
exchange of Local Traffic in aCGOrdance with Append Us C attached to this Agreement and 
made a pan hereof Charges for the transpon and tennination of non-local traffic shaJI be 
in accordance with the Panies' respective intrastate or interstate access tariffs, u 
appropriate. 

3.4 Tandem Switchina Smices Ciransitina>. GTE will provide tandem switching at GTE 
ac«ss tandenu for traffic between NEXTEL and GTE end offices subtending the GTE 
acuss tandem. u weU u for traffic between NEXTEL and non-GTE end offices 
subtendinJ GTE access tandems. By transponina traffic to a non-GTE end office(s) via a 
GTE tandem_ NEXTEL usumes responsibility for compensation to GTE for all such 
tandem switched traffic between NEXTEL and the non-GTE end office(s). By 
transporting traffic to non-GIE end offices via a GTE tandem. NEXTEL assumes 
responsibility for compensation to the non-GTE end office company. GTE wiU bill 
NEXTEL for each minute of use NEXTEL aenerates that is tandem·switched. The 
applicable rate for this charge is identified in Appendix C. 
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4. Direct Network lntercoooectjon. 

4.1 Network Intercoooectioo Architecture. Where the Parucs mutually agree to directly 
interconnect their respective networb, interconnection will be a.s specified in the following 
subsections. The POls shall be set forth in Appendix A attached to this Agreement and 
made a pan hereof. 

4 .1.1 Subject to mutual agreement. the Parties may use the foUowing t:. opes of network 
&cility interconneCtion. For each POl set forth in Ap~ix A the Panics shall 
specify the type of interconnection used at that POI. 

(a) A Mid-Span Fiber Meet within an existing GTE exchange area whereby the 
Parties mutually agree to jointly plan and engineer their &.cility meet-point at a 
designated manhole or junction location. The meet point is the demarcation 
between ownership of the fiber transrrussion facility. Each party is individually 
responsible for its incurred costs in establishing th.is arrangement. 

(b) An EIS arrangement at a GTE wire center subject to the rates, terms, and 
conditions contained in GTE's applicable tariffs. 

(c) A special acus5 arrangement terminating at a GTE wire center subject to the 
rates, terms, and conditions contained in GTE's applicable tariffs 

4.1 2 EIS arrangements are governed by appropriate GTE tariffs. GTE shall not permit 
direct coooections (optical patch panel) or cross--coooection \DSX") between any 
Virtu&.J EIS arrangements at the same wire center location. However, th.is 
Agreement does not preclude NEXTEL from acquiring GTE special access service 
to coooect a V111Ual EIS arrangement to a djstant GTE wire center or coooect 
between Vanual EIS arranaements in different wire centers. 

4.2 Compensation. The Parues agree to the foUowing compensation for internetwork 
facil ities, depending on facility type. 

4.2.1 Mi'-'·Span Fiber Meet: GTE will dwae specialacuss (flat rated) transport from 
the applicable intrutate acuss tariff and will rate cfwses between the POl and 
OTE's interconnection switch. Cfwaes will be reduced to reflect the 
proportionate share of the facility that is used for transpon of traffic originated by 
GTE. NEXTEL will dw)e Oat rated transport to GTE for NEXTEL facilities 
wed by GTE. NEXTEL will apply charges based on the lesser of, (i) the airline 
mileage from the POl to the NEXTEL switch; or (u) the airline mileage from the 
GTE switch to the serving area boundary. 
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4.2.2 EIS: GTE will ctwae EIS rates from the applicable GTE tariff. NEXTEL will 
dwge GTE ftat rated transport to reftect the proportionate share of the facility 
that is used for transpon of traffic originated by GTE. NEXTEL wiU apply 
charges based on the les.ser of; (i) the airline mileage &om the POI to the NEXTEL 
rwitch; or (ai) two (2) times the airline mileage &om the GTE switch to the serving 
area boundary. 

4.2.3 Special Acuss: GTE will ctwae special acuss rates &om the applicable GTE 
intrastate access Wi1f Charges wiU be reduced to reflect the propc 'tionate share 
of the facility that ia used for transport of traffic originated by GTE. 

4.2.4 The Panics' proportionate share offlat rated transport facilities will be based upon 
the Parties' proportionate usage ofthe facilities, as specified in Appendix C 

4.3 TrunJcina Regujrements. 

4.3.1 GTE shall make ava.ilable to NEXTEL trunks over which NEXTEL shall terminate 
to end users of GTE-provided Exchange Services, Local Traffic and intraLA T A 
toO or optional EAS traffic originated from end users ofNEXTEL-provided two­
way wireless mobile telecommunications services. 

4.3.2 NEXTEL shall make available to GTE trunks over which GTE shall terminate to 
end users ofNEXTEL-provided Exchange Services, Local Traffic and intraLAT A 
toll or optional EAS traffic originated from end users of GTE-provided Exchange 
Service. 

