NOTICE I S HEREBY GIVEN by the Florida Public Service 

Commission that the action discussed herein is preliminary in 

nature and will become final unless a person whose interests are 

substantially affected files a petition for a formal proceeding , 

pursuant to Rule 25- 22 . 029 , Florida Administrative Code. 

Under Rule 25-2 4 . 515{8) , Florida Administrative Code , pay 

telephones must allow incoming calls to be received unless they are 

located at a confinement fac ility , hospi tal , school , or another 

location specifically exempted by this Commission . Requests for an 

exemption from this requirement must be accompanied by an 

attestatio n by the owner of the pay telephone , the location 
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provider , and the chief o f the respo~sible law enforcement agency 

tha t the request is made to dete r criminal activity at that pay 

telep hone . 

Telaleasing Enterpr ises , Inc ., (Telaleasing) has filed 

Requests for Exemptio n from the requirement that each telephone 

station shall allow incoming calls from each o f the pay telephones 

listed below.

No comments were submit ed during 

the comment period , whi ch ended August 08 , 1997 .

Pursuant to Rule 25 - 24 . 51 5(8) , Florida Administrat ive Code , 
Telaleasing must provide central office based intercept at no 

charge to the end user and must display a notice on each affected 

p ay telephone s tating , " Incoming calls blocked at the request of 

law enfo rcement. " 
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Based on the foregoing, it is 

ORDERED by the Florida Public Service Commission that 

Telaleasing Enterprises , Inc .' s requests to block incoming calls at 

the pay t elephones listed in the body of this Order are h~reby 

approved. It is further 

ORDERED that Telaleasing Enterprises , Inc . , shall provide 

central office based intercept at no charge to the end user at the 

pay telephones where incoming calls cannot be received . It is 

further 

ORDERED that Telaleasing Enterprises , Inc . , shall display a 

notice on each pay telephone at which incoming calls are bl ocked 

stating , " Incoming calls blocked at the request of law 

en forcement . " It is further 

ORDERED that the provisions of this Order , issued as proposed 

agency action , shall become final and effective unless an 

appropriate petition , in the form provided by Rule 25-2 2 .
