ORDER APPROVING RESALE AGREEMENT 

BY THE COMMISSION: 

On July 14 1 1997 BellSouth Telecommunications I Inc . 1 

(BellSouth) and JETCOM1 Inc . , (JETCOM) filed a request f or approval 
of a resale agreement under the Telecommunications Act o f 19961 47 
U.S . C. §252(e) of the Telecommunications Act of 1996 (the Act) . 
The agreement is attached to this Order as Attachment A and 
incorporated by reference herein . 

Both the Act and Chapter 364 , Florida Statutes , encourage 
parties to enter into negotiated agreements to bring about local 
e xc hange competition as qu ickly as possible. Under the 
requirements of 47 U. S.C . § 252 (e) 1 negotiated agreements must be 
submitted to the state commission for approval . Section 252 (e ) (4 ) 
requires the state to re ject or approve the agreement within 90 
days after submission or it shall be deemed approved . 

This agreement covers a t wo- year period and governs the 
relations hip between the companies regarding the resale of tariffed 
telecommunication services . Under 47 U. S.C . § 252(a) (1) I the 
agreement shall include a detailed schedule of itemized charges for 
interconnection and each service or network element included in the 
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agreement. The agreement states that telecommunications services 

provided by BellSouth for r esale will be available for purchase by 
JETCOM at a discount rate of 21.83% for residential services and 
16. 81% for business services. 

Upon review of the proposed agreement, we find that it 
complies with the Telecommunications Act of 1996; thus, we hereby 
approve it. Bell South and JETCOM must file any supplements or 
modifications to their agreement with the Commission for review 
under the provisions of 47 U.S.C. § 252(e) . 

Based on t he foregoing , it is 

ORDERED by the Florida Public Service Commission that the 
resale agreement between BellSouth Telecommunications, Inc . , and 
JETCOM, Inc . , as set forth in Attachment A and inco rporated by 
reference in this Order , is he reby approved. It is further 

ORDERED that any supplements or modifications to this 
agreement must be filed with the Commission for review under the 
provisions of 47 U.S . C. § 252(e). It is fur ther 

ORDERED that this docket shall be closed .

Agreement Beh\·eeo BeiiSoutb Telecommunications, Inc. and .fETCO~. Inc. Regarding Tbe Sale of 
BST's Telecommunications Services to JrTCOM, lac. For Tbe Purposes of Resale 

THIS AGREEMENT is by and between BeiiSouth Telecommunications, lnc .. ("BeiiSouth or Company"). a 
Georgia corporation, and JETCOM, lnc. ("JETCOM"). a Florida corporation, and shall be deemed effecuve as of June 
20, 1997. 

WITNESSETH 

WHEREAS, BeiiSouth is a local exchange telecommunications company authonzed to provade 
telecommunications services in the states of Alabama. florida. Georgia. Kentucky, Louisiana. Massassappa. :-.;onh 
r ,.,.a:-!. ~~·: ~'! Carc-lina. and TeMessee; and 

\VHEREAS. JETCOM is or seeks to become an altemati~e local exchange telecommunacauons com pan~ 
authorized to prov1de telecommunications services in the state of Alabama.. Flonda, Georg11, Kenrucky. Lou1s1ana. 
MISSISSippi. North Carolina.. South Carolina and TeMessee; and 

\\ 'HEREAS. JETCOM desires to resell Bell South's telecommumcations serv1ces. and 

\\ HEREAS. BeiiSouth has agreed to prov1de such services to JETCOM for resale purposes and punuant to the 
terms and conditions set forth herein; ·. 

NOW, THEREFORE, for and in consideration of the mutual prem1ses and prom1ses cont.atned heretn. Be iiSouth 
and JETCOM do hereby agree as followJ: 

• 
I. Term of tbe Acrumeat 

A. The term of this Agreement shall be two years beginning June 20. 1997 and shall apply to all of 
BeiiSouth 's serving temtory as of January I, 1997 in the state of Alabama. Floric!J.. Georgia.. Kentucky. 
Louisiana. Mississippi, North Carolina, South Carolina and TeMessec. 

8. This Agreement shall be automatically renewed for two additional one year periods unless either part)' 
indicates its intent not to renew the A&Teement. Notice of such intent must be provided, in wnting, to the other 
party no later than 60 days prior to the end of the then~xisring contnct period. The terms of th is Agreement shall 
remain in effect after the term of the exisring a~ment has expired and while a new agreement 1s betng 
negotiated. 

