NOTICE OF FURTHER PROCEEDINGS OR JUDICIAL REVIEW 

The Florida Public Service Commission i s required by Section 

120.569 (1) , Florida Statutes , to no tify parties of any 

administrative hearing or judicial review of Commission orders that 

is available under Sections 120.57 or 120 . 68, Flo rida Statutes , as 

well as the procedures and time limits that apply . This not i c e 

should not be construed t o me an all requests for an administrative 

hearing o r judicial review will be granted or result in the relief 

sought. 

Mediation may be available on a case- by-case basis . If 

mediation is c onducted , it does not affect a substantially 

interested person ' s right to a hearing. 

The action proposed herein is p reliminary in nature and will 

not become effective or final, except as provided by Rule 25-
22.029, Florida Administ r ative Code . Any person whose substanti~l 

interests are affected by the a ction propos ed by this order may 

file a petition for a formal proceeding, as provided by Rule 25 -

22 . 029 ( 4) , Florida Administrative Code , in the form provided by 

Rule 25-22.036(7 ) (a) a nd (f) , Florida Administrative Code . This 

petition must be received by the Director , Division of Records and 
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Repor ting , 2540 Shumard Oak Boulevard, Tallahassee , Florid a 32399-
0850 , by the close o f business on No vembe r 18 , 1997 . 

In the absence of such a petition, thi s o rder s hall become 
effective on the day subsequent to the above da t e as provid e d by 
Rule 25- 22 . 029(6), Florida Administrative Co d e . 

Any objection or protest fil ed in this d ocket be f o r e the 
issuance date o f this order is considered abandoned unless it 
satisfies the f o regoing conditions and i s rene wed within the 
specified protest period. 

If this order become s final a nd e f f ect ive on the date 
described above, any party s ubst a nt ially affected may request 
judicial review by the Flo r i d a Supr eme Court in the case of an 
electric, gas or telephone ut ility o r b y the First District Court 
of Appeal in the case of a water or wa s tewa t er utilit y by filing a 
notice of appeal with the Director , Divi sion of Records and 
Reporting and filing a copy o f the notic e o f a ppeal a nd the filing 
fee with the appropriate court. This f iling must be completed 
within thirty (3 0 ) days o f the e f fective date of this o r der , 
pursuant to Rule 9.110, Flo r i da Rul e s of Appellate Procedure . The 
notice of appeal must be in the f o r m spec i fied in Rule 9 . 900(a) , 
Florida Rules of Appellate Pr ocedure . 
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
