ORDER ESTABLISHING PROCEDURE 

On July 10, 1997, GTE Florida Incorporated (GT EFL ) submitted 
a proposed tariff that would transfer a portion of the Sarasota 
exchange (Lakewood Ranch area) into the Bradenton exchange . GTE 
serves both exchanges . There are 26 business customers and 29 
residential customers currently in the area. In proposing this 
transfer, GTEFL sought the ability to provide service to the 
Lakewood Ranc h area from one exchange. GTEFL asserted that the 
area transfer would insure that all Lakewood ranch area residences 
and businesses pay the same rates and have the same local calling 
scope . To expedite its request , GTEFL also filed a proposed 
customer information notice , survey, and ballot . GTEFL requested 
that the customer info rma tion notice be mailed to the affected 
customers one day after we issue an order on GTEFL' s proposed 
tariff. 

Under GTEFL's proposal, the transferred customers' local rates 
would decrease ($ .4 5 per month for residential service and $1. 20 
per month f o r business service) , telephone numbers will change , and 
these customers will l ose extended area service (EAS) to Venice and 
extended calling service ( ECS ) t o the Palmetto , North Port , and 
Englewood exchanges. Affected customers would ga in EAS to 
Palmetto. In addition , the transfer would decrease the number of 
access lines available t o the Lake wood Ranch area customers , moving 
them from a Rate Group 5 to a Rate Group 4. 

By Orde r No. PSC-97- 1029- FOF- TJ... , issued August 27 , 1997, we 

denied GTEFL's tariff proposal, and i nstead, required that the 26 
business customers and 29 residential customers located in the 
Lakewood ranch area of the Sarasota exchange be surveyed to 
determine if they are in favor of moving into the Bradenton 

exchange . 
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By letter f iled September 16, 1997 , Dr . William J . McGinty of 

t he Sarasota Equine Associates protested the proposed boundary 
change . Dr. McGin t y asserte d that his b us i ness would fa ce a 

signific ant f i na ncial burde n if GTEFL ' s ta r ff were ultimately 

approved in orde r t o change its letterhead , its office s upplies , 
and its adverti s i ng. As a result of this protest , this matter has 

been set f or hearing o n Ma r c h 27 , 1998 . 

The scope of this proceeding s ha ll be based upon the i ssues 
raised by the parties and Commiss ion s t aff (staff) up t o a nd d u r i ng 
the prehearing conference , unless modif ied by the Commission . The 
hearing wi ll be conducted according t o t he p rovis i o ns of Chapt e r 
120, Florida Stat utes, and the rules of this Commission. 

Discovery 

a. When discovery request s are served and t he responden t 
intends t o object to o r ask f or cla rifica tion o f the discovery 
request, the objection or request f o r clar i fi cation shall be ma de 
within ten days of service of the d i s covery r e quest . This 
procedure is intended to reduce de l a y in res o lvi ng d iscovery 
disputes. 

b. The hearing in this docke t i s set f o r Ma r ch 27 , 1 998 . 

Un less authorized by the Prehear ing Offi cer f o r good cause shown , 
all discovery shall be complete d by Marc h 20 , 1998 . Al l 
interrogatories, reques ts for admissions, and r equests for 
production of documents shall be numbered s e quentia l ly in order to 
facilitate their ident if i cation. The di scovery requests will be 
numbered sequentially within a set a nd any subsequent discovery 
r e quests will continue the seque ntia l numbering system . Un less 
subsequently mo dified by the Pre hearing Of f i cer, t he fo l lowing 
shall apply: interrogato ries, i ncludi ng all subparts , sha ll be 
limited to 75, and requests for production of documents , i ncluding 
all subparts, shall be limited to 75. 

c. Any information provided pursuant t o a d i sco very r equest 
for which proprietary c onfidentia l business info rma t i on status is 
requested shall be treated by the Commission and the parties as 
confiden tial . The information shall be exempt from Sect ion 
119.07 (1 ) , Florida Statutes, pending a formal ruling on s uch 
request by the Commission, or upon the return of t he informa t i o n to 
the person providing the information . If no determina t i on of 
confidentiality has been made and the information has no t been ma de 
a part of the evidentiary record in the proceeding , i t s hall be 
returned expeditiously to the person providi ng t he i nformation . If 
a determination of confidentiality has bee n made and the i nforma­
tion was not entered into the reco rd o f t he proce e ding, i t sha l l be 
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returned to the person providing the information wi thin t he time 
period set forth in Section 364.183(2), Florida Statu tes. 

Diskette Filing s 

See Rule 25-22.028 (1), Florida Administrat ive Code, for the 
requirements of filing on diskette for certain utilities. 

Prefiled Testimony and Exhibits 

Pursuant to Rule 25-22.048, Florida Admini strat ive Code, each 
party shall prefile, in writing, all testimony that it intends to 
sponsor . Suc h testimony shall be typed on 8 ~ inch x 11 inch 
transcript-quality paper , double spaced, with 25 numbered lines, on 
c onsecutively numbered pages, with left margins sufficient to allow 
for binding (1.25 inches ) . 

