NOTICE OF PROPOSED AGENCY ACTI ON 
ORDER IMPOSING FINE AND REQUIRING PAYMENT OF 

REGULATORY ASSESSMENT FEES OR CANCELING 
PAY TELEPHONE CERTIFICATE AND DIRECTING CERTIFICATED LOCAL 

EXCHANGE COMPANIES TO DISCONTINUE SERVICE 

BY THE COMMISSION: 

NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN by the Flo rida Public Service 
Commission that the action discussed herein is preliminary in 
nature and wil l become final unless a perso n whose interests are 
substantially affected files a petition for a formal proceeding , 
pursuant to Rule 25-22.029, Florida Administrative Code. 

Ocean Telecommunications, Inc . (Ocean) c urrently holds 
Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity Number 4162 , issued 
by t he Commission on May 18, 1995, authorizing the provis i on o f pay 
telephone service . Ocean has not paid the regulato ry assessment 
fees required by Section 364 . 336 , Florida Statutes , and Rule 25 -
4.0161, Flori da Administrative Code, for the year 1996. The 
regulatory assessment fee form was mailed t o Ocean in December, 
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1996, for the period o f January 1 , 1996, through December 31 , 1996 . 
Pursuant t o Rule 25 - 4. 01 61 (2) , Florida Administrative Code , the 
form and applicable f ees a r e due to the Florida Public Service 
Commi ssion by January 30 of the subsequent year . Ocean was 

notified of its delinquency on June 3 , 1997 . Ocean has been given 
ade quate oppo rtunity t o pa y . The Commission ' s correspondence 
regarding the regulato ry assessment f ees was signed for and 
rece i ved . To dat e , Ocean has not paid the required fees . 

Fo r the reaso n described above , pursuant to Rule 25-
24.514 (1) (b ) and (c) , Florida Admi nis t rative Code , we find it 
appropri ate t o cancel Ocean ' s ce r tificate , unless Ocean pays a 
$500 fine f o r failure t o comply with Sectio!1 364 . 336 , Florida 
Statutes , and Rule 25- 4 . 0161 , Florida Administrative Code , and 
remi t s all past due regulatory assessment fees , along with 
statuto ry penalties and inter est charges , to the Florida Public 
Serv ice Commissio n. Ocean must comply with these requirements 
within five business days fr om the date this Order becomes final . 
The fine will be remi t ted to the Compt r oller fo r deposit in the 
State of Florida Genera l Revenue Fund , pur suant to Section 364 . 516 , 
Flo rida Statut e s . 

When the appropr i a te f ees , statutor y penalties , interest 
charges , and fine are r ecei ve d , this docket shall be closed . 
Sho uld Ocean f a il t o comply with this Or der within five business 
days from the date t his Order becomes final , Ocean shall have its 
c ert i fi c ate c anc e l ed and the docket will be closed . The 
cancellation of the certificate a nd the closing of the docket in no 
way diminishes Ocean ' s obligation to pay applicable delinquent 
regulato ry assessment f ees , statutor y penalties , and interest 
charges. 

Sho uld Ocean's certificate be canceled, all certificated local 
exchange companies are i nst r ucted to discontinue service to Ocean , 
pursuant to Rule 25- 2 4 . 5 10 , Florida Administrative Code , 
Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity Required . Any 
certi fic ated l ocal exchange compa n y providing service to Ocean must 
c ontact the Commissio n at the conclusion of the r esponse period 
indicate d here i n i n o r der to determine if Ocean ' s certificate has 
been c anc eled . 

Based o n t he f o r egoing , it is 

ORDERE D b y the Flor ida Public Service Commission that Ocean 
Tele communi cat ions , Inc . must pay the past due regulatory 
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assessment fees, statutor y penalties, interest c harges , and a $500 
fine to the florida Public Service Commi ssion for failure to comply 
with Section 364 . 336, florida Statutes , and Rule 25-4 . 0161 , florida 
Administrative Code, within five business days from the date this 
Order becomes final. The fine will be transmitted to the 
Comptroller for deposit in the State of florida General Revenue 
fund . It is fu r ther 

ORDERED that should Ocean Telecommun ications , Inc . fail to 
comply with this Order , Ocean Telecorrunun ica tions , Inc .' s 
certificate shall be canceled, and the docket shall be closed . It 
is further 

ORDERED that the cancellation o f the certificate and the 
closing of the docket in no way diminishes 
Ocean Telecommunications , Inc. ' s obligat ion to pay applicable 
delinquent regulatory assessment fees, statutory penalties , and 
interest charges. It is further 

ORDERED that all certificated local exchange companies s ha ll 
discontinue service to Ocean Telecommun ications , Inc . upon 
verification of the cancellation of the certificate at tr.e 
conclusion of the response period set for th in this Order . It is 
further 

ORDERED that the provisions of this Orde r , issued as proposed 
agency action , shall become final and effective unless an 
appropriate petit i on, in the form provided by Rule 25- 22 . 036 , 
Florida Administrative Code , is received by the Director , Divi sion 
of Records and Reporting , 2540 Shumard Oak Boulevard , Tallahassee , 
florida 32399- 0850 , by the close of business on the date set forth 
in the "Notice of fur ther Proceedings or Judicial Review" attached 
hereto . It is further 

ORDERED that in the event t his Order becomes final , this 
Docket shall be closed upon payment of the fi nes , and fees , or upon 
cancellation of the certi ficate .

The actio n proposed herein is preliminary in nature and will 
not become effective o r final , e xcept as provided by Rule 25-
22.029, Florida Administrative Code . Any person whose substantial 
interests are affected by the action proposed by this orde r may 
file a petition f o r a formal proceeding , as provided by Rule 25-
22 . 029 (4) , Florida Administ rative Code , in the form pro vided by 
Rule 25- 22 . 036(7) (a) and (f) , Florida Administrative Code . This 
petition must be rece ived by the Director , Division of Records and 
Reporting, 2540 Shumard Oak Boulevard, Tallahassee , Florida 32399-
0850 , by the close of business o n December 9 , 1997 . 
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In the absence of such a petition , this order shall become 
effect ive on the day subsequent to the above date as provided by 
Rule 25-22 . 029(6) , flo rida Administrative Code . 

Any objection or protest filed i n this docket before the 
issuance date of this order is considered abandoned unless it 
satisfies the foregoing conditions and is renewed within the 
specified protest period. 

If this o rder becomes final and effective on the date 
described above , any party substantially affected may request 
judicial review by the florida Supreme Court in the case of an 
electric, gas or telephone utility or by the first District Court 
of Appeal in the case o f a water or wastewater utility by filing a 
notice o f appeal with the Director, Division of Records and 
Reporting and filing a copy of the notice of appeal and the filing 
fee with the appropriate court . This filing must be completed· 
within thirty (30) days of the effective date of this order , 
pursuant to Rule 9.110 , f lorida Rules of Appellate Procedure. The 
notice o f appeal must be in the form specified in Rule 9 . 900(a) , 
florida Rules of Appellate Procedure.
