ORDER APPROVING INTERCONNECTION AGREEMENT 

BY THE COMMISSION : 

On September 15, 1997, Sprint-Florida, Incorporated (Sprint) 
and GTE Mobilnet of the South Incorporated (GTE Mobilnet) filed a 
request for approval of an interconnection agreement under the 
Telecommunications Act of 1996, 47 U.S.C. §252(e) of the 
Telecommunications Act of 1996 (the Act). The agreement is 
attached to this Order as Attachment A and incorporated by 
reference herein. 

Both the Act and Chapter 364, Florida Statutes, encourage 
parties to enter into negotiated agreements to bring about local 
exchange competition as quickly as possible. Under the 
requirements of 47 U.S.C. § 252(e), negotiated agreements must be 
submitted to the state commission for approval. Section 252(e) (4) 
requires the state to reject or approve the agreement within 90 
days after submission or it shall be deemed approved. 

This agreement covers a one-year period and governs the 
relationship between the companies regarding local interconnection 
and the exchange of traffic pursuant to 47 u.s.c. § 251 . Under 47 
U.S.C. S 252(a) (1), the agreement shall include a detailed schedule 
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of itemized charges for interconnection and each service or network 
element included in the agreement . 

Upon review of the proposed agreement, we believe that it 
complies with the Telecommunications Act of 1996; thus, we hereby 
approve it. Sprint and GTE Mobilnet are also required to file any 
subsequent supplements or modifications to their agreement with the 
Commission for review under the provisions of 47 U.S.C. § 252(e). 

Based on the foregoing, it is 

ORDERED by the Florida Public Service Commission that the 
interconnection agreement between Sprint-Florida, Incorporated and 
GTE Mobilnet of the South Incorporated, as set forth in Attachment 
A and incorporated by reference in this Order, is hereby approved. 
It is further 

ORDERED that any supplements or modifications to this 
agreement must be filed with the Commission for review under the 
provisions of 47 U. S.C. § 252(e). It is further 

ORDERED that this docket shall be closed.

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INTERCONNECTION AGREEMENT 

This Interconnection Agreement (the •Agreement;, is entered into by and 
between GTE Mobilnet of the South Incorporated \GTE. or •earrierj a Delaware 
C01'1)0ration, and Sprint, Florida, Inc. \Sprinr or •Company-), a Florida corporation, 
herein8fter collectively, '1he Parties•, entered into this 21• day of August. 1997. 

WHEREAS, the P..._ wiah to Interconnect their local exchange networb in a 
tlchnic8ly and economic8lly etftcient manner for the transmillion and termination of 
call, 10 that CUitomerl of each can aeamleuly naive calla that originate on the 
other's networt and place calla that terminate on the other's network; and 

WHEREAS, the P..._ Intend the rates, terms and conditions of this Agreement, 
and their peffonMnce of obligations thereunder, to comply with the Communications 
Ad of 1834, a amended by the Telecommunications Ad of 1888 (the •Acr), the Rules 
and Regulations of the Federal Communications Commission \FCC1, and the orders, 
rules and regulations of the Florida Public Service Commission (the •Commission1: and 

WHEREAS, the parties wish to replace any and all other priof agreements, both 
written and oral applicable to the state of Florida; 

Now, therefore, in consideration of the terms and conditions contained herein, 
GTE and Sprint hereby mutually agree u follows: 

PART A-GENERAL TERMS AND CONDIT10NS 

1.1 This AQraement. including Parts A. B, and c. specifies the rights 
and obligations of each party with respect to the estabtiahment. purchase, 
and ule of local Interconnection. This PART A eet1 forth the general 
terms and condltiona governing this Agreement. Certain terms used in 
thll Agreement lhd have the meanings defined in PART B -
DEFINrnoNS, or 81 otherwise elsewhere defined throughout this 
Agreement Other terms used but not defined herein wW have the 
meanings ascribed to them in the Ad. in the FCC's, and in the 
Commiaion's Rules and Regulations. PART C eeta forth, among other 
things, descriptions of the servicel, pricing, and technical and business 
requirements.

1.2 Sprint lhaU not discontinue any interconnection arrangement or 
Telaconmunicetiona Service provided or required hereunder without 
providing .GTE prior written notice of such discontinuation of such service 
or .nngement. Sprint agrees to cooperate with GTE with any transition 
resulllng from IUCh dilcontinuation of MNice and to minimize the impact 
to CUitomerl which ruy result from IUCh discontinuance of MNice. 
Sprint wl not reconfigure, raengineer or otherwise redeploy its networ1< in 
a manner which affects GTE'a Telecommunications Services provided 
hereunder, except in connection with network changes and upgrades 
where Sprint complies with Sections 51.325 through 51.335 of Title 47 of 
the Code of Federal Regulations. 

