proceeding pursu ant to Rule 25-22.029 , Fl o rida Admin.istrative 
Code . 

The respect ive companies listed in the caption of this 
0 1dc r fi l ed .:~pp li cat i ons f or a cert ificate to provirte pay 
te l epho ne service (PATS). These application:> ~Jere fil ed 
pursuant to Section 364.33, florida Statutes (1985), which 
provides that no pe r son can begin const ruction or operation of 
a te lephone line, plant or system without first obtaining from 
t hi s Commission a certificate of public convenience and 
necessity. 

By Order No. 14132, i ssued February 27, 1985, this 
Commiss i o n authorized the provision of competitive pay 
telepho ne service on a toll-only basis in addition to t he PATS 
t ha t i s c urrent ly provided by the local exchange companies. 
t::( (ect ive June .!4, 1985 , Sect i on 364.335(4), F l o rida Statutes 
(1985). was ame nded t o expand our authority to grant to PATS 
providers the autho rity to offer local PATS in add.ition to the 
previously allowel.l to ll PATS . In Order No. 14132, we set "orth 
t he requirement s for certification of PATS providers as we ll as 
t he t e rms , cond iti on s , service s t anda r d s and rates that apply 
to the prov i sion o f PATS . Addi. t i onally, \ole required PATS 
providers to comply with the requirements of Section 3SO.ll3, 
florida Statutes , which imposes a regulatory assessment fee. 
we also required e ach PATS provider to report to the Commission 
the number of pay te l ephone instruments that it operates in 
Flo rida . Thi s r epo r t should be filed in conjuncti on with a 
PATS provider ' s paymc nL of its regul atory assessment fee to 
this Comm1ssio n. further , in o rde r t o obtain service frorn a 
l oca l exchange company fo r a PATS instrument, each PATS 
prov i der must s pec ifica lly reques t a co in access line from the 
servi ng local exchange company. 
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PATS providers are subject to the provisions of 
25 -24.505 t hrough 25-24.520, Florida Administrative 
These rules govern the o pe rati o n of PATS.

In reviewing the applications of the Companies, we find 
that they contain the information required for certification as 
set forth in Order No. 14132 and the Rules cited above . Based 
on the foregoing , we propose to grant to each of the companies 
li s t ed in the caption of t h is Orde r a certificate to provide 
to ll and l ocal public pay te le~hone service cons iste nt with the 
conditions and requirements se t forth in Rules 25-24 . 505 
through 25-24.520, Florida Administrative Code. 

The dockets li ste~ in t his Order will be c l osed following 
exp irat i o n of the pe riod s pec ifi e d in t hi s Order unless an 
appropriate pet ition for hea Ling, protest ing a s pecific 
application, i s fil ed by one whose substantial interests may or 
will be affected by t hi s proposed agency action, as provided by 
Flo ri da Administrative Code Rules 25-22. 029 and 25-22.036 
( 7 )( a ). A petition pro t est ing a spec i fic app licatiu n filed by 
o ne whose s ubs tantial interests are affected wi 11 not prevent 
our proposed action from becoming fina l as to any other 
appli cation l isted in t hi s Order. 

I t is, t herefo re, 

ORDERED by t he Florida Public Service Conuniss i on that the 
app licants listed in the c aption of this Order be granted a 
cer tificate to provide public pay telephone service subject to 
alL t he c o nditions stated in the body of this Order. It is 
fu r the r 

ORDERED that a petition protesting a specific application, 
f iled by one whose s ubstantial interests are affected, will not 
prevent t he action proposed herei n from becoming final as to 
other applications listed in the Order.

a ppea l with the Direc tor, Divi s ion of Records and Reporting and 
filing a c opy of the notice o f appea l and the filing fee with 
the appropriate court. Thi s filing mus l be completed within 
thirty (30) days of the ef!ect i ve da t e of this order, pursuant 
to Rule 9.110, Florida Rules of Appellate Procedure . The 
not ice of appe a l mu s t be in the form specified in Rule 
9 . 900(a), Florida Rul es o r Appe llate Procedure.
