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QRDER SUSPENDING TARIFfS fiLED B'i GULF POWER COMPANY 

I BY THE COMMISSION :

On September 18 , 1990, we voted to adopt new rules on 
c ogeneration and small power produc t ion. In order t o implement the 
rulos, we aloo voted to require the investor-owned utilities to 
til generation expansion plans , standard interconnection 
agreements and t riffs for the purc hase of capacity and Pnergy from 
qualitying facilities by October 30 , 1990 . 

On October 30, 1990 , Gulf Power Company f iled its generation 
exp~noion plan, a Standard Rate COG-1, a standard Rate COG- 2 , a 
St ndard Of!cr Contract for the Purchase of Firm Capacity and 
Energy and an Interconnect ion Agreement. Gulf Power Compa ny did 
no t file a revised Interconnect ion Agreement . 

Unloas we take action to s u spend these t ariffs, they will go 
into of act o n December 28 , 1990 . Because of the extensive nature 
of the changes to the tariffs , additional time i s needed t o 
invest i gate the tariffs. 

A he ring is needed t o review the COG-2 firm capacity and 
on rgy tariff, tho Standard Offer Contract for the Purchase of Firm 
C pac 1ty and Energy , a nd the generation expansion p lan upon wh ich 
·h ariffs arc based . Hearing dates wi ll be ~eservcd to provide 
nll pnrtica with t ho opportunity to comment o n Gulf Power ' s 
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generation expansion plans an on the terms and conditions in their 
tariffs . We will then approve, disapprove, or modify these 
filings . 

In addition, the new rule on cogeneration and small power 
production (Rule 25-17.087 , Florida Administrative Code) would 
dictate tha t Gulf Powor Company file a revised interconnection 
agreement which inc orporates the following changes : 

1. tho agreement should require a certificate of 
in urancc rather than a certified copy or 
duplicate original of an insurance policy; 

2 . the agreement s h ould require Gulf Power 
Compa ny to be a n additional named insured on 
the Qualifying Facility's insurance policy 

Accordingly, i t is

ORDERED by the Florida Public Service Commission tha t the I 
Standard Rate COG-1, Standard Rate COG-2, Standard Offer Contracts 
tor the PurchaGe of Firm capacity and Energy , filed by Gulf Power 
Compa ny on October 30 ,1990 , are hereby suspended . It is further 

ORDERED that Gulf Power Company shall file with this 
Commission a revised interconnection agreement which i ncorporates 
these changes set forth i n the body of this Order.

060, Florida 
Administrative Code; or 2) judicial review by the Florida Supr~me 
Court in tho case of a n electric, gas or telephone utility or the 
First District Court of Appeal in the case of a water or sewer 
utili ty by filing a notice of appeal with the Director, Divisio n of 
Rocord s and Reporting and filing a copy of the notice of appeal and 
t ho filing fee with the appropriate court. This filing must be 
completed within th i rty (30) days after the issuance of this order, 
pursuant to Rule 9 . 110 , Florida Rules of Appe llate Proce dure . The 
no icc o f appeal mun t be in the form specified in Rule 9.900 (a), 
Florida Rules of Appellate Procedure . 
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
