The Lawtey Exchange serves the smsll town of Lawtey, population 707,
and the surrounding rural area in Bradford County. The primary local
source of employment is the Lawtey Correctional Facility and the agricul-
ture/timber industries. In addition, the correctional facilities at Luke
Butler and Raiford provide another important source of employment., The
goods and services available here would be extremely basic, and mest goods
and cervices would be obtained in the nearby town of Starke. For more
sophisticated retall and medical services and for entertainment, most
residents would look to the Orange Purk/Jacksonviile area as the primary
source. The Gainesville wres would be a secondary sourece.

The community of intereat on the Keystone Heights to Lawtey route
would be minimal for most Keystone Hoights residents. The larger town of
Keystone Heights would have no reliance on the tiny town of Lawtey for
goods, cervices, medical care, or smployment, although a small percentage
ef the population may be employed at the Lawtey Correctional Institution.
In addition, the two exchanges are gusgraphically separated from sach
other by the Starke Independent Compuny exchange. A small portion of the
Keystone Heights Exchange is located in Bradford County, and the Lawtey
Exchange is also located in Bradford County. Hoewever, the Bradford County
seat is located in Starke, and thus {hers should be little or no need te
call Lawtey for county services.




Keystone Heights %o Raiford Exchapge

The Keystone Heights Exchange is located primarily in Clay County,
with a small portion loceted in Bradford County. The area servad is rural
in nature, with exception of the town of Keystone Heights, population
1193. The primary sources of local employment are related to agriculture,
timber, and services. In addition, the headquarters of Clay Electric
Co-op is located hera. The Kaystone Heights ures is dotted with lakes,
which have attracted many to the srea for retirement or vacation homes.
The area offers most basic goods and services, but for enhanced shopping,
antertainment, and services, most residents would rely on the Orange Park
area. This would also be true to somo degree with employment, though many
Keystone residents drive great distances to go to work. Hhile many resi-
dents have jobs in Orange Park and Jacksonviile, some residents are em-
ployed in Gainesville, und slso st the sorrections| institutions in Lawtey
and Raiford. For medics! cure other than the most basic, most residents
would rely on facilities in Orange Park, Jacksonville, or Gaineaville,

The Raiford Exchange serves the northeast portion of Union County,
including the small town of Raiford, population 242, and the surrounding
rural area. The primary sources of employment are the numarous prisons _
located in the local area. These include the Union Correctional Institution
- Reiford, the Florida State Prison - Starks, the North Florida Reception
Center = Lake Butler, The Lawtey Corroctional Institution ~ Lawtey, snd
the New River Correctional Institute - Starks. Timber and transportation
companies are also significant employnrs. The goods and services avail-
able in Raiford would be extremsly banic, and most would be obtained in
the naarby town of Starke. For more sophisticated retail and medicsl ser-
vices and for entertalnment, most residents would look to the Orange
Park/Jackeonville area as their primary source. The Gainesville ares
would sarve as their secondary source,

The community of interest on the Keystone Heights to Raiford route
would be minimal for most Keystone Heights residentc. The larger town of
Kayutone Heights would have no reliance on the tiny town of Rsiferd for
goods, services, medical care, or employment, although a small percentage
of the population may be employed at the Union Correctionsl Institution in
Raiford. In addition, the two exchanges are geographically separated from
each other by the Starke Independent Company Exchange. They are sise
served by different county governments. T
