ORDER APPROVING TARIFF FILING

Central Telephone Company of Florida (Centel or the Company ) I 
filed proposed revisions to its General Customer Services Tariff 
adding Centrex f eatures for the State of Florida on Marc h 7 , 199 1 . 
This proposal will ad Enhanced Uniform Call Distribution (EUCD) and 
Direct Sta tion Selection/Busy Lamp Field (DSS/BLF) to Meridian 
Business Set s (MBS ) in state governme nt offices. 

Centel used a fully allocated cost method for these features . 
It also priced the service at its c ost p l us return pur s ua nt to a 
contrac t with the State. The Company's cost project ions for EUCD 
amount to $222.24/feature/month (monthly proposed rate: $222 . 00 ). 
The costs for DSS/BLF are projec ted to be $275 . 90/featurefmonth 
(monthly proposed rate: $275 . 90). 

The costs developed for these features appear to be 
reasona ble. The features are purchased separately by the loc al 
exchange company for each customer, so fluctuations in demand 
should not have much beari ng on the features ' costs. Therefore we 
do not object to the Company charging a price to the state that 
equals the projected costs plus the Company's rate of return for 
providing the serv ice. 

We believe this t a riff is appropriate. The Department of 
General services has indicated that the service and r ates proposed 
are consistent with its contract. FUrthermore, we are satisfied 
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tha t the service will recover i ts costs and is i n the public 
interest. 

Based on the foregoing, it is 

ORDERED by t he Florida Public Service Commission that Central 
Telephone Company of Florida's tariff filing proposi ng t o provide 
Enhanced Uniform Call Distribution and Direct Station 
Selecti on/Busy Lamp Field is hereby approved. It is further 

ORDERED that this tariff shall become effective as of M~y 27, 
1991. It is further 

ORDERED that any protest of this Order shall be filed pursuant 
to the requirements set f orth below. It is f urther 

ORDERED that if a timely protest is filed pursuant to the 
requirements set forth below , all increased revenues resulting from 
this filing shall be hel d subject to refund.

ORDERED that i f no protest is filed pursuant to the 
requirements set forth below, this docket shall be closed.

Any objection or protest filed in this docket before the I 
issuance date of thin Order is considered abandoned unless it 
satisfies the foregoing conditions and is renewed within the 
specified protest period. 

If this Order becomes final on the date described above , any 
party adversely affected may request judicial rev iew by the Florida 
Supreme Court in the case of an electric, gas or telephone utility 
or by the First District Court of Appeal in the case of a water or 
sewer utility by filing a notice of appeal with the Director, 
Division of Records and Reporting and filing a copy of the notice 
of appeal and the filing fee with the appropriate court . This 
filing must be completed withi n thirty (30) days o f the date this 
Order becomes final, purs11ant to Rule 9. 110, Florida Rules of 
Appellate Procedure. The notice of appeal must be in the form 
specified in Rule 9.900(a), Florida Rules of Appellate Procedure. 
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
