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ORPEB APfROVING TABIFF TO DISCONTINUE BET.I.BOY PAGING SERYICE 
IN DAYTONA BEACH. GAINESVILLE. PANAMA CITY. AND PENSACOLA 

BY THE CO~SSION: 

On January 21, 1994, BellSouth Teleco-unications, Inc. d/b/a 
Southern Bell Telephone and Telegraph Company (Southern Bell) filed 
proposed revisions to its General Subscriber Service Tariff. 
Southern Bell proposes to discontinue its Bellboy paginq service in 
Daytona Beach, Gainesville, Panama City, and Pensacola. 

Bellboy paging service is a one-way signalinq arranqement 
which is activated from any telephone connected to the exchange 
network throuqh a base station to a personal siqnaling receiver. 

Due to increased competition from other paqinq companies, 
Bellboy paqinq aervice has lost subscribers and is no lonqer 
profitable for Southern Bell. In Gainesville, Panama City, and 
Pensacola, there are no subscribers to the service. In Daytona 
Beach, there is one subscriber. Sun Paqe Communications signed an 
asset purcbaae agreement with southern Bell for the Daytona Beach 
syst- and agreed to continue to serve the Daytona Beach subscriber 
until that subscriber's contract expires. 
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Upon consideration, we find that Southern Bell's tarif f to 
discontinue Bellboy paqinq service should be approved, effective 
March 22, 1994. 

It is, therefore, 

ORDERED by the Florida Public Service Commission that Southern 
Bell's proposed tariff to discontinue Bellboy paqing service in 
Daytona Beach, Gainesville, Panama City, and Pensacola is approved, 
with an effective date of March 22, 1994. It is further 

ORDERED that if a protest is filed in accordance with the 
requirement set forth below, the tariff shall remain in effect with 
any increase in revenues held subject to refund pending resolution 
of the protest. It is further 

ORDERED that if no protest is filed in accordance with the 
requirement set forth below, this docket shall be closed.

In the absence of such a petition, this order shall become 
final on the day subsequent to the above date. 

Any objection or protest filed in this docket before the 
issuance date of this Order is considered abandoned unless it 
satisfies the foregoing conditions and is renewed within the 
specified protest period. 

If this Order becomes final on the date described above, any 
party adversely affected aay request judicial review by the Florida 
Supr ... Court in the case of an electric, gas or telephone utility 
or by the Firat District Court of Appeal in the case of a water or 
wastewater utility by filing a notice of appeal with the Director, 
Division of Records and Reporting and filing a copy of the notice 
of appeal and the filing fee with the appropriate court. This 
filing aust be co~apleted within thirty (30) days of the date this 
Order beco ... final, pursuant to Rule 9.110, Florida Rules of 
Appellate Procedure. The notice of appeal must be in the form 
specified in Rule 9.900(a), Florida Rules of Appellate Procedure. 
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
