The AIN ia 

an evolutionary talecoaaunicationa platfora that utilize• the 

infraatructure of ~ existing awitch baaed network and Coaaon 

Channel aiqnalinq Syat- 7 (CCS7) architecture. The AIN 

architecture introduces centralized computer devices to boat 

aervioe applications taat are inteqrated vith atored Proqt'aa 

control .witch r .. ident software, CCS7, and IAteqrated services 

Digital lletvork (ISDM) protocol. 
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8ervloe •eatureaa AIIC Service ia a new telecoaannicationa aervice 

in Florida. lfo Florida LBC currently offera the ANC service to ita 

cuatOJiera. ANC service offers featuraa which are currently 

unavailable to Florida auatoaera. calla to an ANC aervice nwaber 

aay be routed to the aoat appropriate subscriber location baaed 

upon tbe following 4 categories: (1) tiaa-of-day, (2) day-of-weak, 

(3) percent distribution of calla, and/or (4) vir• canter locations 

of the end uaer. 

ANC Service ia able to route both local and toll calla 

LATAwide. Where toll cbarg .. apply they will be paid for by the 

ANC aubacriber and not the end users initiating the toll calla. 

ANC Service requirea a 7-digit dedicated NXX; the 203 llXX will 

be uaed for ANC aervice. All calla to the 203-X.XX.X nwaber will be 

billed aa local froa the end user; any associated toll charge will 

be reverae billed to the ANC Service aubscriber at existing toll 

ratea for that duration, and time-of-day period. 

cuatoaer xapaota SBT anticipate• that aoae buaineaaea with 

IIUltiple locationa will find. the ANC Service attractive. These SBT 

aW.cribera are expected to find ANC service to be a useful aervica 

aaaiatinq thea to improve communications between tbeaaelvea and 

their customers. While aoat SBT customers are not expected to 

aW.crlbe to the .. rvice, those that do will iapact other SBT 

cuatoaera who will not have to aake toll calla to businesses 

aW.cribinq to the ANC Service. Additionally, aa with the existing 

Storefind.er aervica, auch customers would only have to rea8lllber one 

7-diqit nWiber to contact the particular customer aubscribing to 

the ANC Service.
