Thia proceeding began when the City of Haines City ( •HC" l 

passed a resolution requesting extended .srea service c•EAS• ) from 

the HC exchange to all other exchanges in Polk County. A hearing 

was held on April 22, 1997, in HC. Sprint sponsored the testimony 

of one witnesa, Sharon E. Harrell, which waa stipulated into the 

record without ~roes -examination. (Tr. 166 . J Sprint also 

sponsored one exhibit (Exh. 3, SEH-1 ) , the contents of which are 

confidential, and -hich waa admitted into evidence at Tr . 165 .

!"XC POSITIOM 

The Haines City to Pt. Meade route ia the only r oute in this 

docket that involves Sprint. The calling patterns on this route do 

not meet the COftlftlisaion's requirements to qualify for balloting for 

flat-rate, non-optional EAS. nor are they close enough t o warrant 

any alternative form of toll relief. The testimony at the hearing 
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did not show a sufficient community of interest betwe~n HC and Ft. 

Meade to justify any alternative toll relief.

Meade as an 

important route was Ma. Deal, vho felt that way because her parents 

live there . [Tr . 160]. While there may be a need for alternative 

toll relief on other routes involving HC in this case, the 

Commission ahould not find a community of interest sufficient to 

warrant alternative toll relief on the HC to Ft . Meade route.
