ORDER ESTABLISHING PROCEDURE 

This matter was set for hearing upon AmeriSteel , Inc .' s 
protest of Order No. PSC-97-0499-FOF- EI . Order No . PSC- 97-0499-

FOF-EI proposed an extension and modification for 1998 and 1999 to 

the current plan to record additional expenses . 

The scope of this proceeding shall be based upon the issues 

listed in Attachment A to this Order, unless modified by Or der of 
the Prehearing Officer or t he Cornrnissio:1 . The hearing will be 

conducted according to the provisions of Chapter 120, Florida 

Statutes , and the rules of this Commission . 

Discovery 

a. Due t o the expedited time schedule for this proceeding, 

all discovery requests and responses shall be served either by 
next - day express or hand delivery . All discovery responses shall 

be served wi thin twenty (20) days of receipt o f the discovery 

request. There shall be no extra t ime for mailing . 

b. When discovery reques ts are served and the respondent 

intends to obj ect to or ask for c l arification of the discovery 
request , the objection or request fo r clarification shall be made 

within ten days of service of the discovery r equest . This 
procedure is intended to reduce delay in resolving discovery 

disputes. 

c. The hearing in this docket is set for 9 : 00a . m., Tuesday , 

November 25, 1997. Wednesday , November 26 , 1 997 ha s also been 

reserved for this proceeding. Unless authorized by the Pr ehearing 

Officer for good cause shown, all discovery shall be completed by 
Tuesday, November 18, 1997. All interrogatories, requests for 

admissions, and requests for production of documents shall be 
numbered sequentially in order to facil itate their i dentification . 

The discovery requests will be numbered sequentially within a set

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and any subse quent d iscovery r equests will continue the sequential 

numbering system. Unless subsequently modif ied by the Prehearing 

Officer , the f ollowing shall apply: interrogatories , including all 

subparts , shall be li~ited to 200 , and requests for production of 

d o cuments , including all subparts, shall be limited to 200 . 

d . Any informat ion provided pursuant to a discovery r equest 

for which proprietary c o n fidential business information status is 

requested shall be treated by the Commission and the parties as 

confidential . The information shall be exempt from Section 

119. 07 ( 1) , Florida Statutes, pending a formal ruling on such 

request by the Commission , or upon the return of the information to 

the person providing the information . If no determinati on of 

confidentiality has been made and the information has not been made 

a part of the evidentiary record in the proceeding , it shall be 

returned expeditiously to the person providing the information . If 

a determination of confidentiality has been made and the 

information was not entered into the record of the proceeding , it 

shall be returned to the person providing the information within 

the t i me period set f orth in Section 366 . 093 , Florida Statutes .

Prefiled Testimony and Exhibits 

Pursuant t o Rule 25-22 . 048, Florida Adminis trative Code , each 

party shal l prefile, in writing, all testimony that it intends to 

sponsor. Such t estimony shall b e typed on 8 ~ inch x 11 inch 

transcript- quality paper , double spaced, with 25 numbered lines, on 

consecutively numbered pages, with left margins sufficien t to allo w 

for binding (1.25 inches) . 

Each exhibi t intended to support a witness' prefiled testimony 

shall be attached to tha t witness ' testimony when filed, identified 

by h i s or her initials , and consecutively numbered beginning with 

1 . All other known exhibits shall b e marked for identific ation at 

the p rehearing conference. After an opportunity for opposing 

parties to object to introduction of the exhibits and to cross­

examine t h e witness sponsoring them, exhibits may be offered into 

e vidence at the hearing. Exhibits accepted i nto evidence at the 
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hearing shall be numbered sequentially . The pages of eac h exhibit 
shall also be numbered sequentially prior to filing with 1:he 

Commission . 

An original and fifteen copies of all testimo ny and exhibits 
shall be prefi led with the Director , Division of Records and 
Reporting by the close of business, which is 5:00p. m. , on the date 
due. A copy of all prefiled testimony and exhibits shall be served 
by mail or hand delivery to all other parties and staff no later 
than the date filed with the Commission . Failure of a party to 
timely prefile exhibits and testimony from any wi tness in 
accordance with the f oregoing requirements may bar admission of 
such exhibits and testimony . 

