NOTICE OF PROPOSED AGENCY ACTION 
ORDER IMPOSING FINE AND REQUIRING PAYMENT OF 

REGULATORY ASSESSMENT FEES OR CANCELING 
INTEREXCHANGE TELECOMMUNICATIONS CERTIFICATE 

AND DIRECTING CERTIFICATED INTEREXCHANGE 
TELECOMMUNICATIONS PROVIDERS 

TO DISCONTINUE SERVICE 

BY THE COMMISSION : 

NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN by the Florida Public Service 
Commission that the action discussed herein is preliminary in 
nature and will become final unless a person whose intereSLS are 
substantially affected files a petition for a formal proceeding , 
pursuant to Rule 25- 22.029 , Florida Administrative Code . 

Telcom United North , Inc ., (Telcom) , an interexcha~ge 

telecommunications carrier (IXC), currently holds certificate of 
public convenience and necessity number 3985 , issued by the 
Commission on April 15 , 1995, authorizing the provision of 
interexchange telecommunications service . Telecom has not paid the 
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regulatory assessment fees required by Section 364 . 336 , Florida 

Statutes , and Rule 25-4 . 0161 , Florida Adminis t rat i ve Code , for t h e 

year 1996. The regulatory assessment fee form was mailed to Telcom 

in December , 1995 for the period of Januar y 1 , 1996, through 

December 31 , 1996. Pursuant to Rule 25-4.0161 (2) , Flo rida 

Administrative Code , the form and appl icable fees are due to the 

Florida Public Service Commission by January 30 of the subsequent 

year. Telcom was notified of its delinquenc y on June 3 , 1997 . The 

company has been given adequate oppo rtunity to pay . The 

Commission's correspondence regarding the regulato ry assessment 

fees was signed for , indicating rece i pt . Yet, the~e has been no 

response , and, t o date , Telcom has not paid the require d fees . 

For the reason described above , pursuant to Rule 25-

24 . 474 (1) (b) and (c) , Florida Admi nistrative Code, we find it 

appropriate to cancel Telcom ' s certificate , unless the company pays 

a ·$500 fine for failure to comply with Section 364 . 336 , Florida 

Statutes, and Rule 25-4.0161, Florida Administrative Code , and 

remits all past due regulato ry assessmen t fees , alo ng wi th 

statutory penal ties and interest charges , t o t he Florida Public 

Service Commission. Tel com must comp ly with these requi r ements 

within 5 business days from the date this Order becomes final . The 

fine will be remitted to t he Comptroller for deposit in the State 

of Florida General Revenue Fund, pursuant to Section 364 . 516 , 

Florida Statutes . 

When the appropriate fees , statutory penalties , interest 

charges, and fine are received , this docket s hall be closed . 

Should Telcom fail to comply wi th thi s Order wi thin 5 business days 

from the date this Order becomes final , Telcom shall ha·1e its 

certificate canceled and the docket will be c l osed . The 

cancellation of the certificate and the closing of the docket in no 

way diminishes Telec om ' s obligation to pay applicable delinquent 

regulatory assessment fees , statutory penalties , and interest 

charges. 

Should Telcom' s certificate be canceled , all certificated 

interexchange carriers in the State of Flo rida are instructed to 

discontinue service to Telcom, pursuant to Rule 25-24 . 4701 (3) , 

Florida Administrative Code, Provisio n o f Regulated 

Telecommunications Service to Uncertificated Resellers Prohibited . 

Any certificated interexchange carriers providing service to Telcom 
must contact the Commission at the conclusion of the respo nse 

p eriod indicated herein in order to determine if Telcom 's 
certificate has been canceled. 
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Based on the foregoing , it is 

ORDERED by the Florida Public Service Commission that Telcom 
United North , Inc . , must pa y the past due regulatory assessment 
fees, statutory penalties , interest charges, and a $500 fine to the 
Florida Public Service Commission for failure to comply with 
Section 364.336, Florida Statutes , and Rule 25-4 . 01 61 , Flor i da 
Administrative Code, within 5 business days from the date this 
Order becomes final. The f ine will be transmitted to the 
Comptroller for deposit in the State of Flo rida General Revenue 
Fund. It is further 

ORDERED that should Telcom United North , Inc ., fail to comply 
with this Order, Telcom United North, Inc .' s certi ficate shall be 
canc eled , and the docket shall be closed . It is further 

ORDERED that the cancellation of the certi ficat e and the 
closing of the docket in no way diminishes Telcom United North . 
Inc . ' s obligation to pay a pplicable del inquent regu l ato ry 
assessment fees , statutory penalties , and interest charges . It is 
further 

ORDERED that all certificated interexchange telecommunications 
providers shall discont inue service to Telcom United No rth , Inc . 
upon verification of the cancellation of the certificate at the 
conclusion of the response period set forth in this Order . It is 
further 

ORDERED that the provisions of this Order , issued as proposed 
agency action, shall become final and effectiv e unless an 
a ppropriate petition, in the f orm provided by Rule 25- 22 036 , 
Flo rida Administrative Code , is received by the Director , Division 
of Records and Report ing , 2540 Shumard Oak Boulevard , Tallahassee , 
Florida 32399-0850 , by the close of business on the date set forth 
i n the "Notice of Further Pr oceed ings o r Judicial Review" attached 
hereto . It is further 

ORDERED that in the event this Order becomes final , this 
Docket shall be closed upon payment of the fines, and fees , or upon 
cancellatio n of the certificate.

In the absence of such a p etition , this order shall become 
effective on the day sub sequent to the above date as provided by 
Rule 25-22.029(6) , Florida Administrative Code . 

Any objection or protest f iled i n this docket before the 
issuance date of this order is considered abandoned unless it 
satisfies the f oregoing conditions and is renewed within tne 
specified protest period. 

If this order becomes final and effective o n the da te 
described above , any party substantially affected may request 
judicial review by the Florida Supreme Court in the case of an 
electric, gas or telephone utility or by the First District Court 
of Appeal in the case of a water or was tewater utility by filing a 
notice of appeal with the Director , Division of Records and 
Reporting and filing a copy of the notice of appeal and the filing 
fee with the appropriate court . Thi s filing must be completed 
wi t hin thirty ( 30) d a y s of the effective date of this order , 
pursuant t o Rule 9.110, Flo rida Rules of Appellate Procedure . The 
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notice of appeal must be in the form specified in Rule 9. 900(a ) , 
Florida Rules of Appellate Procedure . 
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