4.3.3 NEXTEL and GTE shall, where applicable, make reciprocally available, by mutual 
agreement. the required trunk groups to handle different traffic types. NEXTEL 
and GTE gree to work cooperatively to agree on network trunking within sixty 
(60) days foUowing fuU execution of this Agreement. NEXTEL and GTE will 
support the provisioning of trunk groups that carry combined or separate Local 
Traffic and intral..A T A toU and optional EAS traffic. GTE requires separate trunk 
aroups &om NEXTEL to provide Switched Access Service to IXCs. 

4.3.4 Each Party aarees to route traffic only over the proper jurisdictional trunk group. 
Each Party shall only deliver traffic: over the local interconnection trunk aroups to 
the other Party"s KUSS tandem for those publicly-diaJable NXX Codes aerv~~ by 
end offic:a that direc:tJy subtend the ac:uss tandem. In no event shaU either Party 
route Switched Ac:uss Service traffic over local interc:oMection trunks. 

• .3.S NEXTEL will provide PLU factors to GTE on a quanerly basis to identify the 
proper jurisdiction or each c:a1J type that is carried over the required trunks. If 
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these percenuaes are not received quanerty, the Parties shall use the last previous 
reponed percentaaes. The PLU faclor is ;cientified on Appendix C. 

4.3.6 Reciprocal traffic exchange arrangement trunk coMections shall be made at a 
DS-1 or multiple DS-llevet, DS-3, (SONET where technically available) and shall 
be jointly-enaineered to an objective P. 01 pade of service. 

4.3.7 NEXTEL and GTE qree to usc diliaent eft'oru to develop and •:vee on a Joint 
Interconnection Gioomina Plan pracribina standards to ensure that the reciprocal 
traffic exchange amnaement trunk aroups are maintained at consistent P. o 1 or 
better .,..ades of service. Such plan shall also include mutually-agreed upon default 
standards for the confiaurat.ion of all searegated trunk groups. 

4.3.8 Signaling System 7 (SS7) Common Channel Signaling wiU be used to the extent 
that such technology is available. 

4.4 Callini Scopes Where intercoMection is made at a GTE access tandem. this agretment 
allows NEXTEL to originate traffic to and receive traffic &om only those end user 
customers served by end offices subtending that access tandem. Where intercoMection is 
made at a GTE end office, this agreement allows NEXTEL to originate traffic to and 
receive traffic from only those end user customm served by that end office 

S. Indirect Network Intercoooectjon. Either Party may deliver traffic destined to terminate at 
the other Party's end office via another LEC'a tandem provided that the Parties have established 
compensation agreement(s) specific to this arrangement. Neither Party shall deliver traffic 
destined to terminate at the other Party's end office via another LECs end office. In addition, 
neither Party shall deliver traffic destined to tenninate at an end office subtending the other 
Party's access tandem via another LEC's access tandem. 

6. Number Resourcn. 

6.1 NXX Number Assianment. Nothina in this Aareement shall be construed to, in any 
manner, limit or otherwise adversely impact NEXTEL'a riaht to employ or to request and 
be assigned any NANP munber resources includina, but not limited to, Central Office 
{NXX) Codes punuant to the Central Office Code Assignment Guidelines. Any request 
for numberina reJOWCa by NEXTEL ahaii be made direc:tJy to the NANP Number Pia:. 
Administrator. Except with respect to those areas in which G'IC is the NANP Number 
pw, administrator, G'IC aha1l noc be responsible for the requestina or assignment of 
number resources to NEXTEL. NEXTEL shall not request number resources to be 
assigned to any GTE switching entity. 
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6.2 Blocks of JOO Numbm AssiiNJlCnl. This arrangement is provided only to CMRS e&rriers 
NEXTE.L may eJect to associate a GTE end office intercoMection with telephone number 
aroups &om the same GTE end office at which the intercoMection is established. Blocks 
of 100 numbers will be provided by GTE to NEXTEL u available from the NXX codes of 
that GTE end office. GTE will charae and NEXTEL ~Feel to pay to GTE the charge per 
block of 100 numben u indicated on Appendix C and the applicable Service Anachment 
This interconnection amnaement may be established u a one-way trunk only used to 
wry traffic terminatina to. end UJer amomen ofNEXTEL. Where technically feasible, 
this interconnection amngement may also be established on a two-way t-.asis for use by 
NEXTEL to aeuss any anciUary services that may be provided by GTE. Any use of this 
intercoMection amngement other than that specified in this section is outside the scope of 
tJ-js Asrc.ement and such usaae is subject to charaes associated with the services used by 
NEXTEL. SS7 signalina is not available with dus GTE end office intercoMection 
arranaement. NEXTEL is solely responsible for the cost of the interconnection facilit ies 
The sole compensation for traffic terminating to NEXTEL over this interc.oMection 
arrangement will be paid by GTE at the rate indie&ted on Appendix C. 