C. The rates punuant by which JETCOM is to purchase services from BeiiSouth for resale shall be at a 
discount rate off of the retail rue for the telecommunications service. lbe discount rate1 shall be as set forth tn 
Exhibit A. arached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference. Such discount shall reflect the costs avo1ded 
by Bell South when selling a service for wholesale pwposes. 

II. Denaltloa or Terms 

A. CUSTOMER OF RECORD means the entiry responsible for placing application for service; requesttng 
additions, rearnngemenu, maintenance or discontinuance of service; payment in full of charges incurred such as 
non-recurring, monthly recwriDg. toll, directory usisunce, etc. 

B. DEPOSIT means assunnce provided by a customer in the form of cash. surery bond or bank letter of 
credit to be held by tbe Company. 

C. END USER means the ultimate user of the telecommunications service1. 
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D. END USER CUSTOMER LOCATION means the physical location of the prem rses where an end user 
makes use of the telecommunications services. 

E. NEW SERVICES means functions, fearures or capabilities that are not currently offered b> Be iiSouth 
This includes packaging of existing services or combining a new funct ion, feature or capability wtth an extstl.!lg 
servtce. 

f . OTHER LOCAL EXCHANGE COMPANY (OLEC) means a telephone company ce"ificated b>· the 
public service commissions of the Company's fnnchised area to provide local exchange service wtthl.!l the 
Company's franchised area. 

v . RESALE means an activity wherein a ce"ificat.ed OLEC. such as JETCOM subscribes to the 
telecommunications services of the Company and then reoffers those telecommunications serv ices to the public 
(with or wuhout "adding value"). 

H. RESALE SERVICE AREA means the area.. as defl.!led in a public servtce commtSSton approved 
ce"rficate of operation, within which an OLEC. such as JETCOM. may offer resold local exchange 
telecommunications service. 

III. General Provisions 

A. JETCOM may resell the witfed local exchange and toll telecommunications services of Bell South 
contained in the General Subscriber Service Tariff and Private Line Service Tariff subject to the terms. and 
conditions specifically set forth herein. Notwithstanding the foregoing, the exclusions and limitations on servtces 
available for resale ~ill be u set forth in Exhibit B, attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference. In 
addition, JETCOM may not purchase telecommunications services at the wholesale rate for its own use. 

BeiiSouth shall make available telecommuni~tions services for resale at the rates set forth in Exhibit A to thts 
agreement and subject to the exclusions and limitations set forth in Exhibit 8 to this agreement. It does not 
however waive its ri&hts to appeal or otherwise challenge any decision regarding resale that resulted in the 
discount rates contained in Exhibit A. or the exclu.sions and limitations contained in Exhibit 8 . 8e11South reserves 
the right to pursue any and all legal and/or equitable remedies, including appeals of any decisions. If such appeals 
or challenges result in changes in the discount rates or exclusions and limiwions. the panics agree that 
appropriate modifications to this Agreement will be made promptly to make its terms consistent with the outcome 
of the appeaL 

B. The provision of services by the Company to JETCOM does not constitute a joint undertaking for the 
furnishing of any service. 

C. JETCOM will be the customer of record for all services purchased from BeiiSouth. Except u specified 
herein, the Company will ta.ke orden from, bill and expec1 payment from JETCOM for all services. 

D. JETCOM will be the Company's single point of contact for all services purchased pursuant to this 
Agreement. The Company shall have no contact with the end user except to the extent provided for herein. 

E. The Company will continue to bill the end user for any services that the end user specifies it wishes to 
receive directly from the Company.

Company will continue to directly market its own telecommunications products and serv1ces and Ill dolllg so may 
establish independent relationships with end users of JETCOM. 

G. f\;either Pany shall interfere with the right of any person or enwy to obtalll serv1ce directly from the other 
Pany. 

H. CWTent telephone numbers may nonnally be retained by the end user. However. telephone number~ are 
the property of the Company and are assigned to the service furnished. JETCOM has no propert) nghtto the 
telephone number or any other call number designation associated with services furnished by the Com pan) and 
no ri~ht to the continuance of service through any particular central office. The Company reserves the r1ght to 
change such numbers, or the central office designation associated with such numbers. or both. ~hene,er the 
Company deems it necessary to do so in the conduct of its business. 