Each exhibit intended to support a witness' pref iled testimony 
shall be attached to that witness' test imony when filed, identified 
by his or her initials, and consecutively numbered beginning with 
1. All other known exhibits shall be marked f or identification at 
the prehearing conference . After an opportunity for opposing 
parties to object to introduction of the exhibits and to cross­
examine the witness sponsoring them, exhibits may be offered into 
evidence at the hearing . Exhibits accepted into evidence at the 
hearing shall be numbered sequent i ally . The pages of eac h exhibit 
shall also be numbered sequentially prior to filing with the 
Commission. 

An original and f ifteen copies of all testimony and exhibits 
shall be prefiled with the Directo r, Division of Records and 
Reporting by the close of business, which i s 5:00p.m . , on the da te 
due. A copy of all prefiled testimony and exhibits shall be served 
by mail or hand delivery to all other parties and staff no later 
than the date filed with the Commission. Failure of a party to 
time ly prefile exhibits a nd testimony from any wi tness in 
accor dance with the foregoing requirements may bar admissio n of 
such exhibits and testimony . 
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Prehearing Statement 

Pursuant to Rule 25-22 . 038(3), Florida Administrative Code, a 
prehearing statement shal l be required of all part es in this 
docket. Staff wi ll also file a prehearing statement . The original 
and fifteen copies of e ach prehearing statement shall be prefi led 
with the Director of the Division of Records a nd Reporting by the 
close of business, which is 5:00p.m . , on the date due. A copy of 
the prehearing statement shall be served on all other parties and 
staff no later than the date it i s f iled with the Commiss ion. 
Failure of a party to timely file a prehearing statement shall be 
a waiver of any issue not raised by other parties or by the 
Commi ssion. In addition, such failure shall preclude the party 
from presenting test imony in support of its position. Such 
prehearing statements shall set forth the following informatio n in 
the sequence listed below . 

(a) the name of all known witnesses that ma y be 
called by the party, and the subject matter of their 
test imony; 

(b) a description of a l l known exhibits that may be 
used by the party, whether they may be identified on 
a composite basis, and the witness sponsoring each; 

(c) a statement 
proceeding;

(d ) a statement of each question of fact the party 
considers at i s _·ue, the party's position on each 
such issue, and which of the party's witnesses will 
address the issue; 

(e) a statement of each question of law the party 
considers at issue and the party's position on each 
such issue; 

(f) a statement of each policy question the party 
considers at issue, the part y's position on each 
such issue, and which of the party' s witnesses will 
address the issue; 

(g) a statement of issues that h~ve been stipulated 
to by the parties; 

(h) a statement of all pending motions or o ther 
matters the party seeks action upon; a nd 
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(i) a statement as to any requirement set forth in 
this order that cannot be complied with, and the 
reasons therefore. 

Prehearing Conference 

A prehearing conference will be held in this docket at the 
Florida Public Service Commission, 2540 Shuma rd Oak Boulevard 
Tallahassee, Florida 32399-0850. The conditions of Rule 25-
22.038(5) (b), Florida Administra t ive Code, shall be observed. Any 
party who fails to attend the prehearing conference , unless excused 
by the Prehearing Officer, will have waived all issues and 
positions raised in that party's prehearing statement. 

Prehearing Procedure: Waiver of Issues 

Any issue not raised by a party prior t o the issuance o f the 
prehearing order shall be waived by that party, except for good 
cause shown. A party seeking to raise a new issue after the 
issuance of the prehearing order shall demonstrate that: it was 
unable to identify the issue because of the complexity of the 
matter; discovery or other prehearing procedures were not adequate 
to fully develop the issue; due diligence wa s e xercised to obta i n 
facts touc hing on the issue; information obtained subsequent t o the 
issuance of the prehearing order was not previously available to 
enable the party to identify the issue; and introduction of the 
issue could not be to the prejudice or surprise of any party. 
Specific reference shall be made to the information r eceived, and 
how it enabled the ~arty to identify the issue. 

Unless a matter is not at issue for that party, each party shall 
diligently endeavor in good faith to take a position on each issue 
prior to issuance of the prehearing order. When a party is unable 
to take a position on an issue, it shall bring that fact to the 
attention of the Prehearing Officer. If the Prehearing Officer 
finds that the party has acted diligently and in good faith to take 
a position, and further finds that the party' s failure to take a 
position will not prejudice other parties or confuse the 
proceeding, the party may maintain "no position at this time" prio r 
to hearing and thereafter identify its position in a post-hearing 
statement of issues. In the absence of such a finding by the 
Prehearing Officer, the party shall have waived the enti re issue . 
When an issue and position have been properly identified, any party 
may adopt that issue and position in its post - hearing s t atement. 