1.3 The aervicel and facilities to be provided to GTE by Sprint in 
aatiafaction of this Agreement may be provided pursuant to Sprint Tariffs 
and then cunent practices on file with the appropriate Commission or FCC 
and only to the extent that apecific terms and conditions are not described 
in the AgreerMnt. To the extent tariffs (exdudlng thole tariffs filed 
COnliltllnt wit\ the Ad or a Commiuion or FCC Order responding to the 
Act) .,. In ulltence on the date of the execution of this Agreement and 
further, to the extent that thole tarttrs conflict with the terms of this 
Agraemant, the tenns of the Agreement lhaU controt Going forward, 
hoMNer, should there be a conftict between the terms of this Agreement 
and any 8UCh tartfll or practicel, the terms of the tariff lhaU control to the 
extent allowed by law or Commiaion Order. 

2.1 This Agreement. and any amendment or modification hereof, will 
be aubmitted to the Commission for approval in accordance with Section 
252 cf the Ad.. Sprint and Carrier shaH use their belt efforts to obtain 
approval of this Agreement by any regulatory body having jurisdiction over 
this Agreement and to make any required tariff modifications in their 
respective tllriffa, if any. Carrier shall not order services under this 
Agreement before Approval Date except as may otherwise be agreed in

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writing between the Parties. In the event any governmental authority or 
agency rejects any provision hereof, ·the Parties shall negotiate promptly 
and in good t.ilh such revisions as may reasonably be required to achieve 
approval. 

2.2 Notwithltandlng the above proviaions, or any other provision in this 
Agreement. this Agreement and any Au.chmenta hereto are subject to 
auch change~ or modlllcationa with ..-pect to the rates, tern. or 
condllonl cont8ined tMnin a may be ordered or directed by the 
Commi11ion or the FCC, or a may be required to implement the result of 
an order or direction of a court of competent jurildiction with ..-pect to its 
review of any appeal of the decilion of the Commiuion or the FCC, in the 
exercile of their reepective jurildictionl whether aaid changes or 
rnodlftc8Ciona reeult from an order iuued on an appeal of the decision of 
the Commlllion or the FCC, a rulemaking proceeding, a generic 
irwaltiption, a ..,.proceeding, a codnglpricing proceeding, or an 
arblbation proceeding conducted by the Cornmiuion or FCC which 
appl 11 to Sprint or in which the Commiuion or FCC makes a generic 
delllrlnNdion to the extent that canter hM the right and/or opportunity to 
~ in Mid proceeding (regardlela of whether Carrier actually 
~.) Airy rates, terms or conditions thus developed or modified 
lhal be aubltltuted in pl.ce of thou previously in effect and shall be 
deemed to have been etrective under this Agreement as of the effective 
d8fll of the ftnal order by the court, Commiuion or the FCC, whether such 
action was commenced before or after the etfective date of this 
AQMement. If any auch modlftcation renders the Agreement inoperable or 
~ any ambiguity or requirMwnt for further amendment to the 
Agreement. the Partiel wil negotiate in good faith to agree upon any 
nece11ary .mendmentl to the Agreement Should the Parties be unable 
to reach ......,.... wlh respect to the applicability of such order or the 
resulting approprtat. modification~ to thil Agreement, the Parties agree to 
petition IUCh Commillion to estlblilh appropriate interconnection

2.3 In the event Sprint is required by any governmental authority or 
agency to file a tariff or make another similar filing in connection with the 
pedormance of any ection that would olherwile be governed by this 
Agreement, Sprint lhal make rusonlble efforts to provide to Carrier its 
prGpOIId tllltff prior to IUCh filing. The other aervicls covered by thiS 
Agreement and not covered by IUCh decision or order shall remain 
unaffected and shall remain in full force and effect.

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2.4 The Parties intend that any &4ditional services requested by either 
petty relating to the aubject matter of this Agreement will be incorporated 
into this Agraement by amendment. 

Secflon 3. Tenn and Tetmlnaflon 

3.1 Thia Agreement lhall be deemed effective thirty days after signing 
or upon the Appnwal Date, whichever il sooner. No order or request for 
let'Vicea under thll Agreement lhal be proce~Md until this Agreement is 
10 approved unleu otherwtle agreed to, In wrtUng by the Parties. 

3.2" EXcept • provided herein, Sprint and carrier agree to provide 
..vice to eech olher on the tenna defined in this Agreement for a period 
of one (1) ~.and...._,.. the Agreement lhall continue in force and

3.3 Either perty may terminate this Agreement at the end of the term by 
providing wrttttln notice of temW1ation to the other party, such written 
notice to be provided at least ninety (80) days In advance of the date of 
termklation. In the event of auch tennination pursuant to this Section 3.3, 
for ..vice arrangements made available under this Agreement and 
exiltlng at the time of tennination, thole arrangements shall continue 
wllhout interruption under either (a) a new agreement executed by the 
P.a., or (b) ltandard interconnection tenna and conditions contained in 
Sprint's t8rtlf or olher aubdlute document that are approved and made 
gel*8ly effective by the Commilaion or the FCC. 