Prehearing Statement 

Pursuant to Rule 25-22 . 038(3), Florida Administrative Code , a 
prehearing statement shall be requi red of all parties in this 
docket. Staff will also file a prehearing statement . The original 
and fifteen copies of each prehearing sta1:ement shall be prefi led 
with the Director of the Division of Record s and Reporting by the 
close of business , which is 5:00p.m. , on the date due . A copy of 
the prehearing statement shall be served on all other parties and 
staff no later than the date it is filed with the Commission. 
Failure of a party to timely file a prehearing statement shall be 
a waiver of any issue not raised by other parties or by the 
Commission. In addition , such failure shall preclude the party 
from presenting testimony in suppo rt of its p osit ion . Such 
prehearing statements shall set forth the following information in 
the sequence listed below. 

(a) the name of all known witnesses that may be called by the 
party , and the subject matter of their testimo ny; 

(b) a description of all known exhibi ts that may be used by 
the party, whether they may be identified on a composite 
basis, and the witness sponsoring each ; 

(c) a statement of basic position in the proceeding; 

(d) a statement of each questio n of fact the party 
considers at issue, the party ' s position on each 
such issue, and which of the party's wi tnesses will 
address the issue; 
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(e) a statement of eac h question of law the party 
c onsiders at issue and the party's position on each 
such issue; 

(f) a statement of each policy question the pa rty 
considers at issue, the party's po sition on each 
such issue, and which of the party's witnesses will 
addre ss the issue; 

(g) a statement of issues that have been st ipulated to 
by the parties ; 

(h) a statement of all pending motio ns or other matters 
the party seeks action upon ; and 

(i) a statement as to any requi rement set forth in this 
order that cannot be complied with , and the reasons 
therefore . 

Prehearing Conference 

A prehearing conference will be held in this docket at 1: 30 
p.m., Monday , November 17 , 1997 , Room 148, Betty Easley Con ference 
Center, 4075 Esplanade Way, Tallahassee , Florida . The conditions 
of Rule 25-22.038 (5) (b) , Florida Adminis t ra tive Cod e , shall be 
observed. Any party who fails to attend the prehea ring conference , 
unless excused by the Prehearing Officer , wi ll have waived all 
issues and p ositions raised in that party ' s prehearing statement . 

Prehearing Procedure: Waiver of Issues 

Any issue not raised by a party prior to the issuance of the 
prehearing order shall be waived by that party, except for good 
cause shown. A party seeking to raise a new issue after the 
issuance of the prehearing order shall demonstrate that: it was 
unable to identify the issue because of the complexity of the 
matter; discovery or other prehearing procedures were not adequate 
to fully develop the issue; due diligence was exercised to obtain 
facts touching on the issue ; information obtained subsequent to the 
issuance of the prehearing order was not previously available t o 
enable the party to identify the issue; and introduction of the 
issue could not be to the prejudice o r surprise of any party. 
Specific reference shall be made to the information received, and 
how it enabled the party to identify the issue. 
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Unless a matter is not at issue for that party, each party 
shall diligently endeavor in good faith to take a position on each 
issue prior to issuance of the prehearing order. When a party is 
unable to take a position on an issue, it shal l bring tha t fact to 
the attention of the Prehearing Officer. If the Prehearing Officer 
finds that the party has acted diligently and in good faith to take 
a p o s ition, and further finds that the party ' s failure to take a 
position will not prejudice other part ies or confuse the 
proceeding, the party may maintain "no position at this time " prior 
to hearing and thereafter identify its position in a p ost-hearing 
statement of issues . In the absence of such a finding by the 
Prehearing Officer , the party shall have wa ived the entire issue . 
When an issue and position have been properly identified, any party 
may adopt that issue and position in its post - hearing statement. 

Document Identification 

To facilitate the management of documents in this docket , 
exhibits will be n umbered at the Prehearing Conference . Each 
exhibit submitted shall have the following in the uppe r right - hand 
corner : the docket number, the witness's name , the wo rd "Exhibit " 
followed by a blank line for the exhibit number and the title o f 
the exhibit.