6.2 Rate Cmters. For purposes of compensation between the Parties and the ability of GTE to 
appropriately apply iu toll tariff to iu end user customers, the Parties will utilize ~te 
Centers published in the LERG for all NP A·NXX codes 

6.3 Routin& Points NEXTEL may designate one or more routing points for each of its 
NPA-NXX codes. Routing poinu may or may not correspond with the published LERG 
Routina points may only be designated at POls. 

6.4 Code Administration. The Parties will compty with code administration requirements as 
prescribed by the FCC, the Commission, and accepted industry guidelines. 

6.5 Prowmroin& Switches It shall be the responsibility of each Party to program and update 
its own switches and network l)'ltems pursuant to the Local Exchange Routing Guide 
(l.ERG) auidelines to recognize and route traffic to the other Party's assigned NXX codes 
It all times. Neither Party shall impose any fees or charges whatsoever on the other Party 
for such activities. 

7. Meet-Point Billina. 

7.1 Meet-Poim Amnaements. 

7.1.1 NEXTEL may establish Meet-Point Billins ("MPB") arranaements with GTE in 
order to provide Switched Acuss Services to third panies (or to NEXTEL if

i . i.3 intercoMection for the MPB arrangement shall occur at the POI. 

7.1.4 Common ChiMe! Signaling rather than in-band signaling shall be utilized in 
conjunction with MPB intercoMection arrangements to the extent such signaling is 
resident in the GTE access tandem switch. 

7. J. S NEXTEL and GTE will use diligent efforts, individually and collectively, to 
rna.intain provisions in their respective federal and state access tariffs. and/or 
provisions within the National Exchange Carrier Association (''NECA ")Tariff No 
4, or any successor tariff, sufficient to reflect this MPB arrangement, including 
MPB percentages 

7 .1.6 As detailed in the ME CAB document, NEXTEL and GTE will, in a timely fashion. 
exchange all infonnation necessary to accurately, reliably and promptly bill third 
panies for Switched Acceu Services traffic jointly handled by NEXTEL and GTE 
via the meet-point arrangement. Information shall be exchanged in Electronic 
Message Record ("EMR") format. on magnetic tape or via a mutually acceptable 
eJtctronic file transfer protocol. 

7.1.7 NEXTEL and GTE shall work cooperatively to coordinate rendering ofMeet­
Point bills to customers. and shall reciproc.al.ly provide each other usage data and 
related information at no charge. 

7.2 Compensation. 

7.2.1 lnitiaDy, billing to third partjcs for the Switched Aceess Services joiJd y provided 
by NEXTEL and GTE via the MPB arrangement shall be accord ana to the 
multiple-billlmultiple-tarift' method (MBIMT method). The MBIMT method 
means that each company will render their bill at their own rues to the third party. 

· 7.2.2 Subsequently, NEXTEL and GTE may mutually agree to implement ont tJf the

Should NEXTEL 
prefer to chanae amona these billina rnethoda, NEXTEL shall notify GTE of such 
a request in writina, ninely (90) days in advance of the date on wh.ich such change 
iJ desired to be implemented.

1.3 Privas;y lndicaton. Each Party will honor all privacy indie&lors as required under 
appticable law. 

1.4 Connection Throuah Sil. To enable SS7 sianalina. an interconnection is required with 
the GTE STP(s) servina the aeoaraphic area in which the traffic exchange tNnk groups 
are aerconnec:ted. 

1.5 Third Party SjanaJina Proyjdm. NEXTEL may choose a third-party SS7 sianaJing 
provider to tnnsport messaaes to and &om the GTE SS7 network. In that event, that 
third-party provider mUll praent a letter of aaency to GTE. prior to the testina of the 
-~ arthorizina the third party to act on behalf ofNEXTEL in transporting 557 meuaaea to and &om GTE. The third-party provider must interconnect with the 
GTE STP(s) IIIVina the aeoaraphie area in which the traffic exchange trunk aroups are 
interconnected.

9. Transition and lmplcmentatjon. The Parties acknowledae that there may be ceru.in 
instances in which ~ltina arranaemenu between the Parties are not in KCOrdanu with 
the requiremenu of thia aareement. ExiJtina interconnection a.rranaemenu .hat are not in 
compliance with the requirements of this qreement ahaD not fa1J under the ~c:ope of this 
qreement until they are brouaht into compliance with the requiremcnu ofthia agreement. 
Urr.i.l JUch arranaemcnts are brouaht into compliance with the requirements of this 
aareement, compens&tion will be in complianc-e with eft"ec;tive FCC rules. specifically 
fS1.717. The Patties •Jree to use their best efforu to brina all arrangements into 
compliance with the terms and conditions of this aareement within six (6) months of the 
effective date ofthis agreement or within whatever other period may be mutually 
qreable to the Patties.

These f'Ktors are used to apportion flat 
rated transport f'acilities between the Parties and may be used where needed u a billina surrogate 
These &ctors are IUbjec:t to chanae based upon mutually acceptable traffic data on no less than a 
quanerty buis. If factors are not updated. quancrty, the Parties shall use the Jut previously 
aublished facton.