I. The Company may provide any service or faclliry for which a charge is not established here Ill. as long as 
it IS offe red on the same tenns to JETCOM. 

J. Service is furnished subj·ect to the condition that it will not be used for any unlawful purpose. 

K. Service will be discontinued if any law enforcement agency advises that the service belllg used is Ill 
violation of the law. • 

L. The Company can refuse service when it has &rounds to believe that service will be used in v1olat1on of 
the law. 

M. The Company accepts no responsibility to any person for any unlawful act commmed by JETCOM or Its 
end users a.s part of providing service to JETCOM for purposes of resale or otherwise. 

N. The Company will cooperate fully with law enforcement agencies with subpoenas and court orders for 
ass1stance with the Company's customers. Law enforcement agency subpoenas and court orders regarding end 
users of JETCOM will be directed to JETCOM. The Company will biiiJETCOM for implementing any requests 
by law enforcement agmcies reaardin& JETCOM end usen. 

0 . lbe ch&rKteristit~ and methods of operation of any circuits, facilities or equipment provided by any 
person or entity other than tbe Company shall not: 

1. Interfere with or impair service over any facilities of the Company, its affiliates, or its coMecting and 
coneurrin& caniers involved in its service; 

2. Cause damaae to their plant; 

3. Impair the privacy of any communications; or 

4. Create hazards to any employees or the public.

S. BeiiSouth wiil provide customer record information to the JETCOM provided the JETCOM has the 
appropriate Lener(s) of Authorization. BeJISouth may provide customer record informatton vta one of the follo~·tng 

methods: US mail, fax, telephone or by electron.ic interface. Bei!South will provide customer record ~t~fonnatton \ 1a 
L:S mail. fax or telephone on an interim basis only. 

JETCOM agrees to compensate Bell South for all Bell South incurred ex pendirures assoctated ~ tth provtdltlg such 
information to JETCOM. JETCOM will adopt and adhere to the Be ll South guidel~t~es assoctated wtth each method of 
providing customer record information. 

T. Bell South ' s retail voice mail service shall be available for resale at rates. terms and cond1t1ons as murually 
agreed to by the parties. 

rv. BeiiSoutb's Provision of Sen-ices to JETCOM 

A. JETCOM agrees that its resale of Bell South services shall be as follows: 

I. The resale of telecommunications services shall be limited to users and uses conformltlg to the 
class of se,;ice restrictions. 

2. To the extent JETCOM is a telecommunications CMT'ier that serves greater than S percent of the 
Nation 's presubscribed access lines, JETCOM shall not jointly market its inter LATA servtces w1th 
the telecommunications services purchased from BcllSouth pursuant to this Agreement ltl any of 
the states covered under th~ Agreement For the purposes of this subsection, to jointly marlcet 
means any advenisement, .mariceting effon or billing in which the telecommunications servtces 
purchased from BcliSouth for purposes of resale to customers and inter LATA services offered by 
JETCOM are packaged. tied. bundled, discounted or offered together in any way to the end user. 
Such efforts include, but are not limited to, sales referrals, resale arrangements, sales agencies or 
billing aareemenu. lbis subseaioo shall be void and of no effKt for a particular state covered 
under this Aanement u of Febnwy I , 1999 or on the date Bell South is authoriz.ed to offer 
interLA TA services in thll swe, whichever is earlier. 

3. Hoiel and Hospital PBX service are the only teiKommunications services available for resale to 
Hotel/Motel and Hospital end users, respectively. Similarly, Access Line Service for Customer Provided 
Coin Telephones is the only local service available for resale to Independent Payphone Provider (IPP) 
customers. Shared Tenant Service customers can only be sold those telecommunications services 
available in the Company's A23 Shared Tenant Service Tariff.

4. IETCOM is prohibited from fum ishin.g both flat and measured rate service on the same bUSI!less 
premises to the same subscribers (end users) as stated in A2 of the Company' s Tanff except for backup 
service as indicated in the applicable state tanff Secuon A3. 