Document Identification 
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Each exhibit submitted shall have the f ollowing in t he upp e r 
r ight-hand corner: the d ocket numbe r, the wi t ness 's name, the word 
"Exhibit " followed by a blank line f o r the exhibit numbe r a nd t he 
title of the exhibit.

Use of Confidential I nformatio n At Hearing 

It is the policy of this Commissio n that all Commission heari ngs 
be open to the public at all times . The Commi ss i o n a lso recognizes 
its obligation pursuant to Section 364.183, Flo rida Statutes, t o 
protect proprietary confidential business information f rom 
disclosure outside the proceeding. Any party wishing to u se any 
proprietary confidential business info rmation, a s tha t ter m i s 
defined in Section 364.183(4), Flo r i da Stat u tes, shal l not ify the 
Prehearing Officer a nd all parties o f r e c o r d by t he time of the 
Prehearing Conference, or if not known at tha t time , no later than 
seven (7) days prio r t o the begi nni ng of t he he a ri ng. The notice

shall include a procedure to assure that the confidential nature o f 
the information is preserved as required by statute. Fa i lure of 
any party to comply with the seven day requirement described above 
shall be grounds to deny the party the opportunity to present 

evidence which is proprietary confidential business i nformation. 

When confidential information is used in the hearing, parties 
must have copies for the Commissioners, necessary staff, and the 
Court Reporter, in envelopes clearly marked with the nature of the 
contents. Any party wishing to examine t h e confidential material 
that is not subject to an order g ranting confidentiality shall be 
provided a copy in the same fashion as provided to the 
Commissioners, subject to execution of any appropriate protective 
agreement with the owner of the material . Counsel and witnesses 
are cautioned to avoid verbalizing confidential information in such 
a way that would compromise the confidential information. 
Therefore, confidential information should be presented by wr itten 
exhibit when reasonably possible to do so. At the conclusion of 
that portion of the hearing that involves confidential information, 
all copies of confidential exhibits shall be returned t o the 
proffering party. If a confidential exhibit has been admitted into 
evidence, the copy provided to the Court Reporter shall be re tained 
in the Division of Records and Reporting's confidential files. 

Post-Hearing Procedures 

Rule 25-22.056(3), Florida Administrative Code, requires each 
party to file a post-hearing statement of issues and positions. A 
summary of each position of no more than 50 words, se t off with 
asterisks, shall be included in that statement. If a party's 
position has not changed since the issuance of the prehearing 
order, the post-hearing statement may simply restate the prehearing 
position; however, if the prehearing position is longer than 50 
words, it must be reduced to no more than 50 words. The rule also 
provides that if a party fails to file a post-hearing statement in 
conformance with the rule, that party shall have waived all issues 
and may be dismissed from the proceeding. 

A party's proposed findings of fact and conclusions of law, if 
any, statement of issues and positions, and brief, shall together 
total no more than 60 pages, and shall be filed at the same time . 
The prehearing officer may modify the page limit for g ood cause 
shown. Please see Rule 25- 22.056, Florida Administrative Code, for 
other requirements pertaining to post-hearing filings . 

Based upon the foregoing, it is

any, statement of issues and positions , and brief , s hall toge t her 

total no more than 60 pages , and s hall be filed at the same time . 

The prehearing officer may modify the page limit for good cause 

shown .

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NOTICE OF FURTHER PROCEEDINGS OR JUDICIAL REVIEW 

The Florida Public Service Commission is required by Section 
120.59(4), Florida Statutes, to notify parties of any 
administrative hearing or j udicial review of Commission o rders that 
is available under Sect ions 120.57 or 1 20.68 , Florida Statu tes, as 
well as the procedures and time limits that apply. This notice 
should not be construed to mean all requests for an a dministrative 
hearing or judicial review will be granted or result in the relief 
sought. 

Any party adversely affected b y this order, which is 
preliminary, procedural or intermedia t e in nature, may request: 1) 
reconsideration within 10 days pursuant to Rule 25-22.038 (2 ) , 
Florida Admi nistrative Code, if issued by a Prehearing Officer; 2 ) 
reconsideration within 15 days pursuant to Rule 25-22.06 0 , Flo rida 
Administrative Code, if issued by the Commission; or 3) judicial 
review by the Florida Supreme Court, in the case o f an electric , 
gas or telephone utility, or the First District Court of Appeal, in 
the case of a water or wastewater utility. A motion f o r 
reconsiderat ion shall be filed with the Di:::-ector, Divisio n o f 
Records and Reporting, i n the form presc ribed by Rule 25- 22.060, 
Florida Administrative Code. J udicial review of a preliminary, 
procedural or intermediate ruling or order is available if review 
of the final action will not provide an adequate remedy. Such 
review may be requested from the appropriate court , as desc ribed 
above, pursuant t o Rule 9.100, Florida Rules o f Appel late 
Procedure. 
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