3.4 In the ...t of cWautt. either Party may terminate this Agreement 
in whole or in pert provided that the no~Miefaulting Party 10 8dvisea the 
defaulllng Party in wrtling of the event of the alleged default and the 
defaulting Party does not rwnedy the alleged default within 60 days after ..-.n notice tNnof. Default Ia defilled to include: 

a. Either Party's inlolvency or initiation of 
bankruptcy or receivership proceedings by or against the 
Party; or . 

b. Either Party's material breach of any of the 
terms or conditions hereof, including the failure to make any 
undilputed payment when due. · 

3.5 TenNnation of this Agre8ment for any cause shall not release 
either Party from any llablHty which at the time of termination has already

accfued to the other Party or which thereafter may accrue in respect to 
any IICt or omialion prior to tenninatioft or from any obligation which is 
expressly stated herein to survive termination. 

3.6 If either Party sella or trades substantially all of its assets used to 
provide Teleconvnunicationa Services in a particular exchange or group of 
exchanges, that Party may tenninate this Agreement in whole or in part 
a to a particular exchange or group of exchanges upon sbcty (60) days 
prior written notice. 

Secflon 4.. C,..,.. Md Payment 

4.1 In consideration of the aervices provided by Sprint under this 
Agreement, C8rrier shall pay the charges Ht forth in Attachment I subject 
to the provlaiona of Sectio..,. 2.2 and 2.3 hereof. 

4.2 Subject to the terms of this Agreement, Parties agree to pay one 
another within thirty (30) days from the Bill Date. If the payment due date 
il a Satutday, Sunday or a designated bank holiday, payment shall be 
made the next buaineu day. 

4.3 Billed amounts which are being investigated, queried, or for which 
claina have or may be filed, are not due for payment until such 
inveatigationa, claims. or queries have been fully resolved in accordance 
wMh the provisions governing dispute resolution of this Agreement. 

4.4 Ming Party wl •••• late payment charges to the other Party in 
IICCOrdance with the applicable tariff or, if there is no tarttf. a late payment 
charge will be •••aed which il equal to the 1euer of one and one-half 
percent (1 112"-) or the maximum rate allowed by law per month of the 
balance due, unt1 the amount due. including late payment charges, is 
paid In ful. 

4.5 Sprint wiR not accept any new or amended order for 
Telecommunications Services. Unbundled Netwoftt Elements, 
Interconnection or other services under the terms of this Agreement from 
Carrier while any past due, undisputed charges remain unpaid. 

Section I. Audlfa and &amlnatlou 

5.1 Aa used herein •Audit" shall mean a comprehensive review of 
services perfonned under this Agreement. Either party (the •Requesting

5.2 Upon thirty (30) dty~ written notice by the Requesting Party to 
Audited Party, Requesting Party lhal have the right through its authorized 
representative to make an Audit, during normal business hours, of any 
records, account1 and proceaea which contain information bearing upon 
the provillon of the I8IVicel pnwided and performance atandarda agreed 
to under thll Agreement. Within the abcMt-delcribed 3Ckiay period, the 
Partiellhall....anably agree upon the ICOP8 of the Audit, the 
docunentS lnd pnScel•• to be reviewed, and the time, place and 
nwuw in which the Audit lhal be performed.

The I'UIOMble COlt of tpeeill data extraction 
required by the Requeating Party to conduct the Audit will be paid for by 
the Requeati~g Party. For purpo~e~ of thil Section 5.3, a •Special Data 
exncaon•lhal mean the crution of an output record or informational 
report (from exilting data flea) th8t ia not created in the normal course of 
bulinaa. If My program il developed to Requesting Party's 
tp8Ciftcationa and 8t Requesting Party's expenu, Requesting Party shall 
lpeclfy 8t the time of request whether the program is to be retained by 
Audited party for reute for any IUbaequent Audit. 

5.4 Adjuatmentl, credits or paymentalhall be made and any corrective 
.ction lhal canmence within thirty (30) deya from Requeating Party's 
receipt of the final audit report to compenaate for any errors or omisaions 
which .,. dilcla1ed by such Audit and _.. agreed to by the Parties. The 
higt.t i--rate allowable by l8w for oommercial tranaactiona shall be 
atleaed and lhall be computed by compounding daily from the time of 
the CMfCharge to the day of paynwrt or credit. 

5.5 Ne._ the right to audit nor the right to receive an adjustment shall 
be affeceed by any ataternent to the contrary appearing on checks or 
othelwile, unleu such statement expreuly waiving such right appears in 
writing, ia ligned by the authorized repnll8ntative of the party having such 
right and II delivered to the other party in a manner sanctioned by this 
Agreement. 

5.8 This Section 5 shall survive expiration or termination of this 
Agreement for a period of one (1) year after expiration or termination of 
thil Agreement.

Any intellectual property which origiMtes from or is devetoped by a Party 
lhall remain in the exclusive ownership of that Party.