It is the policy of this Commission that all Commission 
hearings be open to the public at all times. The Commission also 
recognizes its obligation pursuant to Section 366 . 093 , Florida 
Statutes , to protect proprietary confidential business information 
from disclosure outside the proceeding . Any party wishing to use 
any proprietary confidential business information , as that term is 
defined in Section 366.093 , Florida Statutes , shall notify the 
Prehearing Officer and all parties of reco rd by the time of the 
Prehearing Conference, or if not known at that time , n o later than 
seven (7) days prior to the beginning o f the he aring. The notice 
s hall include a procedure to assure that the confidential nature of 
the information is preserved as required by statute . Fail ure of 
any party to comply with the seven day requirement described above 
shc:ll be grounds to deny the party the opportunity to present 
evidence which is proprietary confidential business information . 

When confidential information is used in the hearing , parties 
must have copies for the Commissioners, necessary staff , and the 
Court Reporter , in envelopes clearly marked with the nature of the 
contents. Any party wishing to examine the confidentia l material 
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that is not subject to an order granting confidentiality s hall be 
provided a copy in the same fashion as provided to the 
Commissioners , subject to execution of any appropriate protective 
agreement with the owner of the material. Counsel and witnesses 

are cautioned to avoid verbalizing confidential information i n such 
a way that would compromise the confidential information . 
Therefore, confidential information should be presen ted by written 
exhibit when reasonably possible to do so. At the c o nclusion of 
that portion of the hearing that involves confidential information, 
all copies of confidential exhibits shall be returned t o the 
proffering party. If a confidential exhibit has been admitted into 
evidence, the copy provided to the Court Reporter shal l be retained 
in the Division of Records and Reporting ' s confidential files. 

Post-hearing procedures 

Rule 25- 22.056{3) , Florida Administrative Code , requires eac h 
party to file a post-hearing statement of issues and posi tio ns . A 
summary of each position of no more than 50 words, set off with 
aster lsks, shall be included in that statement . If a party ' s 
position has not changed since the issuance o f the pre hearing 
order, the post-hearing statement may simply restate t he prehearing 
position; however, if the prehearing position is l onger than 50 
words , it must be reduced to no more than 50 words . The r ule also 
provides that if a party fails to file a post -hearing statement in 
conformance with the rule , that party shall have waived all issues 
and may be dismissed from the proceeding. 

A party ' s proposed findings of fact and conclusions of law , if 
any, statement of issues and positions, and brief , shall together 
total no more than 60 pages, and shall be filed at the same time . 
The prehearing officer may modify the page limi t for good cause 
shown. Please s ee Rule 25-22 . 0561 Florida Administrative Code, for 

other requirements pertaining to post-hearing filings. 

Based upon the foregoing , it is

Any party adversely affected by this order , wh ich is 
preliminary, procedural or intermediate in nature , may request : (1) 
r econsideration within 10 days pursuant to Rule 25- 22 . 0376 , Flor ida 
Administrative Code , if issued by a Prehearing Officer ; (2) 
reconsideration within 15 days pursua nt to Rule 25- 22 . 060 , Florida 
Administrative Code, if issued by the Commission ; o r (3) j ud icial 
review by the Florida Supreme Court, in the case of an elect r ic , 
gas or telephone utility, or the Firs t District Court o f Appeal, in 
the case of a water or wastewater utility . A motion for 
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reconsideration shall be filed with the Director , Division of 
Records and Reporting, in the form prescribed by Rule 25-22 . 060 , 
Florida Administ rative Code. Judicial review .of a prelimi na ry , 
procedural or intermediate r uling o r order is available if review 
of the final act ion wil l not provide an adequate remedy. Such 
review may be requested from t he appropriate court , as described 
above , pursuant to Rule 9.100 , Flor i da Rules of Appe llate 
Procedure.

ISSUE 5: Should FPL be authorized to record , in an unspecified 
depreciation reserve , an expense amount greater than the amoun ts to 
correct any depreciation reserve deficiency , write off the 
Unamo rtize d Loss on Reacquired Debt , correct any fossil 
dismantlement reserve deficiency , and correct any nuclear 
decommissioning r eserve deficiency? 

ISSUE 6: Should the Plan be extended f or 1998 and 1999 as set 
forth i n Order No . PSC- 97 - 0499- FOF- EI? 

ISSUE 7 : Should this docket be closed?