S. If telephone service is established and it is subsequently determined that the class of serv1ce resmcuon 
has been violated, JETCOM will be notified and billing for that service will be immediate!) changed to 
the appropriate class of ser•ice. Service charges for changes between class of serv1ce, back blll111g. and 
interest as described in this subsection shall apply at the Company's sole discretion. Interest at a rate as 
set forth in Section A2 of the General Subscriber Service Tariff and Section 82 of the Private Line 
Service Tariff for the applicable state, compounded daily for the number of days from the back bill111g 
date to and including the date that IETCOM actually makes the payment to the Company may be 
assessed. 

6. The Company reserves the right to periodically audit serv ices purchased by JETCOM to est.ab il ~ l • 

authenticity of use. Such audit shall not occur more than once in a calendar year. JETCOM shall maio:e 
any and all records and data available to the Company or the Company's auditors on a reasonable bas1s 
The Company shall bear the cost of sa1d audit. 

B. Resold services can only. be used in the same manner as specified in the Company' s Tar1ff Resold 
services are subject to the same teims and conditi·ons as are specified for such serv1ces when fum1shed to an 
individual end user of the Company in the appropriate section of the Company· s Tariffs Spec 1fic tanff features. 
e g. a usage allowance per month, shall not be aggregated across multiple resold services. Resold serv1ces cannot 
be used to aggregate traffic ffom more than one end user customer except as specified in Secuon A23. of the 
Company's Tariff referring to Shared Tenant Service. 

C. JETCOM may resell services only within the specific resale service area as def111ed in its certificate. 
'• 

D. Telephone nwnbel"' transmitted via any resold service feature are intended solely for the use of the end 
user of the feature. Resale of this information is prohibited. 

E. No patent, copyrig.ht, trademark or other propriewy ri&Jlt is licensed, granted or otherwise transferred by 
this Agreement. JETCOM is strictly. prohibited from any use, including but not limited to sales, marketing or 
ad\ ert1sing, of any Bell South name or trademark. 

V. Maintenance of Services 

A. JETCOM will adopc and adhere to the sW!dards contained in the applicable BeliSouth Woric Center 
Interface AP'ecment regarding maintenance and installation of service. 

B. SerVices resold under the Company's Tariffs and facilities and equipment provided by the Company shall 
be maintained by the Company. 

C. JETCOM or iu end usen may not rei1T'&IIge, move, discoMKt. remove or attempt to repair any facil ities 
owned by the Company, other than by coMection or discoMection to any interface means used, except with the 
written consent of the Company.

D. JETCOM accepts responsibility to notify the Company of siruations that ame that may result in a servtce 
problem. 

E. JETCOM will be the Company's single point of contact for all repair calls on behalf of JETCO~f s end 
users. The panies agree to provide one another with toll-free contact numbers for such purposes. 

F. JETCOM will contact the appropriate repair centers in accordance with procedures established by the 
Company. 

G. For all repair requests, JETCOM accepts responsibility for adhering to the Compan~ ·s prescree~t.ng 
guidelines prior to referring the trouble to the Company. 

H. The Company will biiiJETCOM for handling troubles that are found not to be t.nthe Com pan~ ·s ne~ork 
pursuant to its standard time and material charges. The standard time and matertal charges wtll be no more than 
what BeiiSouth charges to its retail customers for the same servtces. 

I. The Company· reserves the right to contact JETCOM's customers. if deemed necessary. for mat.ntenance 
purposes. 

Vl. Establishment of Service 

A. After receiving certification as a local exchange company from the appropriate regulator: agency. 
JETCOM will provide the appropriate Company service center the necessary documentation to enable the 
Company to establish a master account for JETCOM. Such documentation shall include the Application fo r 
Master Account, proef of authority to provide telecommunications services, an Operating Company Number 
("OCN") assigned by the National Exchange C&rriers Association ("NECA ·)and 2 tax exemption centficate. tf 
applicable. \\!hen necessary deposit requirements are met. the Company will begin taking orders for the resale of 
service. 

B. Service orders will be in a standMd fonnat desianated by the Company. 

C. When notification is received from JETCOM that a current customer of the Company will subscribe to 
JETCOM's service, standMd service order intervals for the appropriate class of service will apply. 

D. The Company will not requin end user confumation prior to establishing service for JETCOM's end 
user customer. 1ETCOM must, however, be able to demonstrate end user authorization upon request. 

E. JETCOM will be tbe sinale point of contact witb tbe Company for all subsequent ordering activity 
result ina in additions or changes to resold services except that the Company will accept a re-quest directly from the 
end user for conversion of the end user's service from 1ETCOM to me Company or will accept a request from 
another OLEC for conversion of the end user's service from the JETCOM to the other LEC. The Company will 
notify JETCOM that such a re-quest has been processed. 

F. lfthe Company detennines that an unauthorized change in local service to JETCOM has occurred, the 
Company will reestablish service with the appropriate local service provider and will assess JETCOM as the 
OLEC initiatina the unauthorized change, an unauthorized chanae charge similar to that described in F.C.C. Tariff

H. Such deposit may not exceed two months' estiJnated billing. 

I. The fact that a deposit has been made in no way relieves JETCOM from complying "' 1th the Com pan~ ·s 
regulations as to advance payments and the prompt payment of bills on presentation nor docs 11 consurute a "'a1ver 
or mod1tication of the regular practices of the Company prov1dmg for the discontmuance of ser. .ce for non· 
pa~ment of any sums due the Company. 

J . The Company reserves the ri&)lt to increase the deposit requuements when. in tts sole ; udgment.. the 
conditions justify such action.' 

K. In the event that JETCOM defaults on its account. service to JETCOM will be terminated and an> 
deposits held will be applied to its account. 

L. In the ease of a cash deposit, interest at the rate of six percent per ITlllum shall be paid to JETCOM 
dunng the continuance of the deposit. Interest on a deposit shall accrue ITUlually and. if requested. shall be 
aJlllually credited to JETCOM by the accrual date. 

VII. Payment And Blllioa ArrnccmeDct 

A. When the initial service is ordered by JETCOM. the Company will establish an accounts rece1vable 
master account for JETCOM. 

B. The Company shall bill JETCOM on a current basis all applicable charges and credits. 

C. Payment of all c:hqes will be the responsibility of JETCOM. JETCOM shall make payment to the 
Company for a11 services billed. The Company is not responsible for payments not received by JETCOM from 
JETCOM's c:ustomer. The Compaoy will not become involved in billing disputes that may arise between 
JETCOM and its customer.

E. The Company will bill JETCOM, in advance. charges for all services to be provtded dunng the ensumg 
billing period except charges associated with service usage. which charges will be btlled in arrears Charges will 
be calculated on an individual end user account level, including, if applicable. any charges for usage or usage 
allowances. BeiiSouth will also bill all charges, including but not limned 10 911 and E911 charges. 
telecommunications relay charges, and fn.nchise fees, to JETCOM. 

F. The pa~·ment will be due by the next bill date (i.e., same date in the follow1.11g month as the btll date) and 
is payable in immediately available funds.

H. As the customer of record, JETCOM will be responsible for. and remit to the Company, all charges 
applicable to its resold services for emergency services (E911 and 911) and Telecommunications Relay Service 
(TRS) as well as any other charges of a similar nature. 

I. If any pon~n of the payment is received by the Company after the payment due date as set fonh 
preceding, or if any ponion of the payment is received by the Company in funds that are not tmmediate l)" 
available to the Company, then a late payment penalty shall be due to the Company. The late payment penalty 
shall be the ponion of the payment not received by the payment due date ttmes a late factor The late factor shall 
be as set fonh in Section A2 ofthe General Subscriber Service Tariff and Secuon 82 of the Pnvate Lme Servtce 
Tartff. 

J. Any switched access chargH associated with interexchange carrier access to the resold local exchange 
hnes will be billed by, and due to, the Company. No additional charges are tt) be assessed to JETCOM. 

K. The Company will not perfonn billing and collection services for JETCOM as a result of the execution of 
this Agreement All requests for billing services should be referred to the appropriate entiry or operational group 
within the Company.

5. The Company will continue to process calls made to the Artnoyance Call Center and wall advise 
JETCOM when n is determined that annoyance calls are originated from one of their end user's locauons. 
The Company shall be indemnified. defended and held harmless by IE TCOM and/or the end user agatnst 
any claim, loss or damage arising from providing this information to JETCOM. It is the respons1blliry of 
JETCOM to !Be the corrective action necessary with iu customers who make annoying calls. Failure to 
do so will result in the ComJ)any's discoMecting the end user's service. 

B. The procedures for discontinuing service to JETCOM an as follows: 

1. The Company reserves the ri&ht to suspend or terminate service for nonpayment or in the event of 
prohibited. unlawful or improper usc of the facilities or service, abuse of the facilities, or any other 
violation or noncompliance by JETCOM of the rules and regulations of the Company' s Tariffs.

In !he case of such discontinuance. all billed 
charges, a.s well as applicable termination charges. shall become due. If !he Company does not 
discontinue the provision of the services involved on the date specified in the lhiny days notzce. and 
JETCOM's noncompliance continues, nothing con~ined herein shall preclude !he Company's right to 
discontinue the provision of the services to JETCOM without further notice. 

5. If payment is not received or arrangements made for payment by !he date given in !he wnnen 
notification, JETCOM's services will be discontinued. Upon discontinuance of serv1ce on a JE TCOM's 
account, service to JETCOM's end users will be denied. The Company will also reestablish serv1ce at !he 
request of !he end user or JET COM upon payment of the appropnate connection fee and subject to the 
Company's normal application procedures. JETCOM is solely responsible for not1fy1ng !he end user of 
the proposed disconnection of the service. 

6. If within fifteen days after an end user's service has been denied no contact has been made 1n 
reference to restoring service. the end user's service will be disconnected .

Company in failing to maintain proper standards of maintenance and operation and to exercise reasonable 
supervision shall in no event exceed an amount equivalent to the proponionate charge to JETCOM for the period 
of service during which such mistake, omission. interruption, preemption. delay, error or defect in transm1ssion or 
defect or failure in facilities occur.

furnishing of service to JETCOM. 

C. The Company shall be indemnified. defended and held hannlm by JETCOM and/or the end user against 
any claim, loss or damage arisin& from the use of services offered for resale involving: 
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I. Claims for libel, slander. invasion of privacy or infringement of copyright ansmg from JETCO~fs or 
end user's own communications. 

2. Claims for patent infringement arising from acts combining or using Company services in connecuon 
with facilities or equipment furnished by the end user or JETCOM. 

3. All other claims arising out of an act or omission of JETCOM or its end user in the course of uslllg 
services. 

D. JETCOM accepts responsibility for providing access for maintenance purposes of an; service resold 
under the provisions of this Tariff. The Company shall not be responsible for any failure on the pan of JETC0~1 
\1, ilh respect to any end user of JETCOM. 

X. Treatment or Proprietary and Conndcntial Information 

A. Both panics agree that it may be necessary to provide each other during the term of th1s Agreement w1th 
certain confidential information. including trade secret information. including but not limned to. techn1cal and 
busllless plans, technical informatil:!n, proposals, specifications, drawings, procedures, customer account dat.a and 
like information (hereinafter collectively referred to as "Information"). Both panics agree that all Information 
shall e1ther be in writing or other t.angible format and clearly marked with a confidential. private or propnewy 
legend, or, when the lnformatipn is communicated orally, it shall also be communicated that the Information is 
confidential, private or propriewy. The Information will be rerumed to the owner within a reasonable time. Both 
panics agree that the Information shall not be copied or reproduced in any form. Both parties agree to rece1ve 
such Information and not disclose such Information. Both parties agree to protect the Information received from 
distribution. disclosure or dissemination to anyone except employees of the parties with a need to k.now such 
Information and whidl employees agree to be bound by the terms of this ~tion. Both parties will use the same 
standard of care to protect Information received as they would use to protect their own confidential and 
proprietary Information 

B. Notwithstanding the foregoing, both parties agree that there will be no obligation to protect any po"1on 
of the Information that is either: I) made publicly available by the owner of the Information or lawfully disclosed 
by a nonparty to this Agreement; 2) lawfully obtained from any source other than the owner of the Information; or 
3) previously k.nown to the receivini party without an obligation to keep it confidential. 

XI. Resolution or Di.lpucet 

Except as otherwise staled in thiJ Agreement. the panics agree that if any dispute arises as to the interpretation of 
any prov1sion of this Agreement or u to the proper implementation of this Agreement. the parties will petition the 
applicable st.ate Public Service Commissioa for a resolution of the dispute. However, eath party reserves any rights it may 
have to seek judicial ~v.iew of any ruling made by that Public Service Commission concerning this Agreement.
